Wonders of the Universe: Falling

In the third episode of this groundbreaking series, Professor Brian Cox takes on the story of the force that sculpts the entire universe ‑ gravity.

Gravity seems so familiar, and yet it is one of the strangest and most surprising forces in the universe. Starting with a zero gravity flight, Brian experiences the feeling of total weightlessness, and considers how much of an effect gravity has had on the world around us.

But gravity also acts over much greater distances. It is the great orchestrator of the cosmos. It dictates our orbit around the sun, our relationship with the other planets in our solar system, and even the way in which our solar system orbits our galaxy.

Yet the paradox of gravity is that it is actually a relatively weak force. Brian takes a face distorting trip in a centrifuge to explain how it is that gravity achieves its great power, before looking at the role it plays in one of the most extraordinary phenomena in the universe ‑ a neutron star. Although it is just a few kilometres across, it is so dense that its gravity is 100,000 million times as strong as on Earth.

Over the centuries our quest to understand gravity has allowed us to understand some of the true wonders of the Universe and Brian reveals that it is scientists' continuing search for answers that inspires his own sense of wonder.

As a young theatre arts student in 1980s Perth, Judith's faith is diminishing rapidly. Dropping out of uni, she moves to Melbourne, becomes a stand‑up comedian, abandons the church and finds a new religion ‑ booze! 

She recalls with long‑time friend and fellow comedian Greg Fleet how her love of drinking got to an unhealthy level, and how she'd tried to use boys and booze to fill the hole that was left when she gave up believing in anything. Welcome to the First Tuesday Book Club. Host Jennifer Byrne, and panellists Marieke Hardy and Jason Steger are back to explore the world of books; from prize‑winners to blockbusters, hot off the presses new releases to much loved classics. The books for August are:

The Master and Margarita by Mikhail Bulgakov is considered to be one of the best and most highly regarded novels to come out of Russia during the Soviet era. The book weaves together satire and realism, art and religion, history and contemporary social values. It features three story lines. The main story, taking place in Russia of the 1930s, concerns a visit by the devil, referred to as Professor Woland, and four of his assistants during Holy Week who use black magic to play tricks on those who cross their paths.

In Past The Shallows by Favel Parrett. Harry and Miles live with their father, an abalone fisherman, on the south‑east coast of Tasmania. With their mum dead, they are left to look after themselves. When Miles isn't helping out on the boat they explore the coast and Miles and his older brother, Joe, love to surf. Harry is afraid of the water. Every day their dad battles the unpredictable ocean to make a living. He is a hard man, a bitter drinker who harbours a devastating secret that is destroying him. Unlike Joe, Harry and Miles are too young to leave home and so are forced to live under the dark cloud of their father's mood, trying to stay as invisible as possible whenever he is home. The New Inventors

Hosted by James O'Loghlin, The New Inventors heads out into the great outdoors with three inventions for sport in both the sun and snow. Inventions featured on the program: 

SHUCATI ‑ by inventor Samuel Shumack from NSW

While over a million Australians enjoy waterskiing, many people don't get the opportunity to try, even if they'd like to. Waterskiing requires coordination, fitness, and strength, and many people who are older, beginners, or have a disability, are not able to take part. Sam Shumack is in his first year of engineering at UTS, and wanted to find a way to make waterskiing more accessible for everyone, regardless of their fitness.

ShuCati is a water bike alternative for waterskiing. The seat sits high so it's really easy to climb aboard. The handlebars are level with the height of the seat so when the operator is riding they will be sitting back but leaning forward. This means that the handlebars will be raised to a position similar to a motorbike, which is much easier to handle.

SKI ATTACHMENT ‑ by inventor Gino Campagnaro from NSW

As an engineer, 81-year-old Gino Campagnaro is always thinking of new ways of doing things. He still enjoys skiing regularly, and when he gets the chance he skis with his granddaughter. The problem is people wear themselves out carrying skis to the slopes, especially kids and older skiers. 50 years ago Gino was travelling in the Australian bush and came up with an idea to attach wheels to his suitcase, at a time when this was not a feature of people's luggage. While he missed his chance to formally lay claim to that invention, he's now done the equivalent for skiing.

The Ski Attachment puts wheels on your skis so you can easily transport them between the ski slopes and the car park. They have been designed to enable the skier to comfortably wheel their skis with one hand. There is a different kind of wheel on each ski so that it can be used on both hard surfaces, such as a road or car park, as well as on snow and ice.

FiberFlex ‑ by inventor Hayden Cox from NSW

Hayden has been making surfboards since he was a 15-year-old work experience shaper in a surfboard factory. He’s spent enough years learning the craft that he’s figured out how to reshape the surfboard into a new design altogether. 

FibreFlex creates a surfboard that is lighter and more durable. It gives your board a longer life-span and most importantly a faster flex pattern. This enables a surfer to reach their top end speed more easily and makes it easier to move around on the wave. The boards are made of foam, but they use a parabolic carbon fibre frame that hugs the rail of the board and its epoxy laminate. The result is a stronger, faster, more responsive board.

Ant Venom

For some, an ant sting can cause extreme illness and in the worst cases, death. So why are people from all over Tasmania flocking to the Hobart Hospital to get injected with the same venom that triggers serious allergic reactions? The answer lies in the body's ability to accept small but increasing doses of venom over time. After a year or more of treatment, patients can take the sting challenge ‑ to be stung twice in one hour by a live ant! Mark Horstman meets some brave souls prepared to go through the pain to gain a cure.  

Turbulence

Up to half of the cost of a plane ticket pays for the fuel and most of the fuel is burnt overcoming drag. Graham Phillips meets engineers from Melbourne University who have spent over 14 years building a ‘world first’ wind tunnel dedicated to studying turbulence and drag. One design solution could be to copy the textured skin of sharks.

UG99

A virulent fungus is marching its way through the wheat fields of Kenya. Since its detection in 2009, UG99 rust fungus has wiped out around 80% of Kenya's wheat crops. Fungicides are one solution, but small scale farmers in African nations cannot afford to continue effective applications. Since windborne spores could one day reach our shores, Australian scientists have joined an international team determined to develop new stem rust resistant wheat breeds. Paul Willis travels to Kenya to report on this serious threat to world food security.

Neurotoxins

The venom of choice for Australia's deadliest snakes is the 'neurotoxin'. Parts of the human nervous system shut down until life grinds to a halt. The funnel web spider's neurotoxin, however, works quite differently ‑ by flooding our bodies with adrenalin ‑ a far more frantic demise.  

Cereal Iron

Surfing scientist Ruben Meerman enlists Maryanne Demasi's help to extract the iron content from breakfast cereal ‑ using a mortar, pestle and a magnet. While the iron is safe to eat, Dr Demasi has some advice on some natural sources of iron and how to absorb more of it.      

Dolphin Power

Early estimates of dolphin muscle power couldn’t explain how they’d reach speeds of more than 30 km/hr. That is until Professor Timothy Wei and his colleagues decided to measure the force that bottlenose dolphins create by analysing the movement of bubbles around them as they swim.
