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Poh continues on her Malaysian adventure, heading south to spend her second week in the historic port of Melaka. Once a vibrant maritime trading centre at the heart of the international spice trade, Melaka boasts a rich culinary history. Over time it has been occupied by the Portuguese, Dutch, British and Japanese, who have all left their influence.
It‘s the ‘Baba and Nonya’ culture that most interests Poh. Miracles: Miracle In The Desert
Thursday, 8 July 2010
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Featuring Don Hany – 2010 Silver Logie winner for most outstanding actor – Miracle In The Desert is the second of three incredible drama-documentaries about miraculous feats of survival against deadly odds in extreme circumstances.
Alaskan fireman Robert Bogucki (Don Hany) went missing in Western Australia’s Great Sandy Desert in July, 1999. Bogucki survived 43 days and was eventually found some 400km from his departure point by an Australian television news helicopter. He’d lost 30 kilograms, endured six weeks without food and 12 days without water but miraculously survived one of the world’s most inhospitable wildernesses.

Bogucki is not a typical adventurer. He is not interested in being the first or the fastest. Nor is he interested in fame or notoriety. He decided to cross the Australian Great Sandy Desert in an attempt to find solitude in one of the world’s last untamed wildernesses.

Bogucki was a troubled 15-year-old when he decided that one day he would, like Jesus, fast in the wilderness, test his faith and have some questions answered. As the years passed, this quest became more of a focus – almost an obsession. His moment arrived in 1999. While on a cycling trip around Australia, he saw a map of country’s vast interior, and the Great Sandy Desert caught his eye.

When tourists happened upon Bogucki’s abandoned bicycle and supplies on a remote desert track, one of the largest manhunts in Australian history was launched. Australian police and local Aboriginal trackers struggled to follow Bogucki’s tracks through almost impenetrable bush.

After 15 days, the search was called off. Refusing to believe their son had perished in the desert, Bogucki’s parents hired a volunteer American search and rescue team to travel to Broome, in what many believed would be a body retrieval exercise...

Fenella Kernebone visits a major exhibition, the first in Australia of pioneering American photographer Alfred Stieglitz, at the Art Gallery of NSW.
It includes 150 of the best and rarest Stieglitz photos ever printed. One third of the exhibition is being lent by the National Gallery of Art, Washington DC, which holds prized photographs selected by his lover, muse and wife, artist Georgia O’ Keeffe, and deposited there after his death.
The photographs Stieglitz took around his summer house at Lake George, New York State, US after 1915 are considered a major departure and dramatically influenced the course of photography.
Art Nation also features a unique singing event, ChorusOz in which aspiring choral singers with dreams of performing before a sell-out audience, get their chance when Sydney Philharmonia Choirs bring their singing spectacular to the Sydney Opera House. Art Nation presenter, singer Henry Wagons will join 1000 singers of all ages to read, rehearse and perform one of the masterpieces of the choral repertoire, Elgar’s The Dream of Gerontius.

Is it possible to mimic the trance-like state of a creative mind? This week on Talking Heads Peter Thompson is joined by bestselling author Sue Woolfe in a must-see program for anyone interested in the creative process. 

Sue’s fascination with language and books started in childhood. But it was much later, while struggling to come to terms with a family history of mental illness that she started on a very personal literary journey.
Her books, some fiction (Leaning Towards Infinity, The Secret Cure), some ‘creative non-fiction’ (The Mystery of the Cleaning Lady, Wild Minds), explore what science and psychology can tell us about the brain, and about creative imagination.

The New Inventors

Hosted by James O’Loghlin, The New Inventors showcases the best new Australian inventions, from the innovative to the inspirational, the weird and the wonderful. Deciding the winner of these three inventions are: agricultural scientist Chris Russell, surgeon and inventor Professor Fiona Wood, and woodworker and teacher Richard Vaughan. Inventions featured on the program: 

AUGER EYE – by inventors Greg McCarten and Leon Boneham from NSW

Falls from grain silos are a serious danger for farmers, and one of the more common causes of agricultural injuries. It’s hard work climbing up and down to check the grain level when you are filling a silo. Sheep and wheat farmer Greg McCarten got sick of climbing up and down his silo, and teamed up with friend Leon Boneham to invent an end to the problem.

The Auger-Mate attaches to the side of a farmer’s auger, the device which transfers grain from trucks to silos. The invention incorporates a small tube which farmers can place on the side of their auger. A light mounted in the truck or tractor indicates when the silo is full. This means that farmers no longer have to climb on top of the silo to check the level of the grain.

THERMOPOT – by inventor Jason Pretty from VIC

Evaporation and inconsistent growth is the fate of many potted plants, all because the pot is not insulated against extreme temperatures. Inventor Jason Pretty does a lot of gardening in his spare time. He looked at the traditional water well pots and became frustrated, as all the water evaporated, especially in the hot Australian summer.

Thermopot is a uniquely designed insulated garden plant pot. The invention keeps the temperature of the soil lower, reducing the amount of water the plant requires. The soil temperature is stabilised, which in turn optimises growing conditions for plants. The invention keeps soil temperature up to 14 degrees cooler than a standard water well garden pot and requires up to 40% less water.

TEC-PIER – by inventor John Kite from NSW

Climatic conditions such as high humidity, high rainfall, strong winds and long dry periods can cause structural components of buildings to shrink, expand and deteriorate over time. The foundation is the most important part of any building and if there are problems in this area then further damage to the building will occur. Piers support the foundation but over time they will sink due to the weight of the building and soil instability. 

TeC-Pier is a telescopic piering system that can be used as foundations in the initial design of a house, or brought in to support foundations that are failing. It is based on a telescoping principle, so that it can be extended or shortened throughout the construction phase and the life of the building. The invention allows for quick and very accurate installation of subfloor piers in new buildings, but is also particularly suited for re-piering existing buildings that are sinking.

Catalyst

Space Balloons
To search deep space, astronomers don’t just rely on observatories and space telescopes. They also use balloons. In Alice Springs, an international crew of astrophysicists and engineers are set to launch a balloon the size of a football field that will go up to the outer limits of the stratosphere. X-ray and Gamma-ray telescopes on board will study the rays coming from black holes, the centre of the galaxy, and from antimatter.  
But, as Graham Phillips finds out, launching a balloon laden with expensive equipment is not easy. 
Japan Earthquake
Japan is one of the most earthquake prone regions in the world.  So its modern buildings and infrastructure are designed to resist collapse.  But, as Maryanne Demasi discovers, an ancient pagoda design seems to be resistant to major earth tremors too. The design principles of the pagoda have been studied and tested and have inspired the architecture of the Tokyo Sky Tree, a free standing communications tower more than 600metres high.
