	The Sydney Olympics delivered heroes and unforgettable moments. But there was one event that gathered up the Australian community as one, and made them all feel good at the same time. If you're an Australian, you'll be able to answer this question: where were you when Cathy Freeman ran in the 400 metres final? John asks all of the people interviewed for this series what it meant. And he asks Cathy.
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Since the 1950s and 60s, the great Australian sports experience has shifted from playing sport to watching it. Television wants live sport and more live sport - with a very strong preference for male team sport. But the healthy, egalitarian society we think all this televised sport is reflecting, is in trouble. And sport is often funded by the problem.
Australia still competes at the highest level, but it's more complicated - Cadel Evans is an Italian and French-speaking Australian Swiss resident with an American employer.
Away from the professional and international arena, community sport, mainly football and netball, is gathering pace, the common ground and the social glue across a lot of rural Australia. Sub-cultural sports in the suburbs provide a sense of connection and community for people who don't find it in traditional sport. Legions of mum and dad volunteers prop up an industry in kids' sport that is more about keeping kids active and healthy and away from screens than it is about producing champions.
Champions emerge, just as they always have - champions of the past like Pat Rafter and Cathy Freeman. And champions of the future like Ellie Cole.
John asks some of the greatest athletes this nation has ever produced how they achieved such prodigious deeds and why sport is important. And the answers are not what you'd think.

	Michael Klim, former golden boy of the pool, is aiming for his fourth Olympics but his ability to focus on training is stretched to the limits by the arrival of his third baby, Frankie. His wife, Lindy, is finding the going tough and Michael is feeling guilty as she deals with the increased demands of family and the skincare business they started together.  They were hoping for additional sponsorship to assist Lindy with childcare and increased staff, but this has not come through. To compound matters, Michael leaves for high altitude training in Spain.
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Libby Trickett has enjoyed the support of a long time sponsor and has flown to Sydney to launch their new swim suit at a media event. Libby knows that without this support she would not have the freedom to be a full-time athlete. Libby admits her muscled body drew taunts growing up as a teenager and she felt self-conscious. But now she is very proud of her body and knows that she is one of the strongest women in swimming and the gym. But as a swimmer she still has to endure pinch tests, which determine how much fat her body is carrying. She has a notorious sweet tooth and has struggled with her weight in the past but today's test has shown that all her hard work has paid off. 
Ahmed Kelly had his worst race of the season in the last episode. He must now front up to the finals. Coach Brad Harris has a new race plan - but Ahmed doesn't stick to it and records an even worse time. His devastation shows as the unflappable Ahmed loses his cool. Brad knows that he needs to be both friend and coach if he's to get Ahmed off the mat and refocus him for the Paralympic trials which are only weeks away. 
We introduce Ryley Batt (22 yrs old) the world's most dominant force in wheelchair rugby, the hardest-hitting Paralympic sport. A self-confessed adrenalin junkie Ryley is just as comfortable racing quad bikes, wake boarding or skate boarding as he is tearing up the rugby court. Born with limb deficiencies, which saw him with no legs below the knees and deformed hands, Ryley has never seen himself as different. As a child he was supported by his family and encouraged to be just like any other kid. When he discovered wheelchair rugby he didn't look back. He quickly became a superstar of the sport culminating in a Silver medal at the Beijing Paralympics when his team lost to America.

	Joanna Lumley is on an odyssey around the fabulously diverse country of Greece. She is meeting people from all walks of life and learning about their traditions and the way they live. In this episode, Joanna explores some of the fourteen hundred Greek Islands that make up this maritime nation.
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The Greek islands are a destination for many a holiday maker and tourists feel they know the area well. Yet beyond the deck chairs and white sands is a culture that harks back to one of the greatest seafaring nations of the world.
Hitching a lift on board a shipping magnate's yacht, Joanna's route begins on the ancient island of Crete, where she learns about a way of life that has transcended centuries, spending time with shepherds in the remote mountains of the island. The shepherds played a key role fighting alongside the Resistance against the Nazi occupation of Crete.
Crete is also Zeus' birth place and the home of raki, a local alcoholic beverage that fuels traditional Cretan festivities. Treated to a big Greek feast - complete with music and dancing - Joanna proves she is partial to a little raki.
On the island of Kos, Joanna explores the birthplace of Hippocrates, the father of modern medicine, before ascending the only active volcano on the island of Nisyros. Fascinatingly, the volcano was featured in the James Bond film Moonraker, as its surface resembles that of the moon.

	In the unlit rooms of the bullet-pocked Kabul Secondary School of Fine Arts, music students persist with broken instruments, no books, no syllabus and no specialist teachers. After 30 years of conflict and a loss of musical rights during the Taliban regime, the musical culture of Afghanistan has been devastated. Despite all the rebuilding in the country, little has been done for music.
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In the midst of this despair, Melbourne-based Afghan musicologist Dr Ahmad Sarmast returns to Kabul determined to create the first National Music Institute of Afghanistan.
Wanting his students to 'hold the future of the country in their hands' Dr Sarmast recruits orphans and working kids off the streets, convinced that music education will transform their lives. But attending classes means they can't work the streets supplementing their families' meagre incomes. Survival threatens the students' new found chance at an education.

	Directed by Kenny Scott, the BAFTA award-winning documentary Mummifying Alan: Egypt's Last Secret explores a mystery that has baffled scientists for centuries: how were the Ancient Egyptians able to perfectly preserve their pharaohs for millennia?
The filmmakers follow a team of pioneering scientists as they attempt to solve this 3000-year-old enigma by mummifying a body donated specifically for this purpose. 
The corpse is that of 61-year-old Alan Billis, a former taxi driver from Torquay in the United Kingdom, who died in January 2011 after being diagnosed with lung cancer.
Filmed inside one of the UK's leading forensic pathology labs, the scientists work to unlock the preservation techniques used during the 'Golden Age' of King Tutankhamen.
The 18th Dynasty was a time of huge cultural and political revolution in Egypt, but it also marked the pinnacle of the country's embalming techniques. Using a secret and complex blend of ingredients and processes, priests managed to stop decomposition of the body almost entirely.
But what were the mysterious and complex recipes they were using? Did they really understand the science behind them? And, if so, could this represent the greatest scientific achievement of Ancient Egypt?
