How To Grow A Planet

	Flowers are central to cultures all around the world and are deeply woven into our lives. Since flowers evolved, they have been the driving force of our life. In tonight's second episode of How to Grow a Planet, Professor Iain Stewart discovers how flowers have transformed our planet.
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He journeys to the remote islands of New Caledonia in the South Pacific to track down the earliest flowers, and explains how the first flower would have been pollinated by beetles in the absence of bees.
In the deserts of Africa he sees how flowers brought brilliant colour to its most barren landscapes and explains how flowers evolved a clever way to enhance their colour to attract passing insects.
But it wasn't just life they were changing, flowering plants also helped to alter the very shape of the planet itself Professor Stewart travels to Vietnam to explain how the emergence of vast tropical rainforests altered the landscape of the planet.
Eventually evolving to produce fruit, the source of food for primates, Professor Stewart explains how flowering plants drove the evolution of all animals even kick starting our own human story.

	This telemovie tells the story of Eddie 'Koiki' Mabo, the Torres Strait Islander, who left school at 15, yet spearheaded the High Court challenge that overthrew the fiction of terra nullius.
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It traces Koiki's life, through his early exile from his beloved Murray Island, his years of working on the trochus trawlers and the outback railways, to his decision to embrace activism. It also tells of his struggles to begin a school specifically for Aboriginal and Islander children. 
Considered a ‘troublemaker’ by the white authorities, when Koiki tries to return to Murray Island to visit his dying father, the Murray Island Council - four times - denies him entry. His mistake, it seems, is choosing to be a black activist under the racist, repressive ‘police state’ of Bjelke Petersen's Queensland.
When he learns that land on Murray he believes he owns, is legally gazetted as Crown Land, Koiki resolves to fight. This propels him into a ten year, life or death struggle against three mighty foes: the Queensland and Commonwealth governments, and the opposition, fear and conservatism of the authorities on Murray Island itself. Koiki, his fellow plaintiffs, their supporters and their legal team have few financial resources, up against the all-powerful Queensland government which uses every tactic in its arsenal. Year after year the struggle goes on, Koiki feeding his family on yams from the garden and fish from the river, giving his money, his strength, his health and, ultimately, his life to this titanic battle.
We learn as well of the tender love story of Koiki and Bonita, the woman he met as a teenager, and loved through thirty years as they raised ten children. And of the deep love and partnership that fuelled their unflagging fight to change the face of Australia forever.

The Rift Valley in Kenya is thought to be the crucible of human evolution, and here Alice examines the fossils in our family tree which reveal our brains have more than quadrupled in size since our ancestors split from chimpanzees. Drawing on research on social politics in chimpanzees, the cognitive development of children and the tools that have been found littered across the Rift Valley, Alice explores how and why our ancestors’ brains became so big.
But our big brains came at a cost. Alice visits a maternity hospital to explore how our difficulties in giving birth are a result of our large-brained babies, and travels to meet the women of the Hadza tribe to explore how looking after our large-brained children has shaped the life histories of all of us. 
Successive species of increasingly large-brained humans migrated around the world - from homo erectus to heidelbergensis, the Neanderthals to us. It's always been assumed the reason that homo sapiens succeeded where others failed is to do with our large brains. But comparing skulls it's clear Neanderthals had just as big a brain as us. So why is there only us left? Alice goes to meet Svante Paabo, decoding the Neanderthal and human genome, and Clive Finlayson, who is unearthing the Neanderthals’ final settlement, to try to find out...

William McInnes takes us to an auction room we haven't visited before - David Barsby Auctions on Sydney's North Shore.

Retired school teacher Susan Baker is taking a prized piece of theatre memorabilia to auction at Barsby's. Her mother and three of her girlfriends took off from Sydney in 1950 to sail to London and Europe for a year. The four young women shared a passion for the theatre.

They saved every penny, and went to plays five nights a week. At play's end they went to the stage door and were rewarded with autographs galore from the stars - the likes of Gielgud, Richardson and Olivier. There are bulging scrap books and folders, most of which Susan is keeping for posterity.

Susan has chosen a rare signed program from the 1948 Old Vic Company tour of Australia's performance of ‘The Skin of Our Teeth’ by Thornton Wilder. It is handsomely signed by none other than Sir Laurence Olivier and Vivien Leigh.

The other lot highlighted in this week's show is a one-carat diamond solitaire ring with an intriguing history. SBS TV's Julie-Anne Edwards inherited the ring from her Russian-born grandmother, who lived most of her life in China. After the Communist Revolution in 1949, many foreigners, no matter how long they'd lived and worked in China, were made to feel unwelcome. Leaving China for good was the only option, but taking money out was all but prohibited. Each adult could take no more than $10 and each child $5.

Jewellery was not restricted though, so the chosen method for many was to convert their cash into jewels, which is what her grandmother did. The ring's original purpose represented currency, and now Julie-Anne is realising the asset at Barsby's.
