The Kennedys

November 22, 1963. JFK is in Fort Worth, Texas to mend fences between the liberal and conservative wings of the state's Democratic Party prior to beginning his re‑election campaign. Lee Harvey Oswald is at home in Dallas, assembling a rifle. 

Flashback to August 1963. Jackie goes into labour. But there are complications, and the newborn dies. Jack and Jackie begin to bond in a way they never have before ‑ united by mutual grief.

Meanwhile, Bobby is informed of evidence romantically linking Jack to Marilyn Monroe. 

November 22, 1963. Jack and Jackie land in Dallas. In Hyannis Port, at Rose's urging, Joe ‑ who has been improving slightly from the effects of his stroke ‑ is able to lift himself out of his wheelchair. In Dallas, Oswald is perched, rifle at the ready. As the motorcade passes, the deadly shots ring out.

At his Hickory Hill home, Bobby receives a call first from FBI Director Hoover, who tells him in less‑than‑sympathetic terms that the President is dead; then from Lyndon Johnson, who wants to be immediately sworn in as President. November 3, 1964. Johnson is elected President in his own right. In New York, Bobby wins the Senate race. Johnson is upset by Bobby's win, and predicts that Bobby will challenge him for re‑election in 1968.

LBJ is right. With war raging in Vietnam, Johnson's popularity hits an all‑time low. Bobby sees an opportunity for change. He's being urged to run for President ‑ especially by Ethel. But it's Jackie's approval that he really seeks.  She supports him, but instinctively worries for his safety.
Johnson knows he can’t beat a Kennedy, and so chooses not to seek nomination. 

June 4, 1968. Aristotle Onassis proposes to Jackie. Bobby is speaking in Los Angeles after his win in the California primary. After the speech and during his exit, he is shot and killed. 

Standing in Arlington, Jackie remembers better days when the family was inseparable. In Hyannis Port, Joe and Rose are alone, forced to live in a house full of memories. That they are able to carry on after such immense tragedy is their family’s greatest triumph.

Episode Ten ‑ The hardy bunch of archaeologists headed by Tony Robinson, embarks on one of their strangest investigations ever. They've been invited to Norman Cross in rural Cambridgeshire to unearth the remains of the world's first prisoner of war camp‑ a huge complex built by the British in 1797 to incarcerate 7000 Napoleonic soldiers and sailors.

On Trial

*Please note: An appeal of the Evans trial is pending, due to be heard on May 24, 2011. If the Court of Appeal orders a re‑trial, the ABC may exercise its discretion not to broadcast Episodes 3 and 4 of the series in Western Australia and publishers should seek independent advice regarding publication of the trial details.

On Trial: Doomed from the Start (Part 1) covers the trial of Anthony Evans, a 34‑year‑old mechanic, accused of murdering his girlfriend, Alana Dakin. The producers are given unprecedented access to film the controversial case in the Supreme Court of Western Australia. This is the first murder trial filmed in Australian history.

In his first trial Evans was found guilty of murder. On appeal, the court found that mistakes had been made and ordered a re‑trial. This time, the defence team entered a new plea of unsound mind, or the 'insanity defence' as it is more commonly known.

The court hears how Anthony Evans and Alana Dakin met and how the tragic events that transpired were a disaster waiting to happen.

Day two brings an early twist in the trial and there is talk it may be aborted before it really gets going. As the trial continues a series of witnesses for the State give crucial evidence, including what happened on the night of the killing and previous domestic violence incidents.

Rod Evans, the father of the accused, testifies that Alana was 'out of control' and highly emotional and that she and Anthony were caught up in a dysfunctional relationship that was imploding in the days and weeks before the murder.

As the prosecution case concludes there is a feeling amongst the Dakin family that the Crown case is slowly unravelling. Rod Evans’s testimony about his troubled son seems to have won some sympathy with the jury. But the all important expert evidence about whether Anthony was of unsound mind when he killed Alana Dakin is still to be heard.

Baker Boys: Inside The Surge is an unfettered account of the Iraq war from the point of view and in the words of the soldiers who fight it.

It delivers details and insights into the US Army's counter‑insurgency effort in Iraq and the blueprint for the escalating efforts in Afghanistan.

Across the three remaining episodes Baker Boys: Inside the Surge travels with the men of Baker Company into an Al Qaeda hotbed just kilometres outside Baghdad for the last 90 days of their tour of duty.

This absorbing turn of events is documented by the world class, award‑winning cameraman, Jon Steele, who also narrates the series.

He developed an uncommon level of trust among the soldiers and an unprecedented level of access from the Army commanders.

