	Multi-award winner Paul Cox is one of Australia's most important filmmakers. He is an artist of incredible energy and has been uncompromising in fulfilling his vision. And he is one of Australia's most prolific filmmakers having made 22 feature films plus 11 documentaries and short films.
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Born and raised in Holland, Cox uses his roots and his adopted culture to bring a unique quality to his films. He chose to stay behind in Australia and not to be lured by pots of gold to make big budget Hollywood movies. And he rose to all the challenges that compromise entailed.
ON BORROWED TIME is a wonderful tribute to a man whose films were a vehicle for the 'Who's Who' of Australian acting and filmmaking talent of the 70s and 80s - John Hargreaves, Wendy Hughes, Phillip Adams, Chris Hayward, Bob Ellis, David Wenham, John Clarke, Julia Blake, Bud Tingwell, Sam Neill and international stars like Isabelle Huppert, John Hurt, Werner Hertzog, Derek Jacobi and Peter O'Toole.
The film takes up Cox's life story as he faces his biggest challenge yet – his struggle with cancer. He needs a liver transplant within the next six months and his blood type is rare, shared by only 2% of the population. Cox's films are about human frailty. Now he must confront his own frailty. He doesn't want to die. There are other films he wants to make. He doesn't fear death but he sees the pain in the eyes of his adult children. Once on the liver transplant list he must be immediately available. So Cox is marooned at home, unable to escape except in his imagination.
Including footage from many of his films - Man of Flowers (1983), My First Wife (1984), Exile (1994), Innocence (2000) and Human Touch (2004) - and interviews with close associates, this documentary reflects on Cox's cinema art and his journey towards Death. And Life again.

	William Yang found a role as a documentary photographer of the emerging artistic, literary, theatrical and queer circles in the 70s and 80s.
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He captured his friendships with artists such as Brett Whiteley, Nobel Prize winning author Patrick White, and fashion designers Linda Jackson and Jenny Kee.
Yang has become very wellknown for his revealing live 'slide-show performances' in which he tells stories about his friendships.
Now Yang has adapted his original live performance method into this intimate one-hour documentary in his own frank, humorously deadpan performance style - telling the stories behind his fly-on-the-wall photographs.
He narrates a slide-show of his photographs, depicting an era that was 'especially decadent... there were many colourful characters and parties were so much fun. It was in the days following women's liberation, sexual liberation and gay and lesbian liberation so it was a time of great change'.
Through the lens of his dynamic friendships, Yang documents the impact of the AIDS crisis, the outrageous fashion, the drug and party culture, and the bohemian social scene.
Nothing was off limits and Yang was always where the action was.
William Yang: My Generation will have its world premiere at the 2013 Sydney Film Festival on Saturday 8 June and its ABC1 premiere just over a week later.

	Don't know your biennale from a triennale? Can't tell your old media from your new? Are notions leaving you baffled? The A-Z of Contemporary Art is a bluffer's guide to the often-impenetrable world of contemporary art, from artists, art works and galleries to new media, forms and theories.
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Taking an A-Z format this ‘guide book’ is presented by respected visual arts commentator Andrew Frost as a concise visual encyclopaedia that's an energetic collage of information.
This week it's L - Z and begins with the concept of ‘Liking’ things, endemic in social media, and a first reaction to a lot of art, but we wonder, is that good enough? Then we take a look at Laughter, at being funny on purpose, and at being a joke. We have a quick quiz on Modernism - can you tell from our examples which ones are contemporary art works? We look at the Market, and the mistaken idea that art that’s sold for millions of dollars is better or more important than art sold for a hundred dollars. Materiality is the idea that art should be made from certain materials, then we take on the tangle of words that make up Notions, one of the most widely abused and misunderstood terms in the contemporary art lexicon. There's the shadow play of the Other, and a quick history of Photography, the most pervasive form of contemporary art. What is Post Modernism? A fluffy pussycat! We examine Queer Theory, Representation, and ponder contemporary art's Serious Flaw. We imbibe some Theory and take in Urban Art, a tour through Video Art, the vexatious question of Women, and finally X the unknown, You, before we end up right in the middle of the Zeitgeist.
And now the viewer not only has the answers to their questions but will also be able to express their own informed opinions. It's the perfect bluffer's guide.

The Bletchley Circle: Part 1
With an extraordinary flair for code breaking and razor-sharp intelligence skills, four seemingly ordinary women become the unlikely investigators of a string of grisly murders in this original thriller, set against the backdrop of post-war London.

It's 1951 and Susan, played by two-time BAFTA award-winner Anna Maxwell Martin (Bleak House), Millie (Rachael Stirling, Women in Love), Lucy (RADA graduate Sophie Rundle) and Jean (Julie Graham, William & Mary, Survivors) have returned to post-war domesticity, modestly setting aside the part they played in the Allied victory. Their brilliant work at top security HQ Bletchley Park helped crack the codes used by theGerman military, producing crucial intelligence that shortened the war.

Susan's conventionality masks a sharp, inquisitive mind. She may appear every inch the typical 1950s wife and mother, but when she hears about a string of unsolved murders in London, Susan's old Bletchley spirit is ignited. With her handwritten charts of numbers, dates and times, and lines of wool connecting the dots on her wall map, Susan has spotted a pattern of behaviour in the killer that no one else sees.

Unaware of her background, the police dismiss Susan's theories causing her to realise that the only way she can solve the murders is with the help of her friends. Secretly, Susan reconvenes the formidable foursome - bohemian and streetwise Millie; Lucy, with her brilliant photographic memory, and Jean, the methodical no-nonsense organiser. A race against the clock ensues as the women work to outwit the culprit. Can they rekindle their singular expertise and discover the killer's next move - before he strikes again?
