Sunday Arts Up Late: Nothing On Earth
Sunday, 23 June 2013
	As a landscape photographer, Murray Fredericks is well accustomed to spending long periods of time alone in isolated and extreme locations. But when he relocates his work from the hot dry salt flats of Lake Eyre in South Australia to the frozen tundra of the Greenland icecap, he quickly learns that, despite being 'devoid of features', the two places are a world apart.
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So when two wandering polar bears, severe katabatic winds and the complexity of the task he has set himself, require Fredericks to break with his self-reliant traditions, he finds himself on the verge of failure for the first time in his career.
Determined to see the project through, he returns to Greenland. With the support of a skilled guide and two local Inuit dog sled drivers, he embarks on a 30 day odyssey of almost 700 km in one of the world's most desolate environments. His journey is not a quest for adventure or a 'call to the wild', it's an investigation of 'space'. Immersed in an environment of endless horizons, he is seeking visual representations that move beyond the usual 'calendar images'.
When the unusually warm weather necessitates a return to the coast, the rapidly melting icecap and the dangers it presents, provide for a tense, action-packed descent to safety.
Utilising stunning cutting-edge, time-lapse cinematography, the movement of the ice through geological time is depicted alongside Frederick's own personal voyage. As the Aurora Borealis dances overhead with the sounds of collapsing ice, these naturally 'living' systems are clearly neither static, nor permanent.
Nothing On Earth will have its World Premiere at the 2013 Sydney Film Festival on Sunday 9 June.

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Performance enhancing drugs
In February 2013, the Australian public learned of a year-long government investigation that found a widespread use of drugs in professional sport. But what are the substances sportspeople are taking?  What are these drugs supposed to do for athletes, and is there any evidence that these substances actually work and enhance performance?  Maryanne Demasi investigates.
 As the Tour de France prepares to depart this weekend, it reminds us of the endurance drugs that have marred the event in the past.  EPO, which was taken by disgraced cyclist Lance Armstrong, increases the body's ability to carry oxygen.  But the same results can be achieved through blood transfusions and simulated high altitude training.   While there is an argument that widespread doping creates its own level playing field, it is the risk to life through devastating side effects that is of primary concern.
Life Enhancing Drugs
Performance enhancing drugs aren't limited to just sport and increasing your physical prowess. There are substances that could improve your mind power and help you learn faster or improve your memory. Do we face a future where we'll be increasingly brain doping?  Graham Phillips reports on research into neurological enhancement and takes part in a drug trial that aims to improve his language learning ability. Beyond improving intelligence, scientists are also interested in the neuropeptide oxytocin, also known as the love hormone, and its ability to enhance our social behaviour.
