Witness the secret lives of the 'Beachies' ‑ a family of six dolphins led by matriarch Puck ‑ over six months as they reveal behaviour never before captured on film.

Using the latest miniature cameras to eavesdrop on the pod's life aquatic, this moving story follows the challenges the family face in one of the most spectacular marine areas on Earth. No day is ever the same...

A World Heritage region, Shark Bay is home to a healthy population of dugongs, rays, sea turtles and sea snakes. With nesting loggerheads, humpback whales, coral reefs and a huge diversity of coastal habitats including giant sand‑dunes, towering cliffs and mangroves, it is one of the most diverse and awe‑inspiring marine areas on Earth. 

Puck is biologist Janet Mann's favourite, after following her more than 20 years. Mann describes her as "a daredevil, bold and courageous, and a great mother. Samu is her 6th calf."

We see Samu's first tentative swim and hear Puck's reassuring calls as he finds his voice and develops his own 'signature' call. When tiger shark attacks dramatically increase, the Beachie family is on edge and Samu is in particular danger, as almost 50 percent of calves don't survive to their third year.

This is a heart‑warming and insightful portrayal of one of the ocean's most beguiling creatures.

The year is 1966 and the football World Cup has come to England. With the USSR due to play at Roker Park and the fear of the 'Reds Under the Bed' exemplified by the upcoming Polaris submarine landing at the nearby Jarrow docks, tensions are running high.

CND protestors, lead by radical students from Durham University, are the last thing the police need when the world media is on their doorstep awaiting the upcoming football match.

Gently (Martin Shaw) and Bacchus (Lee Ingleby) investigate the murder of well‑known left wing academic, Fraser Barratt (Emun Elliott), found dead in the docks post a CND (Campaign for Nuclear Disarmament) rally which he had led with his colleague, lecturer Mallory Brown (Sarah Lancashire).

This takes them onto the Durham University campus ‑ an ancient temple of learning struggling to come to terms with the novel influx of students from the working class and brash, radical academics. Here, they meet the university caretaker and ex‑army officer Charles Hoxton (Warren Clarke) and sexually forward thinking students Elizabeth Higgs (Kerrie Hayes) and Adriana Doyle (Myanna Buring).

Sexual and social rebellion is everywhere in the air and, to the young and optimistic, these forces seem inevitable and unstoppable. Bacchus is horrified yet fascinated by the promiscuity on display. Gently, more shrewdly recognises that liberation is not always an unmixed blessing.

Compass: Accentuate The Positive

Compass: Accentuate the Positive follows the experiences of five Year Nine students from Geelong Grammar School's Timbertop campus in the Victorian Alps, as they undertake a world first experiment when their school introduces a controversial new approach to education. 

The brainchild of renowned psychologist Dr. Martin Seligman, Positive Education has been adapted for schools from Positive Psychology, a relatively new branch of psychology that focuses on developing positive emotions, strengths‑based character and healthy institutions. Positive Education is designed to help children develop ways of becoming happier, more resilient people. It's the school's response to the epidemic of depression and alienation affecting teenagers around the world. But can children learn optimism in the same way they learn reading, writing and arithmetic?

By working through a series of practical exercises that are embedded in their daily routine, students are asked to modify negative self‑talk and practically apply compassion, forgiveness and gratitude in their interactions with one another. 

The journeys these young people take are put into context by insights from teaching staff who are also grappling with this new way of learning. Along the way there are casualties as each student faces their own individual challenge of surviving a tumultuous year as a teenager.

Compass: Accentuate the Positive explores whether the school's controversial experiment will provide a way forward to help future generations of teenagers grow up to become happier, more resilient and compassionate human beings.

What if it were possible to turn back time? Could it be that we all have the power to think ourselves young again? That's the extraordinary claim of an experiment first conducted 30 years ago which the BBC is now re‑staging.

Six well loved celebrities in their 70s and 80s ‑ Liz Smith, Lionel Blair, Dickie Bird, Sylvia Syms, Derek Jameson and Kenneth Kendall ‑ have agreed to spend one week living as though it were their heyday, 1975, to see if re‑living your youth can make you young again.

Their country retreat has been lovingly restored to be an authentic 1970s home, but it's not just the house that's had a '70s makeover. The celebrities will be wearing the clothes of the 1970s, they'll be cooking the favourite dishes of the time and their pastimes will include 70s TV, 70s video games and favourite LPs from the decade. Overseeing the experiment will be the BBC's man of science, Dr Michael Mosley, and Harvard Professor Ellen Langer, who conducted the original experiment.

In episode three, each of the celebrity volunteers must come face to face with the lives they led in their heyday and take back control of their lives. For Lionel, the most resistant to the experiment, a trip to the London Palladium ends in tears, Kenneth is reacquainted with his beloved dogs while Liz has a read through of one of her old sit‑com scripts.

On Trial: DNA... DNA

DNA evidence has become one of the most potent weapons in the armoury of law enforcement. But will DNA evidence convict a young man of robbing and assaulting an elderly taxi driver?  

In 2005 two men hailed a taxi in central Sydney. The driver was Albert Frankland, a 72 year old who had been driving cabs for over 20 years. Not long into the journey, the two passengers demanded Frankland's money. Feeling threatened by their size he handed over all his cash, then the rear‑seat passenger leant over and rifled in Frankland's top pocket for more. Frankland was then punched in the face before the two men stole his cab. It is the sort of crime that sends shivers up every cab driver's spine.

