At the Justice Department, Bobby decides to put additional indictments of Sam Giancana on hold, compromising his principles. In the South, civil rights demonstrators are protesting. JFK calls a meeting with the Southern Caucus of the Senate, who state their opposition to desegregation. 

Then, Joe Snr. suffers a stroke from which he may never fully recover. When Joe is sent home, Rose tries to care for him, but he only responds to Michelle, his secretary (and former lover). 

Rose is losing her patience with Michelle's presence. Flashback to 1936 ‑ after a violent episode, Joe insists on sending their daughter Rosemary, who has a mental disability to a convent where she can be adequately cared for. But the out‑of‑control Rosemary continually escapes. 

During a classical concert in the East Room, Jack tells Jackie he's needed in the Oval Office. Instead, he heads to the White House theater for a tryst with Mary Meyer, his on‑again, off‑again lover. Jackie finds out. Furious and humiliated, Jackie leaves with the children. With his marriage in shambles, Jack has to also deal with an impending crisis in the Caribbean. The Soviet Union has placed nuclear missiles on the island of Cuba. Tensions are high, and Jack is being pressured to attack Cuba with the purpose of removing the missiles. 

Meanwhile, Bobby's wife Ethel convinces Jackie to return and support her husband during this crucial time. Tension regarding the Missile Crisis escalates further when the Soviets shoot down an American U‑2 surveillance plane over Cuba, killing the pilot, but Jack resists the temptation to retaliate. And he decides to respond to Khrushchev's initial, conciliatory message. As the world waits…

Jack tells Jackie to take the children to the safety of a bomb shelter in the Maryland Mountains in case the Soviets attack. But Jackie refuses to leave. If the end is coming, she says, she wants to share it with him.

On Trial: Where The Truth Lies

In the criminal trial of Jason Courtney it's the last chance for the defence team to cast doubt in the minds of the jury and keep their client out of prison. Accused of holding a pistol to a man's head and threatening to shoot him, Jason Courtney could face 14 years in jail if found guilty on three separate charges. With closing addresses about to begin, the last battle between the two legal teams is being waged.

Defence barrister Peter Lavac launches into an eight‑hour speech that attempts to bring all the evidence together and create serious doubt in the minds of the jury. "The prosecution's case is like a ship," says Lavac in theatrical style. "From the waterline up it looks impressive. But I will show you how this ship cannot possible remain afloat."

Lavac outlines what he argues are key holes in the prosecution case. Then, half‑way through the defence closing address there is suddenly a major problem with Courtney's appearance. When one juror makes an inappropriate remark, the defence team argue that the jury should now be dismissed, having formed a negative view of their client over an incident irrelevant to the case itself. The application is dismissed and the trial continues.

After 13 days of evidence Judge Marien gives final directions to the jury. They have "a grave and important public duty". At stake is a man's liberty and a possible 14‑year jail sentence.  As the jury retires and the legal teams wait in chambers no‑one is prepared for the dramatic turn of events that transpire before a verdict is finally handed down.

Defence barrister Peter Lavac believes the jury has split into two camps. After seeking directions from the judge on the meaning of 'reasonable doubt’ and being directed to make a majority decision, the jury finally returns. After scores of days in court and tens of thousands of dollars in legal fees, the legal process finally arrives at a result. Justice is served. Or is it?

The Baker Boys: Inside The Surge

In 2008, veteran war cameraman, Jon Steele, picked up his camera and headed back to the 'big sandbox'. 

He met up with Baker Company of the 1/15 United States infantry and made a deal with them. He'd be willing to die with them, if they'd be willing to talk to him. 

In February of 2008 Baker Company's tour is extended by another three months so they can build a combat outpost in a notoriously dangerous Al Qaeda stronghold. 

This is a new kind of fight, though ‑‑ a counter insurgency, in which the objective is to create peace rather than wage war. It is a mission that doesn't sit well among the rank and file soldiers of Baker Company, as they must reinvent their relationship with the local Sunni villagers against whom they've been fighting.

Approximately 90 days from going home Baker Company is given the order that they will be assuming a new position and given an 'opportunity' to move south and start a new combat outpost. The challenges include moving out of an area that they've worked in for eight‑to‑ten months to move to an entirely different area which is not as secure as the one that they've been living in.

In this area, 15 miles south of Baghdad, the Baker Boys were the spearhead of the counter-insurgency surge. Their mission was to move deep into the badlands, build a combat outpost and turn the local Iraqis from enemy to friend. With orders like that, and only 90 days from going home, no one in Baker Company was taking a minute of this mission for granted.

