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In a new series of Agatha Christie’s Poirot, Lieutenant Colin Race (Tom Burke) is investigating the death of two Navy personnel when a distraught Sheila Webb (Jaime Winstone) runs out of 19 Wilbraham Crescent and into his arms. Poirot (David Suchet) arrives in Dover to help Colin determine if Sheila is responsible for the murder of the middle-aged man found stabbed on the sitting room floor.
Sheila claims not to know the murdered man or the blind woman who owns the house, Miss Pebmarsh (Anna Massey). Miss Pebmarsh was not at home when the murdered corpse was found and denies having requested the secretarial services of Sheila by telephone earlier that day.

Poirot observes the mounting complications to the case – the four clocks frozen at the time of thirteen minutes past four in the room where the body was found, an unidentified murder victim and a host of neighbours who don’t seem to have seen anything.

Colin is determined to find a connection between the recent death of his fiancée and a German mole from within the Navy, but in his state of grief he becomes increasingly involved with Sheila Webb. A wall of evidence begins to build against Sheila and the clock ticks for Poirot when another innocent victim is found brutally murdered.

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The Mission, is a four-part documentary series by the team who produced the extremely popular series The Abbey for Compass. The Mission is the story of missionaries in reverse, as three young Nigerian Catholic priests, who haven’t volunteered, who have never left Africa before, are sent to save Tasmania’s struggling Church. But can they fulfil The Mission?
The series follows the young missionary priests as they travel from Equatorial Africa, Nigeria to Australia’s island State, Tasmania. 

In episode two, it’s now well into the fourth month of The Mission and the Nigerian priests are all struggling with the demands of Australian life, homesickness, and confronting the reality of a Church in decline. And not everyone is getting along, so with new housemates to contend with life isn’t getting any easier. 

On Tasmania’s northwest coast a new parish priest has arrived, with his little white dogs. Fr John is now working with Fr Felix but even the helpful influence of the Filipino housekeeper’s cooking classes, along with regular language lessons, isn’t smoothing out the difficulties. 

In Hobart Fr Christopher is lucky to have found a place in the Cathedral choir as Fr Brian is finding it very hard to let go of his workload in the parish. 

While in Launceston Fr Kene has discovered the local tennis club, as well as travelling to parishes without priests all along the east coast of the State. As a rural church closes its doors after 107 years of baptisms, weddings, funerals and worship, it’s a profound shock for the missionaries. The impact of a church closing produces an unexpected revelation from one missionary priest. But for the local Fathers there’s resistance on all sides!

This compelling documentary tracks the physical and personal journey of Stewart and four of ADT’s dynamic and unique dancers. The world they live in can at times be both exhausting and exhilarating. These performers are not average dancers. Tough, determined and passionate, they put their bodies on the line. 

“What makes an ADT dancer an ADT dancer is that we’re all very hungry to learn. As a dancer you have to be hardened, because it’s not easy and it’s not for the timid.” Troy Honeysett, ADT dancer.

When Poh first met Neil she was a little star-struck and blurted out that she had a dish she was dying to show him - an old family favourite called steamed taro cake - now is the time to finally make it. Neil is also a fan of taro and uses taro flour to make a crust for his duck, which is steamed twice and deep-fried. 

On her recent trip to Tasmania, Poh encountered something rare and special growing in the veggie patch of a seemingly ordinary suburban family home - the wasabi plant. Ever inventive, she decides to try flavouring ice cream with it. Neil is uncertain but he finds it surprisingly easy to love and has to go back for more.

Thursday, 10 June 2010
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Historian Simon Schama explores the ways in which faith has shaped American political life. His starting point is a remarkable fact about the coming election - for the first time in a generation it’s the Democrats who claim to be the party of God. It’s Barack Obama, not John McCain, who has been talking about his faith.
The British have long regarded American religion as largely a conservative force, yet Schama shows how, throughout American history, it has played a crucial role in the fight for freedom. Faith helped create America. It was the search for religious freedom that led thousands to make the dangerous journey to the colonies in the 1600s. After American independence, that religious freedom was enshrined in the Constitution, the first country in the world to do so.

