Desperate Romantics
Sunday, 14 March 2010
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As colleagues Hunt (Rafe Spall) and Rossetti (Aidan Turner) watch on in envy, John Millais (Samuel Barnett), the youngest and most talented member of the Pre-Raphaelite Brotherhood, delights in having landed the influential John Ruskin (Tom Hollander) as his new patron. It is not long, however, before Millais realises that Ruskin’s patronage comes at a price.
Ruskin insists on Millais painting his beautiful, young wife Effie (Zoe Tapper). But it’s plain that she is unhappy and before long she tells Millais why: after five years of marriage, she is still a virgin, and he is just another in a long line of men Ruskin has attempted to lay in her path, in order put a stop to her raising the issue of sex.

Millais is crestfallen and resolves to walk away from Ruskin and to leave the whole situation behind. But there is one, significant problem with this plan: he is in love with Effie…

Meanwhile, while Hunt is far away in the Holy Land, he asks Fred (Sam Crane) to look after Annie (Jennie Jacques), but Annie proves too hot to handle and, before Fred knows what’s happened, she’s seduced him. Hunt returns none the wiser, and is so taken with Annie’s improved deportment and education under Fred’s care, that he asks her to marry him.

Meanwhile, Rossetti receives a visit from Ruskin who, with Millais no longer on his books, is looking for a new protégé. Rossetti is so excited by the prospect of Ruskin’s patronage that he finally pops the question to Lizzie (Amy Manson), who is as delighted with his marriage proposal as Annie is with Hunt’s.

However, in spite of newly-wed Millais’ smug insistence that in married life lies true happiness, both Hunt and Rossetti begin to waver at the prospect of what lies ahead. Could it be that Hunt prefers the idea of Annie-the-whore to that of Annie-the-wife? 

And is Rossetti capable of taking on responsibility and a conventional role in life? Fred watches on as his friends start to panic, but can he hold his own nerve and keep secret from his friend Hunt (aka ‘Maniac’) his affair with Annie?

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200,000 years ago a new species was born – us. The first men and women led a fragile existence in a dangerous world. So how did they flourish and go on to colonise first the African continent, and then the rest of the world?
In five episodes this fascinating series traces the routes of the epic journeys our ancestors made to conquer the globe. Using the latest genetic and archaeological evidence this series follows in the footsteps of our ancestors to find out. 

The second episode untangles the puzzle of how our ancient ancestors made it as far as Australia from Africa, a journey that involved at least one sea crossing.

Fire Talker: The Life And Times Of Charlie Perkins
Thursday, 18 March 2010
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Fire Talker traces the life of Charlie Perkins from his humble beginnings to becoming one of the most influential Indigenous figures in Australia’s history. 
He was born in Alice Springs, but was educated at St Francis House, a school established in Adelaide for Aboriginal boys. A fitter and turner by trade, his gifts as a soccer player saw him play professionally for the English club, Everton, and then with the Adelaide Croatian and the Sydney Pan-Hellenic Clubs.

The first Aboriginal Australian to graduate from university, where he created the Student Action Group for Aborigines, Perkins led the famous Freedom Rides of Northern NSW in 1965. Overnight he became a young Indigenous spokesman.

In 1965 he became the manager of the Foundation for Aboriginal Affairs. In 1969 he moved to Canberra to the Office of Aboriginal Affairs, and in 1984 was made Secretary of the Department of Aboriginal Affairs. His work brought about many advances for Aboriginal people, but also attracted a great deal of criticism, culminating in his eventual sacking by the Hawke Government in 1988. 

In his post-public service life Perkins played key roles on the boards of Aboriginal arts, sport and media organisations, and was a member of the Aboriginal and Torres Straits Islander Commission (ATSIC) and of the Arrente Council of Central Australia. Although he did not return to government administration, he continued to be one of Australia’s most controversial Indigenous leaders. 

In 1972, Perkins received a kidney transplant, and became Australia’s longest living kidney recipient. It finally claimed his life in 2000 and he was honoured with a state funeral.

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In the final part of this British thriller, 21-year-old Ben Coulter (Ben Whishaw) continues his fight for justice and freedom.
Ben’s new barrister, Alison Slaughter (Lindsay Duncan), hits on a defence which, if it works, will see Ben set free. Slaughter enlists Ben’s solicitor, Ralph Stone (Con O’Neill), to dig up evidence to support their argument. Once more it will require Ben to lie about the fatal night’s events.

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Caroline Quentin reprises her lead role as DCI Janine Lewis, a single mother of four children who juggles the demands of family life with her high-profile job as chief detective in a new series of Blue Murder. 
In episode two, Desperate Measures, the murder of Don Halliwell, a respected GP nearing retirement, in a shooting on the doorstep of his surgery shocks the local community. At first it looks as if it might be a case of mistaken identity - another doctor in the surgery is wanted by a loan shark - but Janine has concerns that it might be the work of one of Halliwell’s patients with a grudge.

