	STOMACH takes a look into the life of 26-year-old Melbourne sideshow artist and sword swallower Aerial Manx, exploring how he is pushing the art form to its absolute limits.
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Up until now, movement whilst swallowing a sword has been considered nigh on impossible. Aerial has succeeded in becoming the only person to perform a sword swallow handstand, cart wheel, aerial walk over and back-flip. He risks his life on a daily basis to chase records and experience something no other human ever has; ‘pure creation’ as he puts it.
In 2011 he pushed the boundaries to breaking point (literally) when a swallowed neon tube broke inside him. Following this event Aerial started to re-evaluate his need to push himself to the limits and to consider who/what is important in his life.
STOMACH follows Aerial as he prepares to break the world record for the most weight hung off a swallowed sword, a record that stands at 26 kilos. His personal journey weaves through this narrative thread as we dig beneath his 'performer's façade' and get an intimate glimpse into his world and his relationship with his fiancée, Alyssa.
Reflecting on the complex relationship we have with our body, mind and identity, STOMACH reveals Aerial's internal conflict between wanting to express himself as an artist and the need to adhere to the 'entertainment' formula to survive as a freelance performer. 	A 6'7" Aussie who lives in a one-room tin shed in the outback and spends his life saving orphaned baby joeys has become the toast of Britain...Since the program aired on the BBC, Brolga's been inundated with donations.
Since childhood, Brolga has been infatuated with kangaroos, turning his love of the TV classic, 'Skippy', into an extraordinary way of life: rescuing and raising hundreds of orphan joeys for release back to the wild.
The close and heart-warming bond Brolga forms with his babies and the mob of wild kangaroos that live with him in his sanctuary, offers a rare and captivating insight into the bizarre biology and fascinating family life of one of Earth's most charismatic and unusual animals.
But can a man really be mother to a marsupial? And can he overcome the daily hazards that threaten him and his mob: wild dog attacks, injury, deadly snakes, searing heat, bush fires, and the dominant alpha male kangaroo Roger, who kills to protect his family?
It's an all-too familiar scene out on the 1,700 mile-long Stuart Highway: a kangaroo lying dead on the baking roadway. We watch as Brolga stoops low over the dead female. He reaches into her pouch and gently lifts out a tiny baby joey; it’s barely breathing, but miraculously, still alive.
