It becomes increasingly clear that DSI Sarah Cavendish (Eva Birthistle - Five Daughters, The State Within) isn't going to see eye-to-eye with Boyd's unorthodox investigative methods.
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Dr. Grace Foley (Sue Johnson) tracks down an oncologist from an extensive list provided by Spencer. When Nicola was first presented, there were no signs of cancer. Julie was unconvinced and demanded more tests, which the doctor refused. Three years later, Julie brought Nicola in again when the child was riddled with cancer. Grace senses that there's something unhinged about Julie.

What is it that defines us?
In the second episode Stephen argues that above all, it's the way we speak. Be it a national language, a regional dialect or even class variation - we interpret and define ourselves through our language.
From markets in Kenya, to call centres in Newcastle, Stephen charts the shifting patterns of lingua franca and the inexorable spread of Globish (global English). As many of the world’s 6000+ languages are threatened with linguicide, Stephen seeks out examples of this rise and fall.
In Ireland he learns how TV soaps are keeping the Irish language alive; whilst in Southern France, Provencal and other languages are struggling to survive after 200 years of suppression by Parisian orthodoxy and the heavy hand of the Academie Francaise.
But even amidst the imminent death of some, other languages like Basque, survive whilst Hebrew in Israel is reborn. Variety is the spice, and in Bradford poet Ian McMillan teaches Stephen the subtle variations of dialect, whilst in Norwich he finds his ultimate sense of identity in the chants of his beloved football team, the Canaries.

Lake Eyre
Tuesday, 20 March 2012
	Over the past few years, ABC News reporter Paul Lockyer mounted four separate filming expeditions to Lake Eyre, often with cameraman John Bean and pilot Gary Ticehurst. 
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They captured extraordinary footage of nature at work on a grand scale, as the desert bloomed and water flowed all the way to the parched mouth of the Murray River in South Australia. Birds flocked to the outback in record numbers and the rivers and lakes were brimming with fish.
Tragically, on the last of those expeditions in August 2011 the ABC helicopter crashed at Lake Eyre, killing Paul, John and Gary. This 90-minute documentary combines the best footage of those expeditions and shows off Lake Eyre in all its many moods. It also contains special tributes to the three men.
Lake Eyre features the footage and commentary from Paul Lockyer that was filmed for the original news documentaries, Lake Eyre - Australia's Outback Wonder produced in 2009, and the follow-up, Return to Lake Eyre - The Deluge, produced in 2010.
This special amended version pulls together the stunning images that captured history in the making, following the floodwaters from north Queensland down the great outback rivers to Lake Eyre and recording the extraordinary transformation of an environment that was desolate and stark, that turned into a flourishing oasis.

	Imagine wearing a leather jacket that was grown in a lab. The artwork Victimless Leather is cultivated in just this way using the tools of biotechnology and a procedure known as Tissue Culture.
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The creators of Victimless Leather, husband and wife team Oron Catts and Ionat Zurr are considered pioneers in the genre of Bioart. Internationally this dynamic couple leaves a wake of critical acclaim and vigorous debate, so it's hard to fathom that in Australia, their home country, they're yet to secure a significant exhibition. 
Tissue follows Catts and Zurr growing their final Victimless Leather jacket. This notorious and highly sought piece brought their Perth organisation, SymbioticA into the global spotlight when another of their jackets grew out of control at New York's Museum of Modern Art. It was subsequently euthanased by MoMA's curator. 
As if looking through a microscope, Tissue peers into SymbioticA in much the same way its subjects investigate their own work. Meet international artists-in-residence, there to develop their own Bioart under the guidance of Zurr and scientific mentors. Brush against dozens of eerie semi-living artworks and engage in the conversation at the core of all SymbioticA art. 
Humorous and playful one moment, provocative and challenging the next, Tissue explores the world of SymbioticA and the space between the living and non-living.
