The Unsolved Crime and Open Case Squad (UCOS) get new information about a fatal fire that swept through a club in 1996. One of the people killed was Mark Johnson, a west London crime figure whose brother Danny now runs his businesses. He and a former gang member Stuart Russell are suspects.

The initial investigation ruled it an accident caused by faulty electrical wiring in the roof space that caught alight and was assisted by accelerants that a painter, Derek Ross, had left there. It's revealed that Ross, now deceased, came into some money not long after the fire. And their informant tells the team that the painter's equipment was actually cleared out weeks before.

The fire investigator who worked on the case, George Mackie, says it could have been deliberately lit, but the police were happy to call it an accident. And DI Patrick Petfield tells Pullman that the enquiry wasn't as rigorous as it could have been because of Johnson being the victim.

Artscape: Mona: Feel the Weird

Internet betting multi-millionaire David Walsh has taken his biggest gamble yet, building a $150million museum to house his huge international art collection on Hobart's Derwent River.

This Artscape documentary MONA: Feel the Weird tracks the eccentric Tasmanian art collector's audacious bid to build Australia's largest private gallery, the Museum of Old and New Art (MONA).

Visual arts commentator and presenter Andrew Frost follows Walsh as he rushes to complete MONA in time for one of the biggest visual art events Australia ‑ let alone Tasmania ‑ has ever seen. Calling it his 'subversive adult Disneyland', Walsh explains, "I can mess with art in a way a public gallery can't... If I had any artistic ability I guess I would paint a picture, but I don't, so I build a gallery."

And it's not just the art that's the drawcard ‑ the museum itself is designed by acclaimed architect Nonda Katsalidis. A mate of Walsh's, Katsalidis has designed an unusual building perched on a peninsula cliff top just down the hill from where Walsh grew up in working class Glenorchy. 

Both men love their brutalist, rusty bunker of a building yet some locals compare it to a retaining wall left over from a disused mine. The fact that no one ‑ least of all Walsh ‑ knows how MONA can possibly pay for itself, let alone make a profit, hasn't stopped Walsh from making entry to the gallery free.  

As Frost concludes, Walsh's paradoxical ideas on art, artists and galleries can do your head in ‑ or you can simply surrender to the contradictions and 'feel the weird'.

Hosted by James O'Loghlin, The New Inventors highlights the latest contemporary creations from the new generation of inventors, innovators and designers.

Inventions featured on the program: 

LEARN 2 SURF STRAP   by inventor Mick Slattery from NSW

Learning to surf is hard, especially for kids. Young kids often give up too soon when each attempt at standing up is quickly followed by a fall right back into the water. Mick has surfed his whole life and wanted to teach his three young kids the sport he loves, but he needed a way to encourage them so they would not give up. 

The Learn 2 Surf Strap enables kids as young as three to safely and successfully stand up on a surfboard and ride the waves to the beach. The strap allows parents to hold their children upright whilst riding with them on the board.

RE LOCATABLE TRUCK TURNTABLE   by inventor Adam Blakiston from VIC

Trucks are not exactly known for their petite stature. Manoeuvring them into tight spots can be a nightmare, and dangerous, especially in areas of high traffic such as construction sites or loading docks. Turntables that eliminate the need for turning circle space exist, but they typically require installation in ground, making them permanent fixtures.

The Re locatable Truck Turntable can be installed in two days and can be entirely relocated to another site when the turntable is no longer needed. The turntable has a capacity of up to 70 tonnes and has a low profile of only 250mm. 

WINDOW WEATHERGUARD   by inventor Andrew Cottle from NSW

In stormy weather we usually have to close our windows so the inside of our homes doesn’t get wet. A little water may not kill you, but wet walls and plaster cost money. Leaving your windows shut will keep the rain out, but then you're left with a stuffy house which is hot, unpleasant, and bad for your health.

Andrew Cottle was involved in a serious car accident in 2001. He was told he’d never walk or talk again and was left with serious brain injuries. After months of rehabilitation and help from specialist surgeons like Dr Charles Theo, Andrew learned to walk and talk normally again, and if that were not enough he then invented the Window Weatherguard, an idea he’d dreamed of before his accident.  The Window Weatherguard is a unique system for sliding windows that keeps rain out while allowing the free flow of energy efficient, toxin free, fresh air into the home.

Corneal Stem Cells

The cornea, the transparent outer layer of the eye, can lose clarity if the stem cells in the outer layer aren't doing their job properly, causing a reduction in or even loss of vision. Chameleons have a deadly weapon hidden in their mouths ‑ a spring loaded tongue. But like all reptiles, its performance suffers in the cold. Researchers from the University of South Florida have filmed the hot and cold tongue action of the chameleon and found that it has a clever strategy to catch its breakfast when it's nippy.

Nothing conveys the excitement and principles of science quite like a good practical demonstration.  Ruben Meerman teams up with Graham Phillips to demonstrate Newton's 1st Law of Motion and the perfect reversibility of Laminar Flow.  

Neptune's Solar Circuit

Neptune has just completed its first orbit of the Sun since it was first observed by astronomers in 1846. It's a planet with one year equivalent to 164.79 Earth years – that must be worth a birthday bash!
