	Language is what defines humans from other species, and with our planet home to around 7,000 different languages, words have played a crucial role in our evolution. Renowned wordsmith and host of this series, Stephen Fry, is the perfect guide for this fascinating exploration of language in all its forms: from cutting edge linguistic research to the glories of world literature. The series travels the globe as Fry takes viewers on a journey through the thousands of years since man first mastered speech to the cyber world of today with its HTML, codes and texting. Revealing how language is used, abused and continues to evolve, Fry's Planet Word looks at whether we are any closer to understanding the most complex activity of the human brain.
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This episode looks at the ways language is used and abused. While not everyone approves of 'bad' language, Stephen learns that swearing plays an important part in human communication all over the world. 
He undergoes an MRI scan and discovers the parts of the brain associated with swearing - and meets a sufferer of Tourettes and a stroke patient who swear they can't help using the F-word.
Stephen and Brian Blessed participate in some rather colourful experiments to examine how swearing can help relieve pain and Stephen discusses the positive and negative power of 'bad' words in humour and social interactions. 
Stephen also meets nurses, sailors, teenagers, and rappers to discover how slang and jargon can both aid and thwart clear communication, but ultimately add to the richness and texture of language.

	Country Town Rescue is the compelling story of how ordinary Australians come together to save the small rural town of Trundle, whose falling population threatens its very existence.
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But Trundle isn't going down without a fight. Town members have heard about a scheme that just might work for them. The idea is simple. Rent out some of the abandoned farmhouses for just a dollar a week and attract new families to the town. They call it ‘Trundle Tree Change’.
Filmed over twelve months, this series follows five families who 'up sticks' with their kids and move to Trundle. They are welcomed by a passionate group of locals determined to see the small town not only survive but prosper.
 In the first episode the tree change scheme is launched and applications flood in. On the day of the Trundle Christmas Fair, the committee start interviewing the short-listed applicants. 
After a long day the committee retire to the pub and agonise and argue over the short list. Finally the decisions are made and the families are notified.
They are all delighted and one of the families, the Guerkes tell the committee they have already packed up their house and arrive shortly afterwards. They waste no time getting down to work stripping floors and washing walls.
The Elemams are the next to arrive. Despite the fact that their farmhouse is one of the farmhouses in the best condition, husband Nabih looks devastated upon arrival.

	NERVE is a film about London-based Australian photographer, Paul Knight, and his ambitious project, Proposition. Knight has built his artistic career on pushing the boundaries of sexual representation.
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His new project, Proposition, is about to up the ante on previous projects, opening him up to scrutiny and possible failure. Knight has a month to find two complete strangers, of any gender or sexual orientation, to meet and then immediately have sex on film. Knight sees this as an opportunity to create a dialogue about gender and sexuality and also an opportunity to investigate/critique societal expectations and opinions of sexual behaviour.
As the sun shines on the streets of London, full of promise and hope, Knight embarks on the quest.
