Human Planet: Grasslands: The Roots Of Power

Sunday,27 March 2011

Life on the plains and grasslands of the world is about movement, freedom and livestock. 

The Nyangatom of southern Ethiopia have fought and won a rangeland for themselves, but they and their herds of cattle and goats are totally reliant on gigantic wells. At the height of the dry season a huge collective well is dug down on the dry bed of the Kibish River. These hand‑dug wells can be 30m wide and 30m deep and are designed as pits as the sand walls are prone to collapse. Dozens of people are killed by collapsing wells each year. 

The seasonal cattle migrations of the Fulani in West Africa often separate young men from their families for months at a time. Not only are these migrations economically vital, they are a rite of passage in the harsh Sahel of Mali and Mauritania that culminates in one last challenge. In late November Fulani men have to swim with their herds across the mighty Niger River.

In the Australian outback, the cowboy has been reinvented with the muster pilot. Super size ranches across the country hold 30 million cattle. Round up used to take a month ‑ but not anymore.

How Earth Made Us: Fire

As Australia and New Zealand have recently witnessed, the Earth has immense power.

Yet that influence is rarely mentioned in history books. Scottish Professor, Iain Stewart, is dead keen to change that in this enthralling series ‑ How Earth Made Us.

He's been looking at four ways the power of the planet has shaped history.

According to the good professor, the Deep Earth provided the raw materials for the conquest of the planet; Wind influenced the rise and fall of empires; while Water, and the struggle to control it, defined the character of civilisations.

Tonight it's Fire ‑ deadly, yet a driving force behind human progress.

For all its danger fire is compelling, almost hypnotic. The paradox of fire is that it's lethal and yet we depend on it completely. Fire generates our electricity. It drives our machines. We use it every day.

But the history of mankind's relationship with fire reveals how the Earth has exerted enormous power over the fate of peoples and nations.

It's strange to think that for 90% of Earth's history, there simply was no fire. Ours was a barren planet of dust and rock. There was nothing to burn. Not until relatively recently, about four hundred million years ago, did fire first appear. The key to this transformation was vegetation and when the first land plants began to appear they provided fuel for fire. But plants did something else as well. Vegetation supplied a second crucial ingredient for fire – oxygen. All that was needed then was a spark.

Humans have always been drawn to fire. Flames have long been a symbol of a spirit far greater than ourselves, almost a divine presence. To this day the eternal flame is still a potent symbol for the world’s great religions.

The New Inventors

Hosted by James O'Loghlin, The New Inventors highlights the latest contemporary creations from the new generation of inventors, innovators and designers.

Deciding the winner of these three inventions are: agricultural scientist Chris Russell, science broadcaster Bernie Hobbs, and materials engineer Veena Sahajwalla.

Inventions featured on the program: 

PIANOMAESTRO ‑ by inventor Ken Ihara from VIC

Learning to play the piano can be tedious, time‑consuming and expensive. Rarely do students find it fun and for many it can be the beginning of a lifelong childhood trauma. Ken started taking piano lessons at the age of seven. His interest in electronics goes back even earlier to the age of five when his father gave him a set of screwdrivers for Christmas. From that date forward every electronic device in the house was taken apart. Only a few were successfully put back together. Despite this Ken made it to Harvard University, where he developed his electronics and computer programming skills in the Harvard Robotics Laboratory.

PianoMaestro is a system for learning to play the piano. The invention is comprised of a computer program that reads standard MIDI files and displays the notes on the screen, and a ruler‑like strip of light that is placed on top of an acoustic or digital piano connected to the computer via the USB port. The invention’s lights indicate which notes should be played at the right time and displays the music notes on the computer screen.

GECKO MOAT ‑ by inventor Tom Fagan from Queensland
Anyone who has lived in the tropics is familiar with the ubiquitous gecko. The cute little lizards are generally regarded warmly for their insect‑eating tendencies, but they're not without problems. Constantly cleaning up gecko droppings does not rate among people's preferred pastimes, but a more serious concern is the damage geckos do to smoke alarms. Their eggs and droppings can trigger the alarm and often render it unusable so it has to be replaced. In the event of a fire it could even result in a life‑threatening situation.

The Gecko Moat is a simple but clever solution. A Teflon plate surrounds the smoke alarm which the gecko's feet cannot stick to. This stops geckos getting access to smoke detectors and other areas that they might damage with their eggs and droppings. Plus, unlike some other solutions it's really gecko friendly.

EASY LIFT – by inventor Nevo Yatom from NSW

Massage tables are used by a huge range of health and beauty practitioners, and while many of these therapists work in well equipped clinics, there are often times when they have to take the treatment to the client, bringing portable tables that are less functional.

Easy Lift is the only lightweight portable massage table that allows the practitioner to adjust the height while the client is in position on the table. A simple design uses gas struts to raise and lower the table so there is no need for electricity, cables or any other power source.

Perfect Embryo

Nowadays with couples delaying childbirth, there's a greater risk that the child will be born with a serious medical condition like Down syndrome or cystic fibrosis. Tests can screen for these conditions during the pregnancy but the results could lead to a couple facing a difficult decision. Maryanne Demasi examines new technology called ‘pre‑implantation genetic testing’ that is making those decisions a whole lot easier.

Bionic Eye

Bionic Vision Australia is a consortium of researchers working together to develop a bionic eye that can restore the sense of vision to people with vision impairment due to retinal degenerative conditions such as retinitis, pigmentosa and age‑related macular degeneration. Paul Willis tests the bionic eye to experience what a person will see when a tiny chip implanted in the retina is switched on. 

Naturally Inspired ‑ Ant Algorithms

Biomimetics is the application of biological methods and systems found in nature to the study and design of engineering systems and modern technology.
