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The ABC TV drama series My Place is the story of several generations of children who live in the very same spot in Australia over the course of 130 years.
Opening in 2008 and taking us back to 1888, the series introduces us to 13 kids, all with a talent for some kind of trouble, each hiding up the same old fig tree, each with a story to tell.

The series is based on the acclaimed, multi-award winning children’s book written by Nadia Wheatley and Donna Rawlins in 1988. It is also accompanied by a rich website in which kids and their families can explore the world of the My Place kids and have fun with the history of each decade.

My Place – the series, the website, and book – is a rare kids’ story of Australia.

Ep 9 (1928 - Bridie) Bridie just wants to hang out with her big sister Kath and best friend Lorna, and be in on their secrets. After talking her way into tagging along, and wheeling her baby brother in his pram, Bridie sets off for what is meant to be a day of harmless fun and relaxation. It’s 1928.

Ep 10 (1918 - Bertie) Bertie steals his friend’s pet rabbit for his magic show. He wants to make some money to buy a present for his brother Eddie who’s coming home from the war. It’s 1918.

An Englishman In New York
Sunday, 28 March 2010
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The 1975 television series The Naked Civil Servant transformed the life of its creator – fifty-something part-time life model and novelist Quentin Crisp.
The story about his life as a homosexual growing up in wartime Britain made Quentin a household name. However, having finally gained the celebrity he craved, he is shunned. So he accepts an invitation to speak in New York.

With his flamboyant style, rapier sharp wit, and honest, but seemingly perverse world view he’s an instant hit, and New York proves to be Quentin’s natural home. Having secured an agent, Connie Clausen, Quentin is granted Resident Alien status for his ‘unique qualities’, and gets a regular stream of engagements performing his one man show, How to Be Happy.

Then he meets Philip Steele, editor of The Village Voice, for which Quentin writes regular movie reviews. Steadily the two form a warm friendship.

By now it’s the 1980s, and with the AIDS epidemic hitting the gay community hard, Quentin’s remark that AIDS is ‘a fad’, makes him an outcast. Philip - also a gay man - begs Quentin to apologize, but when he won’t, they part ways.

As Quentin’s life spirals downward he meets two people who will change its course: Patrick Angus, a young struggling gay artist, who eventually dies of AIDS, but not before Quentin helps to make his art successful; and performer and entertainer Penny Arcade, who introduces Quentin to a whole new generation by making him part of her show.

Once again Quentin is flooded with requests to openings and launches, but friendly with Philip once again, he is persuaded to throw them away. But he does accept an invitation to speak in the UK, and because of his age, both Penny and Philip fear he will never make it back to New York.

Artscape: A Thousand Different Angles
Tuesday, 30 March 2010
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Vibrant, articulate and passionate, Inge King is one of Australia's foremost sculptors. Her work has always been on a grand scale. Her public sculptures invite exploration - to walk through, slide down, sit on or just canoodle around.
King was born in Berlin in 1918. She studied sculpture at the Berlin Academy of Fine Arts but was forced to flee in 1939. She continued her studies in the UK, later marrying an Australian painter, Grahame King whom she met in an artists’ colony outside London. Arriving in Melbourne in 1951 King found that modern sculpture hadn't shown its face yet. It was tough going at first, but this determined woman managed to raise a young family and made striking modern jewellery to supplement the family income.

Welded steel became King’s preferred medium in 1959, influenced by her engagement with ‘Abstract Expressionism’ in New York, and she began creating non-representational sculpture inspired by the Australian bush. In 1971 she finally got her first big break, when commissioned to make a large-scale, site-specific, public sculpture in Canberra – the RAAF Memorial. Reaction to this work was polarised and the critics were vocal - abstract sculpture was completely alien and puzzled them. Despite the outcry the tide was turning. Soon after King’s major work, Forward Surge was commissioned for the Victorian Arts Centre. Four stunning black steel wave-like forms grace the lawn. 

The joie-de-vivre invested in King's work is palpable. “When you have lived a long time, you cherish what you have had and you celebrate life,” she says.

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200,000 years ago a new species was born – us. The first men and women led a fragile existence in a dangerous world. So how did they flourish and go on to colonise first the African continent, and then the rest of the world?
In five episodes this fascinating series traces the routes of the epic journeys our ancestors made to conquer the globe. Using the latest genetic and archaeological evidence this series follows in the footsteps of our ancestors to find out. 

Episode four examines how early modern humans travelled from Africa into the heart of Europe and what may have happened on this journey to change their skin colour from brown to white.

How did these early hunter-gatherers endure the unimaginable conditions of the last Ice Age and come to dominate a land already inhabited by the tough, resilient Neanderthal peoples?

Cave paintings, sculptures, tools and music-instrument finds suggest that these early modern humans were much more imaginative, inventive and sophisticated than was previously believed, and perhaps it was these very qualities of ingenuity and resourcefulness that gave them the advantage over their Neanderthal cousins.

Art Nation

This week, Art Nation is devoted entirely to music of all kinds.

Art Nation’s host, Fenella Kernebone heads to northern NSW for an annual event where six opera singers, a pianist, 14 orchestral players and a conductor will gather in a paddock to perform Mozart, Verdi and Puccini. An outside performance is often a difficult one for performers who are used to state of the art concert halls but each year the musicians at this unusual event are asked to overcome the odds. 

