David Attenborough's First Life: Conquest

With the appearance of mouths and mobility, evolution took off. Attenborough explores Canada's Rocky Mountains where 542 million years ago, animals increased in number, diversity and size as never before.

Eventually predation stimulated an evolutionary arms race between predators and prey, resulting in the proliferation of protective body parts. Arthropods went a step further and encased their entire bodies in jointed plates, creating the first exoskeletons.

Attenborough travels to Morocco to examine specimens from one group of arthropods that would become more successful than any other: the trilobites, which developed multi‑lensed eyes. 

While the oceans teemed with life, the land lacked animals of any kind. To survive on land, animals would need to prevent their bodies from drying out and evolve the ability to breathe air. How did animals start to breathe? In Scotland Attenborough examines a tiny fossil of the first animal with evidence of air‑breathing apparatus. The oxygen‑rich atmosphere of the Carboniferous period allowed them to grow huge. 

It wasn't just arthropods that made the move on to land. Pikaia, a worm‑like creature developed an internal gristly rod instead of an exoskeleton. This creature is thought to be the ancestor of us all. From such creatures the first fish evolved. As Attenborough concludes, the first animals may seem to us very remote and strange, but all of us alive today, owe our very existence to them.

Agatha Christie's Miss Marple: The Blue Geranium

Miss Marple (Julia McKenzie) has new evidence about the Blue Geranium murder and needs Sir Henry Clithering's (Donald Sinden) help to stop the court hearing. Did the wealthy and unpopular Mary Pritchard (Sharon Small) really die of shock when the geranium in her wallpaper turned blue?

The story begins a few months before, in the village of Little Ambrose, where she is visiting her friend Reverend Milewater (David Calder). As villagers gather at the golf club to welcome the new captain, generous millionaire George Pritchard (Toby Stephens), tensions are bubbling beneath the surface. Miss Marple observes George arguing with his brother Lewis (Paul Rhys). George's agoraphobic wife, Mary, arrives with her doctor, Jonathan Frayn (Patrick Baladi), and her live‑in nurse, Caroline Copling (Claire Rushbrook). 

Miss Marple meets Mary's cheerful sister Philippa (Claudie Blakley) and the Reverend's niece, Hester (Joanna Page), as well as artist Hazel Instow (Caroline Catz). When Mary publicly humiliates the Reverend it becomes apparent how widely disliked she is, then proceedings end abruptly when a dead body is discovered by the river.

Some days later Mary's fear that the colour blue would bring her bad luck comes true when she is found dead and the geranium in her wallpaper has turned blue. Could a mysterious fortune‑teller or a secret love affair help Miss Marple unlock this troubling case? Can Sir Henry help to stop the trial in time before the wrong person is found guilty of murder?

Artscape: The Making of Collision Course

The Making Of Collision Course features 48 collisions filmed in ultra slow‑motion between dancers, boxers, martial artists, gymnasts, football players, wrestlers and street culture enthusiasts. This documentary goes behind the scenes and follows the production as it unfolds. Over 140 collisions are filmed in three days.

The high speed video manipulates time and perception through slowing down movement to such an enormous degree so that the smallest gesture becomes monumental. In each collision we witness in vivid detail the reconfiguration of faces, limbs and bodies as they collide against each other with impact. 

How does the choreographer choose the physical types to be in this unusual performance? What makes a boxer's body different to a football player's? How will they manage injuries, a major concern? And how will it all look filmed at 1500 frames per second capturing every minute detail of each contact? 

This is an unusual collaboration between a film company, CM Film Productions, and a company known for taking dance to the edge, Australian Dance Theatre (ADT). Co‑directed by choreographer Garry Stewart and producer Carmelo Musca, it is based on a concept Stewart has been developing for many years and involves 100 participants chosen from across Western Australia and six professional dancers from ADT.

