	Who was Noah? When did the flood happen? Is the story really true?
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From Tissington Church in Britain to Mount Ararat in Turkey, the mountains of Oman and beyond, Joanna Lumley goes on a quest to unravel the truth behind the myths and legends surrounding one of the Bible's greatest stories.
Noah's Ark and the catastrophic global flood is one of the oldest tales of all time - a story that has great meaning to Jewish, Christian and Islamic faiths. In this documentary, Joanna Lumley travels from a small village church in the UK, to Turkey, India and Oman, and behind the scenes at the British Museum, as she discovers more about the account of Noah, the flood and the 'ark'.
In Turkey, Joanna visits the site of Mount Ararat where Christian and Jewish faiths believe Noah's 'ark' to be. South east Turkey, which overlooks the ancient Mesopotamian flood plain, seems to hold many more secrets to this incredible religious chapter. Here, Joanna meets with an Islamic scholar to look at the most recent version of events in the Koran.
Behind the scenes at the British Museum Joanna uncovers a Mesopotamian flood tablet with an even older, but similar story to the biblical flood. A visit to the West London Synagogue also confirms that the flood story is much older than first thought. And at the time that the tablet was written, ancient Mesopotamia had a thriving trade with the Indus Valley civilisation.

	Charles Blackman is the unlikely kid from the wrong side of the tracks who today is one of Australia's most famous living artists. Rescued from a life of poverty and hardship by art and love, he would blaze an extraordinary creative trail around the globe. And his DNA is deeply imprinted in his progeny. 
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At 85, Charles Blackman is a shadow of his former self. He lives in a modest cottage, in one of Sydney's genteel blue-ribbon harbourside suburbs, surrounded by his art. But the paintings here are all reproductions. The originals have long gone in three divorce settlements and the cost of his care.
Charles suffers from the ravages of a series of strokes and Korsakoff's syndrome, a form of dementia brought on by a lifetime of heavy drinking. It's the legacy not only of his life as an artist but perhaps of his inheritance as the only son of an alcoholic father who abandoned the family when Charles was very young. But from the age of three, Charles found a refuge in art. He never looked back.
Charles's greatest inspiration in all his work would be the women in his life. His wives were his muse - beginning with his first and longest relationship, Barbara. The couple had three children who grew up immersed in their father's creativity. But right from the start, Charles’s other muse was alcohol. And this, along with his passions and ego, would be the family's undoing.
For the last 20 years, all the Blackman children have had to confront the devastation Charles's addiction has wrought. But what endures, despite it all, is their bond to a father they adore - and their devotion to his creative legacy.

	If our great artworks are to be believed, the average Aussie is a bloke in a hat who is hell bent on conquering our gum tree-infested landscape singlehandedly. Why has this mono-vision of Australia persisted for so long? Surely there is more to us than our most famous works suggest?
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Australian stand-up comedian Hannah Gadsby is a closet art scholar. Over three weeks, armed only with her rapier wit and a desire to pick beneath the paint, she will travel across the continent on a mission to debunk the myths of the Australian identity as defined by our art canon.
Knocking on the studio doors of some of this country's most interesting contemporary artists including Ben Quilty, Liam Benson, Rosemary Laing and Jason Wing, Hannah will engage with them to ignite issues still haunting our political and cultural landscapes.
Hannah appears inside famous artworks, sniffs craft glue, contemplates getting a Southern Cross tattoo and goes on a picnic to Hanging Rock.
In the first episode, Hannah re-examines the colonial era paintings and sees that White Australia's sense of 'belonging' has a complex and troubled past. She asks a number of artists why they are so intrigued with reimagining our colonial history and what relevance this has to our present.
Hannah has teamed up with award-winning director Matthew Bate to create an iconoclastic Australian art series that is the bastard love child of Robert Hughes and Sister Wendy.

	In the wake of the drive-by shooting of Zebina Petrakis (Maia Thomas), Erin (Ella Scott Lynch) finds herself emerging as a key witness in the case against the two bikies who committed the murder. 
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Erin deeply affected by the shooting, is not sure it is safe to give evidence. Owen (Damian Walshe-Howling) is keen to land the high profile brief as, with Erin's eyewitness evidence and a confession from one of the shooters, the prospect of a conviction is good.
Whilst initially concerned about the weakness of the prosecution case against Dianne Vasilich (Deborah Kennedy), Janet's opinion alters radically when forensics discover traces of Blakely's blood in Dianne's pocket. 	The sadness of a local funeral takes a macabre twist when a second body is found in a coffin just before it's about to be buried. It turns out to be the body of a local rag and bone man - but why would someone kill him, and go to such elaborate measures to get rid of the body?
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Blake (Craig McLachlan) knew the old man and remembers him fondly from his childhood.  This memory of the old man makes this mystery more personal than usual and Blake won't let the matter or indeed the bodies rest in peace until he has uncovered the truth. 	Set in the fictional police anti-corruption unit AC-12, Line of Duty is a cat-and-mouse thriller that takes a probing look into modern policing and corruption. A multi-stranded investigation over five hour-long episodes, the drama features an all-star cast including Lennie James, Martin Compston, Vicky McClure, Adrian Dunbar, Neil Morrissey and Gina McKee.
Run by zealous Superintendent Ted Hastings (Adrian Dunbar), AC-12's target is the gifted, charismatic Detective Chief Inspector Tony Gates (Lennie James), whose unit returns the best crime figures on the force. Gates appears to be an exemplary police officer and hard-working family man. But Hastings is convinced Gates's results are too good to be true.
Determined to expose Gates as a fraud or worse, Hastings recruits Detective Sergeant Steve Arnott (Martin Compston) to the unit. Arnott took an ethical stand against colleagues who wanted to conspire in the cover-up of a botched counter-terrorism operation.
