Opening in 2008 and taking us back to 1888, the series introduces us to 13 kids, all with a talent for some kind of trouble, each hiding up the same old fig tree, each with a story to tell. 

The series is based on the acclaimed, multi-award winning children’s book written by Nadia Wheatley and Donna Rawlins in 1988. It is also accompanied by a rich website in which kids and their families can explore the world of the My Place kids and have fun with the history of each decade.

My Place – the series, the website, and book – is a rare kids’ story of Australia.

Ep 3 (1988) - Lily’s cousin Phoung arrives with her parents from Vietnam. But the trophy cousin turns out to be a real threat to Lily’s status at home and at school. It’s 1988.

Ep 4 (1978) - Mike knows a lot about Australian muscle cars from 1968 to 1978 but the other kids think he’s odd and he thinks he’s only got one friend, Ben. But is Ben a real friend? It’s 1978.

Desperate Romantics

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Amongst the dirty red bricks and smoke stacks of London in 1851, three young, thrill-seeking and badly behaved artists – the Pre-Raphaelite Brotherhood - are on a quest for artistic immortality – a quest that takes them into some of the lewdest, darkest and funniest corners of London.
William Holman Hunt (Rafe Spall) is a Londoner from the wrong side of the tracks whose religious imagery features strongly in his painting but whose main interest is boxing. The anchor of the group, his steadfastness is challenged when he meets a young prostitute, Annie Miller (Jennie Jaques), who has the looks of an angel, but a mouth like an open sewer.

Effete, naïve, very talented and good looking, John Millais Young (Samuel Barnett) invariably lands on his feet, much to the profound irritation of his peers. With a brush in his hand and a beautiful woman in front of him, he cannot be bettered.

Dark-eyed, mischievous, loquacious, handsome and perennially broke, Dante Gabriel Rossetti (Aiden Turner) has serious limitations as an artist, but that’s not going to stop him bedding as many of his models as he possibly can whilst keeping debtors and cuckolded husbands at bay. That is, until he meets Lizzie Siddal (Amy Manson). Sassy, sexy and brilliant, Lizzie is the poster girl for her generation, but she is risking it all by modelling for this bunch of bohemians.

Meanwhile, budding journalist Fred Walters (Sam Crane) spends his time chronicling the careers of the Brotherhood, creating vital press hype, often at the expense of his morals and self-esteem. Ridiculed by Hunt, taken advantage of by Rossetti, and innocently disparaged by Millais, Fred has our sympathies, until things start to turn nasty…

Talking Heads: Peter Fitzsimons
Monday, 8 March 2010
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Peter Fitzsimons is a busy bloke… As a best-selling author, sports columnist and one of Australia’s most popular after dinner speakers, getting him on Talking Heads to talk to Peter Thompson was something of an achievement!
“Within two minutes of you finishing this interview I will be back in there and I'll have my laptop on. Dad taught us Rudyard Kipling’s If, and the lines I most love, ‘If you can fill the unforgiving minute with sixty seconds worth of distance run - Yours is the Earth and everything that's in it, and – you’ll be a man, my son!’”

Rugby was Peter Fitzsimons’s ticket to the wider world. As a talented second rower, forged by the formidable Alan Jones, he played for the Wallabies then spent five years playing in Italy and France. But during this time he also developed his love for words. His books Nancy Wake, Tobruk and Kokoda, have all sold more than 150,000 copies, twice making him Australia’s top selling non-fiction writer.

“I want to deliver life like a Bob Dylan song and the closest that I can get with that is rugby. When I was playing rugby I lived life like a Dylan song,” he says.
Fitzsimons doesn’t consider himself to be a rugby player who then became a writer. The spark was there all along. It’s clear his great moments and memories are reading the works of other writers.

“I love the line by Vladimir Nabokov who once wrote: ‘Common sense tells us that our life is but a brief crack of light between two eternal walls of darkness’. I believe that. I want my crack of light to be a rainbow. I want colour, I want movement and when I’m writing I feel that.”

