	Six different faiths... six young Australians.  What will happen when they switch lives for two weeks?
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Freeman, a young Buddhist monk, switches lives with Anthony, a devoted Maronite Catholic. Freeman is hosted by the St Charbel's community in Sydney's west. Anthony is spending his two weeks at Chenrezig Institute, the Buddhist monastery where Freeman spent his childhood.
Over the two-week switch, an extremely open Freeman experiences the Maronite Catholic faith in many different ways. He attends a youth group and explains his Buddhist faith to them, before joining in with their games. He attends mass on numerous occasions and takes part in the adoration of a Catholic saint. He tells us that he is like a 'sponge' soaking up these experiences. He points out many similarities between Buddhism and Catholicism.
Anthony's experience of the swap is somewhat different. Chenrezig is located on the Sunshine Coast hinterland and Anthony finds the humidity oppressive, not to mention the 500 steps up which he has to carry his heavy suitcase. In his simple cabin he is attacked by bugs, which, under Buddhist law he is unable to kill. The showers are cold and the facilities rudimentary. He attends a number of meditation sessions, as well as helping out in the vegetarian kitchen. By the end of the first week, he believes that he has learned as much about Buddhism as he needs to know. On the first Sunday, he hitches 50km to mass because he believes that his attendance is non-negotiable.

	This week Parkinson meets acclaimed ballet dancer Carlos Acosta. "Thank God I didn't become a footballer and thank God I'm a ballet dancer because it's the most wonderful thing that ever happened to me," says Carlos.

His three-part documentary series on the subject of evil was broadcast on Channel 4 in December 2002 and in 2005 he presented a 30-minute documentary on BBC Four called Rankin on the Staircase, in which he investigated the relationship between real-life cases and crime fiction.
