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Before he began his career as a successful sports commentator, Charlie King worked on the front line as a family violence case worker. He once cradled in his arms a distressed two-year-old who had been sexually abused as the child’s father and abuser exclaimed, “She’ll get over it!”
That experience changed Charlie King’s life. The well-known and much-loved voice of AFL in the Northern Territory, who regularly commentates on sport from his Darwin ABC Radio desk, decided he couldn’t remain silent.

Charlie, a Gurindji man, is now using his voice and renown to advocate against family violence in Aboriginal communities across the Northern Territory, and in the past three years has devised a unique and powerful strategy. Using his love and knowledge of Aussie Rules football, he has found a simple language to convey his message of non-violence, producing remarkable results in curbing violence within Indigenous communities. So much so, that he was appointed the White Ribbon Day Ambassador for 2009.

We the Problem, We the Solution looks at the history and power of Charlie King’s new movement against violence, and the hope of spreading his message of ‘No More’ to all men across Australia.

Talking Heads: Mark Holden
Monday, 3 May 2010
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Mark Holden has been a ‘boy candy’ pop-star, music producer, Australian Idol judge and now a barrister. But his bare-chested appearance on Countdown in 1976 clutching a carnation is the unforgettable image of this Talking Heads.
“We created this really well-manicured, highly stylised creature and that creature, 'carnation boy', cut through.”

After a whirl wind of music and media offers, Holden moved to Sydney, transferring his studies to the University of New South Wales. Something had to give and he ended up bailing out of his degree just before the end.

Music had become Mark’s life but as he tells Peter Thompson, there was a steep learning curve ahead. “The best advice to me was, ‘You don't have a great voice Mark, so you're going to have to make the words mean something!’”

The image one gets is of a man unafraid to completely reinvent himself. Holden feels this was in reaction to his father’s safe and solid life, which was in turn a reaction to his father being unable to join the Holden family’s circus and never working.

For 18 years Holden was an R&B record producer in Los Angeles. He wrote one of The Temptations’ biggest hits, but then bizarrely ended up cutting albums for David Hasselhoff of Baywatch. But when his wife fell pregnant Holden wanted to return to Australia, to ‘plant’ his daughter in Australian soil.

After a high profile stint as a judge on Australian Idol, he’s now in a real courtroom, becoming a barrister 38 years after starting his law degree. 

“I'm a baby barrister. I'm starting again, it's all new. I am that person that's trying to break in!”

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After a week as Ian Parmenter’s guest in WA’s Margaret River, has Poh finally become a country girl? She certainly mixes it up with the local Alpacas and proves a dab hand at catching freshwater marron! 
Ian and his partner Ann have carved a slice of paradise for themselves in the Margaret River region. While they put in some hard yards with a vineyard and large property to care for, they make the most of the beautiful environment and wonderful sense of community. This week, their neighbour John Casas has invited Poh and Ian to collect some of the large freshwater crayfish – marron - from his dam.

Later in the day, on Ian’s verandah with his vineyard as a backdrop, Poh and Ian cook up a wonderful meal using local produce. Along with the fresh marron, there’s pink grapefruit from the garden, zucchinis from the local primary school and farmed rabbit.

Ian brushes the marron with oil infused with citrus before roasting them in his wood oven. He serves the marron with roasted vegetables and a pink grapefruit salad. 

With a nod to the country Poh cooks up rabbit with wine. Then unable to resist Ian’s wood oven she cooks up a simple potato and rosemary pizza. Using a thin crust dough Poh melts the cheese first before topping with cooked potato and fresh rosemary.

Thursday, 6 May 2010
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The Wood Royal Commission unleased an extraordinary investigation that swept through the NSW Police Force like a tsunami. For many, the stakes were life or death. Not everyone survived.
The Inquisition by award-winning filmmakers Rachel Landers and Dylan Blowen brings together the major players in the Commission for the first time in twelve years.

It has been said that since the First Fleet arrived Australians have been unsure whether they were on the side of the convicts or the guards. From that moment allegations of corruption, and the Australian police force have never been far apart. By the 1970s many began to suspect that the 16,000 member New South Wales police force – the 3rd largest in the world – was rotten with entrenched corruption. 

