	Musician Benny Walker’s back-drop is the festival that his grandfather helped establish in his home town of Echuca. Offering a seamless blend of soul, blues, reggae and folk, singer-songwriter Benny Walker is without doubt one of Australia's most promising rising stars and 2012 is shaping up to be a big year for this young Yorta-Yorta man.
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A lot of interest has been building around Benny Walker since the release of his self-titled debut album in 2008. Now his highly anticipated album 'Summer Sun' is shaping up to be a huge success for him. With regular shows around regional Victoria and an East Coast tour planned to promote his new album, this singer-songwriter barely has time to himself these days and he wouldn't have it any other way. 
Born and bred in the Victorian town of Echuca, Benny's main passion has always been music. His father and both grandfathers all played in bands and have been a steady form of support and big influence throughout Benny's career.
Like his brother (AFL star Andrew Walker) Benny has grown to be a strong Indigenous role model. He spends time between Echuca and Melbourne but uses his free time giving talks to young Aboriginal people at the YMCA and works with the Richmond Football Club as a mentor.
Recently Benny has been invited to perform at some of Australia's finest music festivals and his thoughtful, sunny rhythms combined with his smooth soulful voice have been described by many as 'simply amazing'. But first he returns to Echuca to perform at the Riverboat Festival to continue a family tradition which now spans three generations.

	Host William McInnes takes us to the much-loved Melbourne institution The Collector, an auction house in the eastern suburb of Murrumbeena, where the family of Arthur, Robin, Merrick and David Boyd all grew up.
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This is Melbourne's artistic heartland. The Collector has weekly auctions, and a monthly theme. This time it's Rock, Pop and Retro - perfect for our two vendors, and their 1960s offerings. The Collector is owned and run by Vanessa Crew and the auctioneer is her son, Adam Truscott.
Gordon Williams is a web designer and sci-fi fan with an obvious eye for a bargain. In 1978 he bought a curious looking chair for $60 at a garage sale.  It was covered in brown vinyl, which was perfectly acceptable at the time. Curiously, it has two speakers built into the headrest. 
A year ago Gordon finally discovered what he had bought. It is a prototype Sound Chair, commissioned by the late iconic architect Robin Boyd for the 1967 Montreal Expo's Australian Pavilion. It took the Expo by storm, with crowds flocking to sit in it. 
Also from the 1960s is Rob Duffield's Japanese Meisei mantle clock, battery-powered and clad in very retro pale green marbleised Bakelite, with a pearl-coloured face. Rob's research reveals that American comedienne and actor Lucille Ball had one just like it. A touch of celebrity might just give it extra appeal.
The Collector's auctions are about two things in particular - efficient and spirited selling, and delivering a bit of theatre and fun. Both are achieved!

Compass: Hospital Chaplains: Love and Other Miracles
Sunday, 20 May 2012
	Every day in Australia over 40,000 patients are in hospital. While medicine tends their bodies, hospital chaplains tend their souls. Over eight episodes we follow our chaplains' journeys alongside the patients and their families at three major hospitals. They are Catholic, Protestant, Muslim, Jewish and Buddhist. Regardless of their faith, they all meet the same challenges - to help make sense of the mystery of illness, pain, suffering and despair. This series offers a unique bedside view of the daily life and death drama of hospital life through our chaplains' eyes. 
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This week at St Vincent's Hospital in the heart of Sydney, Rocco's double lung transplant has taken him to death's door five times in the past six months. He and his devoted wife Elizabeth are firm favourites on Catholic Chaplain Father Laurie Christie's rounds. Their love for each other and deep faith humbles and inspires him in his work. Meantime, at Liverpool Hospital, Chaplain Hanh helps heal an old wound as a mother relives the traumatic story of the birth of her 'miracle' baby.

	In the second of three programs which tell the story of The Queen as she reaches her Diamond Jubilee, Andrew Marr assesses her moves to modernise the monarchy, from the abolition of the presentation of debutantes in 1958, to the very modern wedding of William and Catherine last year. Prince William and Prince Harry discuss their grandmother's influence on the wedding day, from the guest list to the choice of uniforms.

Time Team: A Copper Bottomed Dig, Swansea

	Two hundred years ago, Swansea was one of the wealthiest cities in the country, if not the world. The source of those riches was neither the coal nor the steel recently associated with the area, but copper.
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The Welsh port city once led the world in copper smelting, but today there's almost nothing to be seen of this unique heritage. So Tony Robinson and the team investigate one of the very first copper works, White Rock. 
Records show that its Great Workhouse housed as many as 20 furnaces, right by the River Tawe, and also that copper production once devastated this landscape, leeching deadly toxins into the ground and sending countless workers to an early grave. 
The poisonous fumes blighted the landscape, and the valley was described as akin to Dante's Inferno, with smoke, noise and pollution. It's a complete contrast to what can be seen there today.

	Narrated by Alan Brough (Spicks & Specks), Wild Life At The Zoo is a fly-on-the-wall look into the workings of one of the world's most renowned zoos, Taronga - home to 340 species and 3,400 animals across 52 acres of prime real estate on the shores of Sydney Harbour.
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Tonight's episode will include: 
Elephant Mating
Gung is Taronga's male elephant.  He's sired two calves in the last three years  but has recently had no success with Tang Mo the female Asian elephant. The mating attempts occur at Gung's bachelor pad a short walk from Tang Mo's exhibit.  It's important for her long term health that she conceives as female elephants that don't have calves before they are 20 years-old can experience reproductive problems. It's also vital for the zoo's continuing conservation breeding program for this endangered species. With no sign of pregnancy the zoo brings in German experts to try artificial insemination.

Seal Training
Franklin the sub-Antarctic fur seal was a juvenile when he washed up in NSW 2,000 kilometres away from his home in the Great Southern Ocean. When vets first examined him he was hovering between life and death.  Slowly he's recovered, and when Franklin is placed with the other seals, he acts as though he is a fully-grown, tough adult. Over time he's been working with trainers to take a role in Taronga's seal show. Franklin makes his debut in the seal theatre to show the public the range of unique seal behaviours that make his species special.

Christchurch Earthquake

In 2010, the lush rural landscape of the Canterbury Plains west of Christchurch in New Zealand was ground zero for a devastating earthquake.  A fault nobody knew existed generated a magnitude 7.1 earthquake and a swarm of smaller tremors.  These aftershocks became part of everyday life in and around Christchurch and in February 2011, one of magnitude 6.3 hit the already reeling city again causing loss of life and buildings in the CBD.  Mark Horstman visits the aftermath of the quakes and meets the seismologists working to understand the new-found fault line, and the engineers aiming to rebuild the city to survive future threats.
