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What will happen when they switch lives for two weeks?
Mobinah, a committed Muslim, switches lives with Jordane, a young Jewish woman recently returned to Australia after a year on a kibbutz in Israel. Apart from their obvious religious differences, there are strong contrasts in their communities. Mobinah's family lives in the multicultural melting pot of western Sydney, while Jordane is from the leafy, middle-class suburbs of eastern Melbourne.
Mobinah's switch sees her living with Rabbi Fred and his wife for two weeks. This gives her many opportunities to experience a diverse range of ceremonies and activities, including a wedding, a christening and preparations for Passover. She embraces the experience with an open mind and heart, although she cannot be persuaded to take off her hijab. In the end she tells us that Holy Switch has made her a better Muslim.
Jordane spends two weeks with Mobinah's extended family in their large Bonnyrigg house that also doubles as a community centre. The Halal cuisine is hot and spicy, and mealtimes with up to 15 family members around the table are an education. At coffee with Mobinah's friends, the discussion ranges across issues such as faith, sex and marriage. She soon begins to struggle with the early morning call to prayer and she misses her friends from the Netzer youth group, but the real challenge comes when she attends a fundraiser for Syrian rebels.

	An extraordinary story of the hard-fought rise and dramatic fall of a visionary Australian Prime Minister during one of the country's most turbulent eras. With its scandals and political deaths, dizzying highs and terrible lows, prime minister Gough Whitlam's rise and fall reads like Shakespeare. Heroic to some, flawed to others, his changes still echo today.
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Edward Gough Whitlam was born in Melbourne on July 11, 1916, to Baptist parents Martha and Frederick, a lawyer who was Crown Solicitor of Australia from 1936 to 1949, and helped develop the Universal Declaration of Human Rights. Gough's was a privileged upbringing.
Whitlam entered Parliament in 1953, joined the Shadow Cabinet in 1959, became Deputy Leader in 1960, and Leader in 1966 after a catastrophic ALP defeat. As the 1969 election loomed, Whitlam mounted a leadership battle within the ALP to shore up his position. He didn't win the election, but he came close.
Meanwhile, Australia's baby boomers were growing rebellious. Out on the streets they were railing against sexism and racism, and demanding peace not war, especially in Vietnam. Whitlam's persona and new policies hit a chord.
The hunger for change came together for the 1972 ALP election campaign. TV and rock stars and prominent Australians all appeared in ads performing the catchy ‘It's Time’ jingle. The image of a new Australia surged into the nation's lounge rooms and then the ballot box - making Gough Whitlam the first Labor prime minister in 23 years.

	In the small Victorian regional town of Colac, 61-year-old Cliff Young (Kevin Harrington) is an oddity. For a start, he's a vegetarian. And he's a teetotaller. Add to that, he's a virgin and still lives on the family farm with his mother.
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Cliff scrounges out a meagre existence farming potatoes and a few dairy cattle. That's not so odd in these parts. But when he's not battling the fickleness of nature, Cliff doesn't head to the pub or the footy ground like most. He spends his time running, covering vast distances in a single day. On one of these runs, he meets a local girl, Mary, and an unexpected connection is formed.
When the potato crop fails - again - Cliff enters the inaugural 550 mile Sydney-to-Melbourne footrace. He hooks up with his old friend, Wally, who hasn't trained a decent runner in years, and who now lives a sad existence alone.
This unlikely duo set out to defy the doubters and qualify for the gruelling race. But waiting for Cliff in Sydney are the world's greatest distance runners and a media that views his ramshackle entourage with wide-eyed incredulity.
Foregoing sleep, Cliff runs eighteen hours a day. When he hits the wall and can't go on, Mary is on hand to help him through. When he takes the lead and shuffles on, Australia is utterly transfixed. Five days later, a nation celebrates when Cliffy wins by the proverbial country mile.
Post race, Cliff marries his sweetheart Mary to the cheers of thousands of well-wishers. But fame is a fickle mistress and Cliff soon finds himself far removed from his comfort zone as entrepreneurs circle and stark city skyscrapers replace lush green paddocks.
The death of his mother sees Cliff return home to the family farm, a changed man.
