	The Urab Dancers are serving as a beacon for the young Porumalgul people of the Torres Strait who believe that language and dance have something to offer them, and indeed that they have something to offer in return. They have shared their cultural performances and stories with wider audiences and this year plan to undertake a tour to several destinations on mainland Australia. What's in store for a group of young people who are now realising their cultural past holds the key to their very modern future?
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The Torres Strait is home to the Porumagul people of the Kulkulgal nation. This community is one of the smallest in the Torres Strait, and is keenly aware of the problems facing many Indigenous communities in Australia in their loss of cultural identity and tradition.
In the past, Elders have been the cornerstone in maintaining the teaching and practice of traditional and cultural knowledge; but recently an unexpected social shift has occurred in some communities whereby the young people have become the proactive element within those roles.

	Host William McInnes takes us back to Lawsons in Sydney, Australia's oldest general auction house, with a 130-year history of selling everything. William is in search of sunken treasure, has a brush with antique firearms and meets a true patron of the arts.
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Marlene Antico is a former gallery owner and art dealer, and she's got a big heart. Several years ago, she created the Paddington Art Prize, targeting emerging landscape artists who are struggling to make a name and earn a living. The prize is $20,000, entirely funded by Marlene.
Each year she patiently puts the money together by taking some of her own possessions and works of art to Sydney's various auction houses, then holds her breath until the hammer falls. In Sydney's competitive art circles she is universally loved and respected and this time at Lawsons, she is selling a Robert Dickerson silk-screen print and a small piece of Lalique glass.
Meanwhile, retired master builder, antique collector and billiards nut Harry Terrett is downsizing and selling plenty of exquisite antiques, but the stand-out item is a one-off which caught his eye in a Brisbane bric-a-brac shop 35 years ago. It's a hat stand used by Harry as a billiard cue stand.
The real attraction of the day is a large collection of salvaged sunken treasure, the property of adventurer and diver Captain Mike Hatcher. Most of the treasures are from the wreck of the Tek Sing, a Chinese trader recovered in 1999. It sank in 1822 off the coast of Java, taking 320,000 pieces of porcelain to the bottom. The bronze cannon from the early 1700s is to die for.

	Every day in Australia over 40,000 patients are in hospital. While medicine tends their bodies, hospital chaplains tend their souls. Over eight episodes we follow our chaplains' journeys alongside the patients and their families at three major hospitals. They are Catholic, Protestant, Muslim, Jewish and Buddhist. Regardless of their faith, they all meet the same challenges - to help make sense of the mystery of illness, pain, suffering and despair. This series offers a unique bedside view of the daily life and death drama of hospital life through our chaplains' eyes.
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This week at Liverpool Hospital in Sydney's south-west Anglican Chaplain Graham McKay is visiting Sharren. She's battled disability and diabetes ever since a horrific car crash 28 years ago left her paralysed down one side. Now Sharren's left leg is not getting enough blood flow and must be amputated. Meantime, at Royal North Shore Hospital, Uniting Church Chaplain Julie Telfer meets Kerina who is being treated for an infected hand and has an interesting story to tell. And in ICU Chaplain Di Roche is preparing for the arrival of Annie and Ruby, therapy dogs who visit the unit once a week and help lift everyone's spirits.

	To celebrate the 20th anniversary of the High Court's decision in the MABO case, Message Stick has produced 480: MABO - a 5 x 8' mini-documentary series which looks back over the history of land rights, Eddie Mabo and his role in a landmark decision made by the courts that overturned the legal doctrine of terra nullius.
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Episode 1: Invasion - Monday May 28 at 6.50pm on ABC1
In 1788 Britain legally claimed Australia to be terra nullius - a law whereby Indigenous Australians could not sell or assign land. The move dispossessed hundreds of Aboriginal and Torres Strait Islanders of their land, culture and spiritual connections. It also sparked a battle that would continue through generations and shape what Australia is today.
Episode 2: From Little Things, Big Things Grow - Tuesday May 29 at 6.50pm on ABC1
Through the 60s and 70s the Land Rights movement erupted onto the streets across the nation.  The Gurindji people walked off Vesty's station and the Aboriginal people of Wreck Bay rejected the government’s offer of a lease, stating they wanted full title over their land.  For Aboriginal and Torres Strait Islander nations the dream of regaining their land again was becoming a reality.
Episode 3: The Family Man - Wednesday May 30 at 6.50pm on ABC1
Eddie Koiki Mabo was more than just a court case. Through the eyes of his daughter Gail Mabo we take a personal look into the man who was an obstinate, passionate family man and who was consumed with fighting for the culture and ownership of a tiny island in the Torres Strait.

Eddie Koiki Mabo won his way into history when the highest court in the country ruled in his favour and disproved the law of terra nullius.

Wild Life At The Zoo

	Narrated by Alan Brough (Spicks & Specks), Wild Life At The Zoo is a fly-on-the-wall look into the workings of one of the world's most renowned zoos, Taronga - home to 340 species and 3,400 animals across 52 acres of prime real estate on the shores of Sydney Harbour.
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In tonight's episode: Baby Bongo
Taronga Zoo only recently (on April 13th, 2012) announced the arrival of an incredibly rare animal - an Eastern Bongo calf, born to first-time mother Djembe on April 2nd. 
There are as few as 75 remaining in the wild.  Taronga has a young male and female, but they lack experience with each other.  An older female bongo helps teach the youngsters how to mate successfully.  And for the first time keepers are able to witness this wonderful birth via CCTV cameras.
Tasmanian Devils
The zoo is part of an Australia-wide breeding program, and is home to a number of Tasmanian Devils which are vital to the future of this endangered species. The Devils are off display in a specially-designed breeding facility that mimics their natural surroundings in Tasmania. Since 2008, three different breeding pairs have produced 12 Devil joeys, which is vitally important in terms of numbers of young and genetic variability. Tasmanian Devils are in peril of extinction due to an aggressive form of facial cancer, so the 'insurance' breeding program in zoos is all the more important.
Andean Condor Chick
A pair of ageing Andean condors, Connie and Bruce, produce two eggs. The first egg is taken by keepers who artificially incubate it and the second is kept by the condors to take care of themselves.

Exercise is Medicine
We all know that exercise is good for us. It works out the heart, lungs, vascular system, improves muscle tone and function - and over time tunes just about every part of the human body. It makes us feel better, look better and function better.

Every now and then Venus slides in between the sun and the earth, obscuring a small portion of our sun. In the 18th century Lieutenant James Cook was sent to Tahiti to track the event. This mission, which aimed to calculate the size of the solar system, unexpectedly birthed the first friendly relations between Europeans and Maori people.  Mark Horstman visits Tolaga Bay in NZ where celebrations of the Transit of Venus next week have a special cultural and historic significance.

But put yourself in the thick of it having to make a split second decision. Over the last 25 years, Professor Richard Kingsford has focused his research on the waterbirds, wetlands and rivers of arid Australia. Nearly every year over that quarter century, he's taken to the skies, and flown over approximately a third of the continent counting waterbirds, providing valuable information about biodiversity and bird populations.