Tonight, Baker Company begins to pay the local Sunni militias, known as the Sons of Iraq, with tens of thousands of dollars in exchange for handing in Al Qaeda munitions and running security detail in their own villages.

In return, the Baker Boys provide humanitarian aid and other means of support.  

It's an uneasy alliance as neither side trusts the other but the violence abates and Al Qaeda evaporates, so clearly the strategy is working.

The New Inventors

Hosted by James O'Loghlin, The New Inventors is building up a great episode, with three inventions for constructing homes, both inside and out. Deciding the winner of these three inventions are: designer and inventor Sally Dominguez, futurist and author Mark Pesce, and Master Builder Kaye Denning.

Inventions featured on the program: 

NAC FLEX ‑ by inventor Andrew Duncan from WA

Copper Chromium Arsenate (CCA) is a toxic treatment applied to timber to prevent it from rotting or becoming infested with termites. But many people now think the widespread use of these treatments could be a risk to humans, especially children, who have less resistance and are more likely to put their unwashed hands into their mouths. Many countries have already banned CCA, but until now there hasn't been a commercially viable alternative.

NAC Flex is a safe, viable, sustainable, and environmentally friendly alternative to CCA treated wood. The materials are not treated with any harmful chemicals; the resin matrix consists of only organic or food grade material so there is no corrosion or seepage. It is also stronger and more flexible than ordinary treated timber. NAC Flex will not cost more than CCA treated timber, so it is an economically viable alternative without any risk of toxicity.

STAIR SQUARE ‑ by inventor Derek Pater from VIC

If you're building stairs you don't want to get the set up wrong or you are in big trouble. The minimum and maximum heights for stair intervals are set by the Building Code of Australia, but DIY builders often end up with a difference in the riser levels on stairs because it can be so difficult to get them exactly the same. In fact, it is thought that this may sometimes be the cause of people falling on stairs, if they wrongly anticipate the stairs will be a certain height.

After appearing on The New Inventors in 2008 with his invention the 'Roofing Protractor', Derek decided to attempt a little DIY stair building. It proved so difficult that inventing a better way turned out to be an easier solution. The Stair Square is a measuring tool that allows DIY builders to easily and accurately mark stringers so that stairs can be cut evenly. 

STUDCLAD – by inventor Grant Johns from VIC

Sandwich panels are a useful alternative to brick because they can be as strong and solid but with less weight. However, they tend to degrade more quickly over time and this has limited their use despite their cost and environmental benefits. 
Grant Johns is a 27-year-old builder with his own construction company, but he kept running into roadblocks because of a shortage of bricklayers in the industry. He decided to invent a better wall cladding to solve the problem. Studclad is a strong cladding panel built to last, that provides insulation, fire resistance, water penetration resistance and a high acoustic rating. It will also cut down building time by three weeks, with significant cost savings for the homeowner.

Bone Scaffold

Bone is the second most transplanted tissue in the world, second only to blood. While our bones have the ability to heal a simple fracture, large areas of damaged bone require replacement material to heal. But donor bone or bone taken from elsewhere in the patient's body, has drawbacks. Dr Maryanne Demasi meets a team of scientists at the University of Sydney who has been working on the ‘holy grail’ for orthopaedic replacements ‑ synthetic bone scaffold.

Mystery of the Flesh Eaters

It lives outdoors and attacks during hot summer months, usually after a heavy rainfall. These few, meagre clues began a decade-long hunt for the cause of an infectious disease. Tanya Ha reports how Dr John Gerrard tracked down the worms responsible for vectoring a virulent flesh-eating bacteria into humans.

Space Beer

80,000 space fans are booked on commercial suborbital flights from 2012 and it's likely that a few of them will want to savour a beer whilst enjoying the spectacular view! Until now no one had actually tested the physiological effects of weightlessness on a carbonated beverage. Dr Paul Willis meets a group of enterprising scientist‑brewers as they take their beer where no beer's been before. 

Why Is It So?

Back in the 1960s Julius Sumner Miller was a household name and the idiosyncratic face of science on TV. His passion and mad‑professor antics delighted viewers as he inspired a generation of science enthusiasts with the famous phrase ‘why is it so?’ Ruben Meerman, and Julius Sumner Miller Fellow at University of Sydney, Dr Karl Kruszelnicki, conduct physics demonstrations with the very same kit used by Julius himself. 

Biggest Bang

After the Big Bang, gamma ray bursts are the most powerful explosions we see in the cosmos. Dr Graham Phillips reveals the possible explanations of what causes them.

Bioluminescence

Bioluminescence ‑ from the Latin for bio: living and lumen: light ‑ is a chemical reaction inside a living cell which generates light. From sea creatures to mushrooms, bioluminescence provides a glowing existence.