Three years later the case is in the District Court of NSW. Steven Tofala'ao, a 22‑year‑old labourer from western Sydney, sits in the dock facing four charges including robbery, assault and theft. If he is found guilty, Tofala'ao could face 20 years behind bars. But there is only one piece of evidence in the case against him ‑ a sample of DNA taken from Tofala'ao during an un‑related police investigation.  

Crown Prosecutor Mervyn Grogan describes the case against Tofala'ao as 'strong'. Tofala'ao doesn't deny the DNA is his, but he claims that he wasn't even at the scene of the crime. 

Suburban solicitor and advocate Theo Voros is representing Tofala'ao and takes the presumption of innocence very seriously. His job as he puts it is to "walk in his shoes, to fight for him."

When the Defence begins to explain a hypothesis for the existence of the DNA, Grogan becomes a little exasperated. The Defence claims that Tofala’ao’s DNA was planted or tampered with by police to gain a conviction. The Defence and Prosecution both call their own DNA experts.

In summing up, the Defence and Prosecution seek to win the hearts and minds of the jury. Theo Voros says the case is shaky enough to acquit Tofala’ao. Merv Grogan for the Crown thinks otherwise.

Baker Boys: Inside The Surge

The final episode of this intimate series looks inside Baker Company, an elite group of Army soldiers who survived an extended tour in Iraq, only to return home and discover that the battle they left in Iraq has been replaced by a war within.

Filmed over three months in 2008 by veteran combat photographer Jon Steele Baker Boys is a close‑up and honest depiction of what the war looks like from the ground.

As the Baker Boys' three‑month deployment unfolds, viewers get a gripping look into the everyday lives of U.S. soldiers on the front.

The documentary features first‑person, real‑time storytelling as the soldiers of Baker Company negotiate new alliances with local Iraqi militias, pay off tribal sheiks for their cooperation, and deal with the fear and uncertainty of being thrust into the middle of counter‑insurgency warfare, where money and trust are their most effective weapons.

This is a deep penetrating look into the lives of soldiers which exposes raw personal emotions and the honest physical experiences of combat soldiers operating in Iraq.

Tonight, the Baker Boys head home with the satisfaction of having survived 90 days in an Al Qaeda-dominated zone without sustaining a single casualty.  

However, as they return home to their friends and loved ones many find that the battle they left in Iraq has been replaced by a war within.

Time Team: Piercebridge

Tony Robinson and the team get their feet wet as they examine a stretch of the River Tees where local divers have found over 2000 high quality Roman artefacts. The fact that the river flows past one of the most impressive Roman forts in northern Britain just adds to the mystery. 

Over three days the archaeologists cast their net far and wide as they investigate the buildings, roads and structures around this strategic crossing but the really big challenge is working out what was going on in the middle of the river where most of the finds came from. And that means a variety of Time Team's finest squeezing into wetsuits and braving the fast flowing River Tees.
Initial suspicions that many of the coins and jewellery were thrown from a bridge are confounded when the team realise there are possibly three different Roman bridges that spanned the river at different times. 

After a hectic, and at times fraught, investigation the team begin to build up a picture of a vibrant and busy crossing on the way to Hadrian's Wall and even uncover evidence of a prehistoric bridge across the Tees.

The New Inventors

Hosted by James O'Loghlin, The New Inventors is having a night at home, presenting great inventions to make our domestic lives better and brighter. Deciding the winner of these three inventions are agricultural scientist Chris Russell, materials engineer Veena Sahajwalla, and journalist and author Juanita Phillips. Inventions featured on the program: 

SOLID INFINITY SYSTEM ‑ by inventors Trevor and Nicolle Drake from NSW

Trevor and Nicolle Drake have been married since 1983 and run an interior design business together. Ten years ago they bought their young son his first surfboard. The new hobby rapidly became a passion and the number of surfboards grew, creating a significant storage issue. Trevor and Nicolle knew they had the expertise to solve the problem, so they designed a set of wall‑mounted racks that could store multiple surfboards. Since then the design has undergone 70 evolutions to become the Solid Infinity System.

Solid Infinity System is an internal wall cladding that allows things to be mounted on your wall. A section of perforated light‑weight polymer sheet is screwed to the existing wall or ceiling structure. The sheet spreads the load so that no reinforcement is needed behind the existing wall. The system can be installed by anyone and is weight tested to 200 kilograms. 

CLOTHESLINE COVER ‑ by inventors Amber Holmes and James Turner from NSW

We've all had that moment. You're out enjoying the day, when it starts pouring with rain and you realise you've left a load of washing on the line. It's a problem that has plagued us all for generations, but it took four students from Toormina High School near Coffs Harbour to find a solution, and they've just been awarded for their efforts by winning the Young Inventors Solar Challenge.

The Clothesline Cover uses a folding clothes‑line attached to the wall of your house. If it starts to rain a moisture detector activates a roll out awning which covers the clothes line so that your washing doesn't get wet. The motor of the awning is powered by batteries which are charged by a solar panel, so the young students are keeping your clothes dry while keeping the planet cool. 

JOEYCAN ‑ by inventors Denis and Lyndon Treacy from VIC

Many showers run cold water for a long time before they finally start heating up, and in a country as drought-prone as Australia it’s water we cannot afford to waste. A bucket is an ugly and inefficient solution, and Denis wanted to solve the problem properly, so he teamed up with his son Lyndon, an industrial designer now based in New York, and together they invented the Joeycan.

The Joeycan is a combination of a bucket and watering can. In the shower it lies flat, with a strategically placed hole near the top, and front ridges that reduce water bounce-off. When full, the container is turned upright, where a spout along the side allows the device to be used as a watering can for the garden. Its volume of 6 litres gives it a maximum weight of 6 kilograms, making it lighter and therefore safer for people of all ages to use it.