The New Inventors

Hosted by James O'Loghlin, The New Inventors is rolling with the best wheel‑related inventions on the block, from the wild imaginations of inventors across the country. Deciding the winner of these three inventions are: engineer James Bradfield Moody, materials engineer Veena Sahajwalla, and cartoonist Warren Brown.

Inventions featured on the program: 

TONY'S WATER WHEEL ‑ by inventor Tony Studdert from NSW

Most tank and guttering filter systems use a mesh to prevent leaf litter from getting into the system, but they usually need a lot of cleaning. Tony had a mesh filter on his tank but the leaves would sit on the mesh and build up until finally they blocked it completely. Finally he invented his Water Wheel.

Tony's Water Wheel is a water‑powered wheel that brushes leaves out with its paddles. Downpipes feed the water into the top of the housing and onto the back of the wheel. Water pressure does all the work, causing the brushes to push leaves out the bottom, while clean water falls through the mesh and into the tank. According to Tony, during a particularly heavy downpour the wheel was going so fast it was flinging leaves 6 feet out in front of the pipe!

CRUZBIKE ‑ by inventor John Tolhurst from WA

Recumbent bikes are faster and more comfortable than regular bikes, but they're not so good uphill as you can't put your body weight on the pedals. They're also very low to the ground, and it's a brave person indeed who is willing to ride the roads at the height of a truck wheel. 

John needed a bicycle to take his son to day care, but he didn't want to do it on a regular bike. Still, he wasn't happy with a regular recumbent either, so he built a front wheel drive bicycle from scrap parts. Cruzbike is a recumbent bike with a front wheel drive system that replicates the rear wheel drive system of a regular bike to retain the same efficiencies. It's also higher off the ground than most recumbents so you are less likely to have a run‑in with that aforementioned truck.

LOCUST MUNCHER ‑ by inventor Terry Bediavas from SA

Locust plagues cost farmers and the government millions of dollars. The only way of controlling them is spraying chemicals on a vast scale, but this is expensive and dangerous for people’s health and the environment.

Terry is a farmer who has suffered the wrath of locusts. He’d always had a fascination with jet engines and was thinking how nice it would be to suck up and destroy the locusts in a 747 engine. So he decided to build one and strap it to his ute! The Locust Muncher controls locusts prior to them taking wing and thus reduces or eliminates the use of chemicals and spraying. It works like a giant vacuum cleaner that sucks up and squashes the locusts.

Deep Sea Mining

Most volcanic activity happens not on land, but kilometres underwater in the deep ocean. Geological research has revealed that underwater volcanoes or hydrothermal vents are rich in metals like copper, zinc, silver and gold at concentrations that make them commercially attractive to miners. But, they are also colonised by exotic life‑forms and scientists believe the vents may have been the location where life originated. Mark Horstman investigates a mine that is set to commence operations in the deep waters off Papua New Guinea.

Voyage of the Malaspina

Two Spanish Navy vessels, the Hesperides and Sarmiento de Gamboa are circumnavigating the world with 250 scientists and researchers, sailing to assess the effects of climate change on the oceans of the world and exploring the biodiversity of the deep oceans. The voyage is to honour the Alexandro Malaspina, which more than 2oo years ago took a 5-year voyage of scientific significance. Graham Phillips recently joined the crew and scientists aboard the Hesperides on its leg between Sydney and Auckland.

Rebreathers

In 1943, French diving legend, Jacques Cousteau first gave us the key to experiencing the magic of our underwater world with his amazing aqua lung. Since then, our ability to breathe underwater has come a long way thanks to huge advances in mixed gas diving and rebreather technology. Jonica Newby takes the plunge with the Navy to discover how key ‘game changers’ in the field of rebreathers have not only enabled divers to undertake delicate military operations without detection but are now also benefitting recreational divers in surprising ways.

Deep Sea Diners

Researchers have sent bait and an infrared camera to the depths of the ocean to study how deep sea diners find their dinner in the darkness. A rarely observed six gill shark is recorded for the first time at such a depth and a jumbo Humboldt Squid attacks the free meal with relish.

The Mariana Trench

The Challenger Deep is the deepest part of the deepest known ocean trench, the Mariana Trench which is two kilometres deeper than Everest is high. The only humans ever to have reached the bottom of the world were Jacques Piccard and Don Walsh in the deep diving vessel the Trieste, way back in 1960. 50 years on and no-one has dared to emulate their heroic feat.