Schama also looks at the remarkable role the ‘Black Church’ has played, first in the liberation of the slaves in the 1800s, and again in the civil rights movement of the 1960s – neither would have happened without it. It’s this very church that has been the inspiration for Barack Obama, who traces the roots of his political inspiration to his faith.

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We meet the Picnic Queen, Debbie Dole, who happily describes life as “one big picnic”! She is a member of the Macedon Ranges Car Club, and when her husband imported a Ford Zephyr from England it arrived with a fitted, unused picnic set. Bingo, her collecting passion was awakened. Now she arrives at regular car club meetings with multiple sets, all stocked up, and as the men talk cars and stick their heads under bonnets, the girls picnic all day.
We then sit back and enjoy one of TV’s most loved characters, Mr Squiggle, the puppet man from the moon with a big black pencil for a nose. As his maker Norman Hetherington observes, he went to air in July 1959 for a trial season of six weeks only, which then continued for almost six decades! Norman, a gifted cartoonist and self-taught puppet-maker, didn’t think it would work, but the combination of a solid, heavy head, a soft, thick pencil and Norman’s combination of clever drawing and deft puppeteering meant the show was an instant hit. Now retired, Norman shares Squiggle, Blackboard and many of his 400 puppets with us.

Kevin Dixon brings his Rin Tin Tin collection into the studio, taking us back to 1954. The plucky German shepherd Rin TinTin was the first famous screen action pet. Kevin’s collection of books, magazines, original scripts, cereal-box souvenirs and studio art work mostly comes from a New York children’s book museum, which put the material on the market to make room for other collections. Kevin bought just about the lot.

Claudia takes us to the White Rabbit Gallery in Sydney, a privately owned public space whose owners are collectors of modern Chinese art and sculpture. The stainless steel wire motorcycle is astonishing.

Set in and around the fictional advertising agency BND Worldwide, we follow Martin Manning, (Joel Tobeck) BND’s egomaniacal Creative Director as he stokes the often ridiculous, true-to-life drama that arises from the conflicting interests of an advertising agency and its demanding clients. 

But Martin is fighting demons of his own. Approaching fifty, and running out steam, he finds himself haunted by past creations and confronted by the sterility of his own life. He is a man going sane in an insane world.

From Beijing to Buenos Aires and now Brisbane’s Powerhouse Museum, Pecha Kucha nights are forums for design talent. Beginning in Tokyo in 2003, this renowned design presentation format (20 slides, 20 seconds per slide) was pioneered by Klein Dytham Architecture. Pecha Kucha provides a relaxed forum for designers to present and showcase their work, skills and ideas.

Art Nation also features Culinaria - The Distance of the Sun, a series of paintings culminating in a lavish book by John Olsen. Inspired by his love of Spain and of Spanish food, Olsen became fascinated with the vibrancy of ingredients such as onions, tomatoes and golden olive oil when melded together. In his words “it was alchemy. These sensations, visions have never left me.’’ The result is a series of beautiful artworks, celebrated at a sumptuous lunch attended by Rick Stein and Jamie Oliver, who were recently in Australia. 

To close this week’s program, Pugsley Buzzard a self-described “grizzly bear in a pork-pie hat rummaging through a piano’’ performs New Orleans inspired music in the Art Nation studio.

The New Inventors

Hosted by James O’Loghlin, The New Inventors showcases the best new Australian inventions, from the innovative to the inspirational, the weird and the wonderful. Deciding the winner of these three inventions are: agricultural scientist Chris Russell, science broadcaster Bernie Hobbs, and surgeon and inventor Professor Fiona Wood. Inventions featured on the program: 

FIBER DIFFRACTION DIAGNOSIS – by inventor Veronica James from VIC

We've come a long way in the treatments available for people with cancer, but early diagnosis is crucial to people's chances of survival. Until now there have been no reliable non-invasive diagnostic tests for some of the most common and aggressive forms of cancer. Professor Veronica James stumbled upon a massive discovery almost by accident, when she noticed certain patterns in people's hair can reveal the presence of a number of diseases, including cancer and Alzheimer's Disease.