This seems to be confirmed when Detective Butchers unearths some of Halliwell’s disgruntled patients. One is the highly-publicised grieving mother of a young heroin addict who died of an overdose - she believes Dr Halliwell mishandled her daughter’s weaning onto morphine. Or what about Roy Gant, whose wife and son had both died under Halliwell’s care? Then there is the fact that Halliwell was sleeping with his nurse, and his wife knew about it. His grieving wife also becomes a suspect.

Meanwhile, on the home front, Janine is dealing with the arrival of her ex-husband’s baby with his new wife (the nanny he ran off with) and is juggling her children’s mixed reactions with her own. The realisation Pete has two families has hit harder than she’d expected. She wants to protect the children from feeling they now have to share their father, but the strain of managing both a stressful work life and a stressful home life is finally showing.

The New Inventors

Hosted by James O’Loghlin, The New Inventors brings you the best in new Australian inventions. From exciting innovations to eccentric designs, inventors across the country are working to improve the way we live. Deciding the winner of these three inventions are: futurist and author Mark Pesce, science broadcaster Bernie Hobbs, and inventor and journalist Christine Kininmonth. Inventions featured on the program: 

RINO BLADE – by inventor Hayley Wilson from NSW. Motocross is a high performance all-terrain motorcycle sport. But it is dirty business. Many Motocross tracks are artificially made by depositing mounds of dirt in open areas and forming them to make a circuit with planned obstacles and jumps. As the rider jumps and flies across the mountainous track, they get covered in mud, and more importantly their motorbike does too. Every nook and cranny of the bike becomes infiltrated with up to 30kg of thick, caking mud, weighing the bike down and making it slower. The rider has to ditch the excess mud quickly if they want to get back up to speed, because there’s no fame and glory in Motocross for coming last. 
At just 17 years of age, Hayley Wilson has become an inventor for extreme sports. Her father and brother both ride Motocross full time so she’s been exposed to the sport all her life. They would constantly complain about the difficultly of removing mud from their bikes, and her mum was not especially keen on the chronic desecration of her kitchen spatulas either. The Rino Blade is a custom designed tool to remove mud from a motorbike. It has a flexible blade at one end and a hard serrated tip at the other, enabling it to remove all types of mud, thick, thin, wet or dry, from every contour and corner of a motorbike between and after races. 
INTELLIGYM – by inventor Andrew Oudyn from QLD. It always starts with the best of intentions, “I’m going to join a gym and get fit!” But it’s rarely long before those lofty ambitions fall by the wayside. Part of the problem is the absence of feedback about what those 50 bench presses are actually doing for our bodies. Intelligym connects to pin load weight machines and uses sensors to give you accurate information about the exercise you are doing and how many calories you are burning as a result. At the end of the session, the data from your workout is logged in a central database so that you can see how you are improving over the weeks and months.
EZI SHELF – by inventor Philip Hills from NSW. It can be impossible to find cheap mass produced shelves that fit exactly within your own space, but customised shelfing is expensive and will be the wrong shape and size if you move home. Ezi-Shelf is a unique shelving system that is easily configurable to different dimensions, both vertically and horizontally. The system is totally collapsible and can be erected by anyone in a matter of minutes.

False Memories

How much do you trust your own memories? This story could lead you to at least question them.
A recent trial in the U.S. Supreme Court has re-ignited the contentious debate about the veracity of recovered memory. Convicted of serially raping a young boy, defrocked priest Paul Shanley, is serving a minimum of 8 years in gaol. The case for the prosecution relied heavily on the testimony of the accuser, now a 27-year-old firefighter, who claimed Shanley repeatedly molested him over six years – between the ages of six and twelve. The victim said his repressed memories of the abuse came flooding back three years ago as the scandal unfolded. But, more than a hundred memory experts signed a brief, presented during a subsequent appeal, that questioned the reliability of recovered repressed memory and therefore the veracity of the evidence.
Jonica Newby is led to question her own memories when she travels to Boston to investigate this complex tale, and meets a professor who demonstrates how easy it is to implant a false memory.

Thousands of Australians feel trapped in their own bodies. For paraplegics, and even more so for quadriplegics, even the simplest of tasks in their daily routines can present a formidable challenge. But, what if they could harness their thoughts to propel them through their day? Paul Willis gets wired up for the ride of his life as he test drives the latest in hands free wheelchair technology.

We often see depictions of our planets that make our little slice of the universe look like a cosy community of neat celestial bodies. Well, see how Bernie Hobbs puts things into perspective when she scales down our solar system to fit into a footy field.
Animal Action – Bombina Frog

Frogs are extremely susceptible to human activities, many species are on the endangered list. But a Korean naturalist has captured amazing images of one species living in North East Asia that is bucking the trend. No bigger than a human thumb, the diminutive Bombina Orientalis, has some aggressive survival tactics to warn off predators and is adapting well to manmade environmental changes.