Visual art commentator Chris McAuliffe looks at a current phenomenon involving successful visual artists making a cross-over into music. This is not without precedent, there has been a long history of artists becoming rock stars. Joni Mitchell, Leonard Cohen, David Byrne and even Yoko Ono all started as artists. Art Nation looks at the path from art to music which can be a treacherous one, and features successful Australian artists such as Darren Sylvester, Arlene Texta Queen and Eddie Current.

Melbourne-based Tamil Rogoen and Ryan Ritchie regularly perform with their successful hip hop outfit, True Live. However they’ve got more than one string to their bow. Namila Benson joins the boys on their latest venture The RAAH Project as they enter the concert hall, blending the sounds of jazz, classical, hip hop and soul.

Also profiled is Jens Lekman, a renowned songwriter and lyricist. A household name in Sweden, Lekman now lives in Melbourne and is a darling of the indie pop music scene. 
To close the show, sensational young jazz singer Maddy Hay performs in the Art Nation studio. Hay’s ethereal, smoky voice tells the stories of life's great hardships, of loves lost and gained.

Poh's Kitchen

This week, Poh is cooking ‘Chinese’. Given her Malay/Chinese background this is a cuisine not unfamiliar to her, but when it comes to Modern Asian cookery she feels she needs a little advice and invites Sydney chef Neil Perry back to her kitchen.
Neil was introduced to Chinese cuisine by his father, who in the early 1960s would take him on regular trips to Sydney’s Chinatown. These early influences soon became the driving force behind much of his remarkable career. Retracing his childhood footsteps, Neil takes Poh on a trip through the hustle and bustle of modern day Chinatown highlighting the extraordinary changes that have taken place over the last forty years.
Back in the kitchen, Poh cooks, ‘Prawn and Yuba Beads’ an irresistible mix of minced prawns and pork, combined with shitake mushrooms and water chestnuts, which are wrapped up in bean curd skin (yuba), before being steamed and deep fried. Neil cooks one of his all-time favourite Chinese recipes, ‘Three Shot Chicken’. Cooked in a clay pot, just before serving he adds a shot of chilli oil, beer and light soy sauce to create a unique and surprising taste sensation.
Keen to find out about Neil’s latest culinary adventures, Poh visits his kitchen to sample some of his new hot and spicy creations. Some of these aren’t for the faint-hearted, but Neil’s advice is to build up resistance and that “it’s about going with that pain and suffering and realising it’s not really pain and suffering – it’s fun!”
To accompany their dishes Poh has made some ‘Chinese Pickles’. These are simple to make and a perfect foil to hot and spicy dishes. Meanwhile Neil whips out the wok and shows Poh how to make ‘Sichuan-style spinach’, a clean, fresh and tasty dish, proving once again why he’s at the cutting edge of Modern Asian cuisine.

The New Inventors

Hosted by James O’Loghlin, The New Inventors is bursting with the innovative and the imaginative, the unique and the unusual, the fantastic and the fascinating. Deciding the winner of these three inventions are: materials engineer Veena Sahajwalla, woodworker and teacher Richard Vaughan, and designer Alison Page. Inventions featured on the program: 

PELLERES – by inventor Mepi Faoagali from QLD

Athletes and fitness enthusiasts alike can find a lot of equipment in the gym to build their strength and coordination. But what if you want to exercise outside of a gym environment, or don't want to pay exorbitant membership fees? Mepi Faoagali has experience in a lot of jobs where fitness and strength is essential, as a police officer, Rugby Union player, and occasionally as a bouncer in Brisbane. One day he became inspired to invent, when he was training with a broken thumb while wearing a fibreglass cast. He experienced the sensation of running faster with a slight weight on his forearm. Mepi decided to investigate this phenomenon, and consulted a bio-mechanics expert who was able to scientifically prove the benefits of adding weights to the forearm, leading Mepi to invent Pelleres.

Pelleres is a performance enhancing device that improves athletic ability. As athletes train with the invention, speed, velocity and propulsion will improve. Users will almost immediately be able to run faster, jump higher, kick balls harder and throw further, just by wearing the device. By overloading the forearms with weights, stress is created and the body is forced to adapt by engaging the core. When these muscles are activated it creates increased core stability, which in turn makes the whole body stronger and more efficient.

LATCHMATE – by inventor Ryan Harvey from WA

When installing a latch for a door, a carpenter or locksmith has to trace the latch, chisel around the border, then chisel out the area of the latch hole to the desired depth. This process can eat up a lot of time if you’re installing 20 latches per floor. The LatchMate is a combination tool that easily marks out and chisels latch holes in doors, eliminating splitting of doors and reducing up to two-thirds of the time taken. By simplifying the process, it results in significant savings in both labour and cost.

POSTSTAY – by inventor Steve Ignatiadis from VIC

If you are installing gate posts, foundation posts, or erecting a pergola, setting the posts in the ground at the right height and with the right alignment can be a real juggling act, especially if you're working on your own. PostStay is a versatile and reusable support system for installing posts into concrete footings. The invention is a galvanised steel brace that is fixed to the post before you put it into the hole, enabling a single operator to easily lift and position the post for installation.

Because embryos are potential human beings, embryonic stem cell research stirs furious ethical debate.