Trunk Calls

Scientists at San Diego Zoo have discovered a remarkable level of chatter going on between African elephants. Graham Phillips meets the elephants using low frequency sound waves, too low to be picked up by the human ear, in complex vocal communication.  

Zoonosis

The life threatening diseases SARS, Bird Flu and AIDS all jumped from an animal host into humans. Poor rural communities living cheek to jowl with livestock provide the perfect opportunity for pathogens to take the leap from a goat, chicken or sheep into a farmhand or baby. And as agriculture encroaches on virgin forest, there is an increased threat of these diseases emerging from the wild. Dr Paul Willis travelled to Kenya, to the frontline of the war against zoonoses.

Peacock Spider

After spending three years in search of a 4mm spider, Dr Jurgen Otto's perseverance paid off when he not only found but also filmed the male Peacock Spider in all its glory ‑ as it raised its brilliantly coloured flaps and waved its legs in a life and death love dance.

Belly Flop Frogs

The springy leap of the frog wasn't always so graceful on landing. Super slow-motion footage clearly and comically shows how antecedents of the modern frog were unable to recoil their legs in flight – ensuring a crash landing at the end of every journey. 

Love Calls

Sydney’s Taronga Zoo plays an important role in the protection of threatened and endangered species. Paul Willis visits their captive corroboree frogs, now outnumbering those in the wild, and meets a leopard seal learning love songs.

In many countries, shopping is a favourite pastime, no matter how the economy is. 

While the Internet, malls and superstores provide us with everything we need, there's a nostalgia for the days when everyone knew the corner grocer or the friendly butcher in town. 

Now, this inventive UK reality series transports viewers back to the late 19th century as five modern shopkeepers and their families set up shop and conduct their lives exactly as merchants did in six earlier eras, to experience what life for the average shopper used to be like. Before the fast food, pre‑packed, preservative-heavy Pandora's Box of a shopping experience we have today.

This opening episode features the 1870s, when the high street was born, and by the end of the series we have moved on to the 1970s, a hundred years later. It's part social commentary and part reality TV show. All of the shop keepers take things very seriously and have their own 'Chamber of Commerce' (led by Masterchef judge Gregg Wallace, successful baker Tom Herbert and historian Juliet Gardiner) to ensure that the protocols of the day are correctly followed.

The families also had to live and dress like the families of the eras involved, and in total there are seven different shops involved; The Butchers, The Bakers, The Ironmongers, The Chemist, The Dress Maker, The Record Shop and The Convenience Store Owners. How will they all cope, and will they actually make a profit?

Flak's 'street art' is now sold for big bucks through uber‑trendy galleries. 

As they track down the members of Flak's old graffiti crew, Supt. Wire In The Blood: Prayer Of The Bone

Robson Green raises the dramatic stakes to a new level in this two-part special of the acclaimed series Wire In The Blood, filmed in Texas.

The eccentric clinical psychologist is as far away from the familiar streets of Bradfield, England, as you could possibly get, and he's pitted against the might of the US legal system, sweltering heat…and rattlesnakes.

Dr Hill finds himself a fish out of water when he's invited to Luther, Texas, as an expert witness in a case of family annihilation. 

Known drug addict and Iraq combat vet, Darius Grady (Brad Hawkins), has confessed to brutally slaughtering his wife and two young children.

His defence team claim that Darius's traumatic experiences in war left him with Post Traumatic Stress Disorder and he committed his crime while hallucinating ‑ a mitigating factor that may spare him the death penalty.

The prosecution want Dr Hill to join with them in proving that Darius's supposed PTSD is a fraud, especially in light of the rape crime he committed while stationed in the United Kingdom ‑ a crime for which Dr Hill interviewed him but for which he escaped justice because the US Air Force whisked him home.

But the Americans are confused by Dr Hill's eccentric approach ‑ visiting the graves of the victims and the crime scene, and provoking Darius into a rage where he tries to kill himself using Dr Hill's pen as a weapon.