To celebrate these important innovations, we will be joined by a special panel of experts living with a disability: paralympian Kurt Fearnley, filmmaker and presenter Sofya Gollan, and Federal Discrimination Commissioner Graham Innes. The show will also include an Auslan sign language interpreter for hearing impaired viewers. Inventions featured on the program: 

Inventions include:

The Speed Demon, invented by Charles Scott and Colin Roylance from SA. The Speed Demon is an off-road speed buggy that allows the steering, acceleration and breaking to all be carried out through the steering wheel. This allows a person without the use of their legs to drive the buggy themselves.

NVDA, by inventors James Teh from QLD and Michael Curran from VIC. NonVisual Desktop Access (NVDA) is a free and open source screen reader for Windows. The program provides feedback via synthetic speech and Braille, including support for over 20 languages, and can run entirely from a USB drive with no installation so that it can be used anywhere.

The Freedom wheelchair, invented by Lu Papi from NSW, is a lightweight, non-corrosive, manual wheelchair that can be used for everyday travelling, as a commode chair, and even in the shower, reducing three chairs into one.

Human Journey: Out Of Africa
Thursday, 11 March 2010
New Series
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Discover how humans conquered the planet.
There are 7 billion humans on earth, spread across the whole planet. New scientific evidence suggests that it all started with a tiny group of people who left Africa on an incredible journey. Crossing the world in five epic journeys, Human Journey follows the archaeological and genetic footprints of our ancient ancestors in search of the lost story of how their journeys transformed our species into the humans we are today and how we came to dominate the planet.

Episode 1, Out Of Africa, goes in search of the first humans and tries to piece together a picture of how they managed to survive in the dangerous environment of pre-historic Africa around 200,000 years ago. It examines how humans developed technologically and how eventually, a tiny group of them – perhaps a single tribe – left Africa, around 70,000 years ago. The program also gathers expert opinions on the evidence left by bones, stones and genes to try to work out which route these early people took out of Africa, allowing them to spread and eventually colonise the whole globe, to become the ancestors of all humans outside Africa today.

Upcoming episodes will focus on how our ancient ancestors made it to Australia from Africa; explore Asia and the evolutionary path from Northern India to China, via Siberia; how Homo sapiens eventually reached Europe and the challenges they faced, first from Neanderthals and then the Ice Age; and just how early modern humans came to conquer the Americas.

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Welcome to the world of Jack Charles – a world little known to most non-Indigenous Australians. Bastardy is the culmination of seven transformative years of hard work researching, following and filming one of Australia’s near-forgotten treasures.

Provocative, funny and profoundly moving, Bastardy is a mesmerising, kaleidoscopic story of a homeless man’s journey roaming the streets of present day Melbourne. The title of this international award-winning documentary comes from a play written in 1972 by legendary playwright John Romeril – Bastardy – based on the life story of Jack Charles, and performed by him in Melbourne.

Over seven years filmmaker Amiel Courtin-Wilson follows Jack – gradually blurring the line between director and accomplice as Jack continually traverses the criminal and acting worlds. More than 120 hours were captured on camera and condensed into a documentary that presents the many incarnations of Jack Charles – drug addict, critically acclaimed actor, cat burglar, prisoner and Aboriginal elder.

For 40 years and with infectious humour and optimism, Jack Charles has juggled a life of crime with another successful career – acting. Since founding the first Aboriginal company in the 1970s, Jack has performed with some of Australia’s most renowned actors (Geoffrey Rush, David Gulpillil, Bill Hunter) and directors in feature films (The Chant Of Jimmy Blacksmith, Bedevil), TV series and hundreds of plays.

Bastardy is a rich patchwork, delicately stitched together to include dramatic recreations, archival and observational material.

When the law finally catches up with Jack and when he faces a jail sentence he might not survive, he is forced to decide if he can go straight for the first time in his life.