There was talk of high-level police protecting drug dealers and trafficking drugs themselves; of police involved in assault, in verballing, in fabricating evidence... even in murder.

In 1994 an extraordinary confluence of events allowed a now legendary team of corruption fighters to take them on. To do so they unleashed an investigative model so extreme, it seemed to challenge the very boundaries of justice itself. 

Told by the key players themselves: Independent MP John Hatton; Justice James Wood; Counsels Gary Crooke and John Agius; and Investigator Nigel Hadgkiss, The Inquisition is the story of the Wood Royal Commission into the NSW Police Service that became an international model for battling entrenched corruption.

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The 10 Conditions Of Love is a love story of a woman, a man, a family, a people and a homeland. It is the story of Rebiya Kadeer, the woman China has accused of inciting terrorism within its borders. 
It is also the story of the country its people call East Turkestan, but which the Chinese call Xinjiang Province. 

It is a big story: a story of the struggle for autonomy; of the global politics of energy; of politicking over the ‘War on Terror’; and of the pain of a family torn apart.

Exiled in the US, Rebiya Kadeer is fighting for the human rights of her people, the Uyghur (pron. wee-ger), China’s Muslim minority. 

But Rebiya Kadeer’s campaign has led to the on-going solitary confinement of her sons in a Chinese prison. Having done six years solitary herself, she understands the appalling consequences of her actions – but she will not relent.

Twice nominated for a Nobel Peace Prize, once – reputedly – the richest woman in China, Rebiya Kadeer is a remarkable woman paying a terrible price for patriotism.

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This week Can We Help? answers a call from two special friends. Judi Phipps and Marion Davidson have been wanting to do something special for their friend of 40 years, Teri Rinder. Judi wrote to the show hoping the team could help them organise a surprise for their dear friend Teri as she has been dealing with the degenerative effects of Multiple Sclerosis for many years. Eighteen months ago Teri’s condition meant she could no longer live in her own home and there are not many occasions when she can head out and about, or see old friends, especially in Judi’s case. Judi lives in far north Queensland and while she calls Teri regularly, she hasn’t seen her for over 8 years. 
One thing Judi told Can We Help? is that Teri had been talking a lot about the penguins she had seen on television and how this brought her great joy. So the plan was set – reunite the long-time friends and organise a special behind-the-scenes tour of the penguin enclosure at the Melbourne Aquarium. It is a happy afternoon, but the story doesn’t end there!

Judi explains that Teri had to give up her beloved Labrador when she went into care and being an animal lover this had been devastating. Can We Help? calls on the charity group PALS (Pets Are Loving Support) so that a weekly visit from dog companions to the nursing home can be arranged.

In this program we also find out about the emerging Perth-based charity ‘Strike a Chord’ which is using the gift of music to help kids with cancer. It’s an idea that has won the foundation some high profile support, including Sir Richard Branson and a lot of dedicated volunteers to help make it a success.

Then Alan and Bill take us back into the shed and reflect on Australia II’s historical win in the 1983 America’s Cup yacht race before making some toy yachts of their own.

And finally, Kate Burridge reveals the answer to a very colourful linguistic question by exploring the use of the word blue, as in blue blood, blue ribbon, blue movies and blue collar.

Waking The Dead: Mask Of Sanity

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The cold case team re-investigates three murders between 1979 and 1985, when the wallets of all three victims are anonymously sent to the widow of one of the victims only days after the accused killer, James Jenson (Nicholas Beveny), is released from jail.
Jenson, the prime suspect for the three murders, was deemed mentally unfit to stand trial following a confession. At the time, Dr. Bruno Rivelli (James Fox – A Passage to India, Patriot Games), who ran the Hickley Children’s Home where Jenson grew up was also a suspect but was not pursued when Jenson confessed. He now runs a successful paediatric psychiatry unit, with his daughter Sophie (Jemma Redgrave – Cold Blood, Bramwell). 

Det. Supt. Boyd (Trevor Eve) brings Jenson in for questioning, and discovers that although he seems confused and slow to understand the questions, he is not a violent man. Then when DS Boyd and Dr. Grace Foley (Sue Johnston) interview Alan Pierce (Paul Ritter), another of the home’s children at the time, they uncover a regime of cruelty and beatings.