Fiber Diffraction Diagnosis is a method to detect cancer using x-rays of nail clippings or skin. The invention can reliably reveal the presence of many serious diseases, including prostate, breast and colon cancer, melanoma, Alzheimer’s Disease and insulin dependence. Early diagnosis of these diseases can be the difference between life and death, and the creation of a non-invasive test that is accurate and can be easily undertaken, has the potential to save countless lives.

OUTBOARD ADJUSTABLE SETBACK – by inventor Luke Wakeham from QLD

Nobody wants a slow speedboat. People who are out to make their boat go faster try to adjust the distance of their engine from the boat. But most engines are in a fixed position, with no way to quickly adjust them while out on the water. Inventor Luke Wakeham is a former Australian ski racing champion, but in 2003 he was paralysed from the waist down. Since his accident he has maintained his connection to the sport by driving the boats, inspiring him to discover ways to improve speedboat handling and efficiency.

The Outboard Adjustable Setback gives you the power to alter the speed and handling of an outboard motor boat while it is on the water. The invention allows you to adjust the distance between the outboard motor and the boat. The weight of the outboard motor creates leverage, adjusting the centre of gravity of the boat to suit all water conditions.

BACK LIBERATOR – by inventor Marcus Rawlings from VIC

At any one time approximately 5 million Australians have back pain. And it’s very unlikely you’ll escape it. Studies have shown that 60-80% of Australians suffer lower back pain in their lifetime, costing the Australian economy eight billion dollars a year.  Treatments to alleviate the pain are costly, inconvenient, and sometimes ineffective.

The Back Liberator uses lumbar traction to relieve lower back pain. The device is easy, effective, portable, and can be used on most types of chairs in a patient’s home or office.

Catalyst

Burning Down the House
More than 80 percent of houses lost to bushfires are built within a hundred metres of bushland. Australia wide, more than half a million houses are built within this distance. Living close to nature has its obvious appeal, but as bushfires are set to increase in frequency and severity, the risk of homes being lost to fire grows greater each year. Much research has been conducted in the search for fire-resistant materials and and designing fire-resistant houses. But, burning and analysing building materials in the lab, or sifting through the ashes after a bushfire has done its work, can only reveal so much. Far more can be learned by collecting data as a house is actually burning. Mark Horstman travels to the NSW south coast where for the first time, a unique science lab sets out to replicate a bushfire’s attack on a house.

Rectangular Stadium
The most recent addition to Melbourne’s football stadia is made for games played on rectangular pitches such as soccer and rugby – sacrilege in the city known as the home of Aussie Rules. But the remarkable thing is the stadium’s geodesic structure.  The beauty and elegance of the geometry is underpinned by the effective distribution of forces, which allows the structure to be both lightweight and self-supporting. Graham Phillips takes a bird’s eye view of the stadium during the critical stage of removing the temporary supports.

Quoll School
There are four species of Australian Quoll, two of them are listed by the International Union for the Conservation of Nature, IUCN, as either critical, or vulnerable to extinction. The Northern Quoll’s preference for Bufo marinus, the Cane Toad, isn’t helping its chances of survival. In order to wean them off this deadly diet, a research team at Sydney University has started a Quoll school. On the menu are enough cane toad sausages to turn them off toads forever. 

Cheatin’ Chickens
Human affairs of the heart can be complicated, but scientists from the Macquarie University Animal Behaviour Lab are now discovering that the humble chook has a complex love life too. Gift giving, illicit affairs, and sneaky deceptions are all part of their world. The flap of skin below a rooster’s beak is more than mere adornment - hens are attracted by the wobble of a cockerel’s wattle. And, the hens are not beyond playing favourites by choosing to mate with the best provider. Jonica Newby braves the chicken run to bring you the ‘Catalyst Guide to Picking Up…Chicks’.