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Caroline Quentin reprises her lead role as DCI Janine Lewis, a single mother of four children who juggles the demands of family life with her high-profile job as chief detective in a new series of Blue Murder. 
In episode one, Not A Matter of Life and Death, Janine and the team are out on a rare Friday night celebrating a good result in court. After a call from her young family, Janine leaves the pub early and runs straight into the fallout from a stabbing in a nearby bar. The attack has left a young, black man lying dead in a city centre alleyway. He is identified by his wallet as Dwayne Kent.

At first it seems like a random racist attack, and with a crime scene contaminated by drunken weekend revellers, it’s the most difficult of crimes to investigate. Janine discovers that Dwayne Kent, out celebrating his nineteenth birthday on the night he was killed, had been a promising youth-team footballer only months away from joining a Premiership club. 

Although Dwayne seemed to be an ordinary kid from a stable family with two loving parents, two doting brothers (Caleb and Lee) and a steady girlfriend (Debbie), other secrets begin to emerge upon further investigation. A sexy young blonde, Kelly, arrives on the doorstep looking for Dwayne insisting that she is his girlfriend, and reveals that Dwayne also had a swish city centre apartment which none the family seemed to have known about. 

At Dwayne’s club, manager Dave Stone says that in the previously close-knit young team rifts had begun to develop between players. Could this be a grudge killing from one of Dwayne’s team-mates, jealous of his imminent rise to Beckham status? Or is there more to this murder than meets the eye?

Now happily married with adopted children she is a leading force in contemporary dance. Jin has surrounded herself with the cream of her nation's talent, drawn together from its different regions and ethnic minorities.
Shanghai Beauty, a creation commissioned by the House of the World Cultures, Berlin, and developed as a collaboration between China's first independent dance ensemble, Jin Xing Dance Theatre Shanghai, and the German dance company Rubato. It is also one of the drawcards at this year’s Festival.

Adelaide Fringe Festival
The Adelaide Fringe is the biggest arts event in Australia and the second biggest fringe festival in the world. The 2010 Adelaide Fringe is the biggest in the event’s 50-year history. And in true Adelaide Fringe style, it’s big on shows that are fun, thought-provoking and a little bit cheeky.

(ASQ) was established in 1985 and is Quartet-in-Residence at the Elder Conservatorium of Music, University of Adelaide. Arsenic Toenails

The gold rushes of the nineteenth century made a great impact on the Australian economy and our development as a nation. Today Australia is ranked second in the world among gold-producing nations and reserves of the precious metal are far from exhausted. But is the glittering prosperity being tarnished by the ill effects that the extraction of gold has on the environment? Dr Paul Willis meets up with researchers from the University of Ballarat who are collecting children’s toenails and utilising a particle accelerator, Melbourne’s Synchrotron, to ascertain how much arsenic they contain. 

Space Suit

Images of astronauts drifting gracefully around in space may give the impression that their job is pretty cushy, but the reality is a spacewalk is no cakewalk! The spacesuits they are required to wear to survive in zero atmospheric pressure are bulky, hard to manoeuvre and can leave them at risk of developing serious health problems such as osteoporosis, and can even cause the loss of fingernails. Current spacesuits do little to counteract the effects of weightlessness that can cause muscles to atrophy and bones to crumble. To address these problems, Australian scientist James Waldie has been hard at work, at MIT Boston, developing the next generation of cosmic attire, including a prototype of a Gravity-Loading suit. Jonica Newby travels to Boston to try on some of the kit and to find out what would happen to her body in space if she were to swap one of James’s suits for her birthday suit.

Octogenarian, Emeritus Professor Nancy Millis still travels into her office at Melbourne University almost every day. She started her career as a fermentation scientist giving her a keen interest in growing huge amounts of bacteria. But, when the world of genetic engineering exploded in the 60s and 70s her background gave her the opportunity to make the greatest contribution of her scientific career. With her knowledge of GM techniques, but with no particular axe to grind, she was perfectly placed to chair the watchdog committee set up to keep their eye on GM scientists. Nancy shares her thoughts about her career and her views on world issues – as Catalyst profiles this charming Australian legend.