Having established that all three victims had dealings with or were involved with the children’s home – DS Boyd instructs DI Jordan (Wil Johnson) to follow Jenson to search for clues. That’s when they discover another former child at the home, Harris Wall (Martin Marquez), is a local councillor and is now married to Rivelli’s daughter Sophie. And, why would he be giving Jenson money?

The New Inventors

This week on The New Inventors - the key to a good night’s sleep; a way to transform your truck; and an invention that puts bicycles in the spotlight. Hosted by James O’Loghlin, The New Inventors showcases the best new Australian inventions, from the innovative to the inspirational, the weird and the wonderful. Deciding the winner of these three inventions are: engineer James Bradfield Moody, science broadcaster Bernie Hobbs, and designer Alison Page. Inventions featured on the program: 

BPOD – by inventor Michael Gorman from VIC

It is the cause of many sleepless nights, fights between husbands and wives, and subsequent relegation to the couch. Sleep apnoea occurs when the airway collapses during sleep, causing the sufferer to wake from a lack of oxygen. In extreme cases this can happen up to 800 times a night, so if you have sleep apnoea you and your partner can forget about a good night's sleep. Tonight, The New Inventors presents the elusive cure.

Michael Gorman, biomedical engineer and inventor, has created the BPOD. The invention is worn on the chest as the patient sleeps. When they roll onto their back the device triggers a vibration, causing the sleeper to roll over without waking. Extensive testing has shown that the invention reduces interfered sleeping time from 30-40% of the night to less than 1%.

MULTI-CLINE – by inventor Chet Cline from VIC

A lot of people who live on the land love trucks, and there is a particular truck for just about everything you can think of. There are box trucks, refrigerated trucks, dump body trucks, grain body trucks, service and utility trucks, tray trucks, and more. Unfortunately trucks don't come cheap and devices to change the body of a truck aren’t much better. 

The Multi-Cline is a simple, economical, and lightweight method of changing from one truck body to another. The invention is at least 50% cheaper than other systems on the market, and up to 80% lighter, allowing truck owners to transport more goods, and achieve better fuel economy. The invention allows the user to swap one truck body for another quickly, safely and easily.

FIREFLY – by inventor James Morton from NSW

Most motorists do their best to avoid running over cyclists, after all it can damage your car. The problem is that sometimes they just don’t see the cyclist. If you are driving along focused on the cars in front, you may not notice the cyclist who is about to cross your path. 

The Firefly light uses a sensor that detects traffic approaching from behind the rider. When a car is detected, LEDs flash onto the back of the rider. The device has a protruding arm which allows the light to illuminate the entire back of the rider at any angle. A set of LEDs also illuminate the ground beneath the rider, allowing drivers to see exactly where the rider is.

Magic Lab
Magical illusions rely on the way our brain interprets visual information. By trial and error magicians have learned to capitalise on this fact in their sleight of hand trade. Jonica Newby visits Las Vegas to meet some magicians who are revealing their trade secrets for science.

Toxic Crops
Double the food with half the resources by 2050 – that’s what scientists say we need to do to provide world food security for a predicted population of 8.5 billion people. Climate change will make the job harder, but another challenge is yet to make its impact fully known.  

Plants love carbon dioxide, so the increased levels of CO2 in our atmosphere due to anthropogenic causes should help plants to thrive. However, Australian scientists report that plants redirect this boon toward the production of toxins that help protect them against predator attack, such as animals and insects. Experiments have also indicated that there is a reduced level of protein in some crops. This will have long ranging impacts on food supplies for humans and livestock. One crop, cassava, an important staple in many poor nations, also shows signs of producing less of its edible tubers.

Graham Phillips reports how increasing levels of CO2 will affect food security.

Big Prawns
One of the great advantages of growing food in saltwater is that, essentially, it’s drought-proof farming. 

No wonder then that scientists are turning to marine aquaculture to develop more efficient ways of producing food for our tables. 

In a process similar to that used in developing the breed lines in livestock, the best prawns are selected for future generations. But when each female prawn can have around a quarter of a million babies, tracing the parents can be tricky. That’s where DNA fingerprinting comes in. 

Surfing scientist Ruben Meerman went to see how CSIRO scientists on the Gold Coast are turning the tiger into the king of the prawn jungle.
