Message Stick: Pemulwuy Part 1
Sunday, 9 May 2010
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Pemulwuy: A War of Two Laws is a two-part documentary series that explores the story of Pemulwuy - a traditional Bidgigal warrior who led a 12 year guerrilla war of payback against the soldiers and settlers of the British colony at Sydney Cove who stole land, food resources, and kidnapped and killed Bidgigal women. 
This documentary brings Pemulwuy to life, describing his bravery and determination as he wandered the new settlements taking revenge for the wrongs inflicted on the Aboriginal people. Until now, he has never been acknowledged, let alone celebrated in Australian colonial history. 

Aboriginal and non-Aboriginal experts: Jim Kohen – Dharug historian; Prof. Eric Wilmott – historian and author of Pemulwuy The Rainbow Warrior; Richard Green – Dharug descendant, history and language teacher; Leanne Tobin – Dharug descendant and playwright; Launa Munroe – student and human rights activist, all discuss Pemulwuy’s part in the history of early European settlement, and why we know so little about it. 

They pose important questions about this country’s dual history, including the controversy around the introduction of diseases by the first settlers - was it simply an accidental consequence of first contact, or was it a deliberate attempt at germ warfare? 

Next week in part two we explore how the Pemulwuy story has been left out of Australia’s history, and what happened to his remains. It is believed his head was sent back to England to Sir Joseph Banks.

New Series
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In this new series of Foyles War it is July 1945 and while VE Day has been celebrated in Britain, the war continues elsewhere in the world. The immediate aftermath of war was not a time of jubilation and optimism, as had been expected. The country was exhausted and poverty-stricken, families torn apart and rations tighter than ever before. Like everyone else, Detective Chief Superintendent Christopher Foyle (Michael Kitchen) needs to feel his way in this new world as he faces some of his toughest challenges and gripping plots to date. Keen to retire, but bound to his old job by the steep rise in violent crime that has swept the country, Foyle is thrust into the dangerous worlds of international conspiracy and execution, military racism and national betrayal.  
Honeysuckle Weeks returns as Samantha Stewart, previously Foyle’s driver. Now that peace has been declared she dabbles in various jobs until she meets a brilliant mathematician called Adam, played by Max Brown, who has recently taken over a Hastings guest house and is desperately in need of help. Meanwhile Anthony Howell reprises his role as D.S. Milner, who has been promoted and is now working for Brighton police force.

Episode one, The Russian House, focuses on the return of the Cossacks to Russia once the war was over. In a secret codicil, signed in March 1945, the British agreed to the forced repatriation of all émigré Russians in the full knowledge that this would lead to their brutal executions.

Compass: The Trials Of Galileo
Sunday, 9 May 2010
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This Compass special travels 400 years back through time to a defining moment in the stormy relationship between religion and science, authority and free thought.
It goes back to the trial and condemnation of Galileo, an Italian philosopher, astronomer and scientist, convicted of heresy for publishing ideas that changed the way we think about the universe. 

In the 1600s Galileo turned the world’s view of the heavens and our place in it upside down. 

With his telescopes he mapped the night skies and suggested the earth was not the fixed centre of the universe, but that it and all the other planets revolved around the sun. 

In 1633 for writing about his theory Galileo was tried and found guilty by the Roman Catholic Inquisition. But was he convicted justly?

This is what the School of History and Philosophy at the University of New South Wales set out to explore when it re-opened the case against Galileo with a modern courtroom hearing staged live in front of a packed audience at the Sir John Clancy Auditorium. 

The re-trial is not a re-enactment; nor is it scripted. It is an improvised role-play starring real-life barristers, scientists, scholars and churchmen who play the key protagonists with much wit, intelligence and aplomb.

Among them are former NSW premier Bob Carr as the Grand Duke of Tuscany; leading Australian astronomer Prof Fred Watson as Galileo; barrister Anna Katzmann SC in her last ‘courtroom’ appearance as the Prosecution Counsel (she’s now a Federal Court judge); barrister Julian Burnside QC as the Defence Counsel; and former priest Dr Paul Collins (himself censured by the Roman Catholic Church) who plays Cardinal Robert Bellarmine.

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Welcome to Psychoville, a spine-tingling, jaw-dropping, thrilling mystery comedy populated with grotesque Gothic characters whose bizarre lives are thrown into disarray by the receipt of an anonymous missive bearing the chilling message: ‘I know what you did…’
Like the best whodunnits, each episode draws viewers deeper and deeper into the kind of world that only the creators of The League Of Gentlemen, Steve Pemberton and Reece Shearsmith, could dream up.
An embittered hook-handed clown, Mr Jelly, who makes balloon animals; a desperately misguided midwife, Joy, with a very odd child; Robert, a love-struck telekinetic dwarf in love with Snow White, his pantomime co-star; a blind avaricious collector, Mr Lomax; and a murder-obsessed man-child, David – all are affected in different ways by the message and their already strange lives are hilariously turned on their heads.

Tonight, Mr Lomax enlists the help of his care-worker Michael in the quest to complete his unusual collection of ‘commodities’ and they soon enter into an eBay bidding war. 

Things go from bad to worse when a misunderstanding leads David, and his mum Maureen, to try and cover up events that took place at the Murder Mystery evening and Robert is surprised when Debbie asks him out on a dinner date. Meanwhile, a mysterious black-gloved figure is contacting Joy, Jelly and the rest with another chilling message about the past.
Everyone familiar with The League of Gentlemen will know what to expect from Steve Pemberton and Reece Shearsmith’s latest offering.

Although billed as a comedy-thriller, the comedy is as bitter as chocolate made from 100 per cent cocoa solids. But in the absence of laughter, there is a twisted narrative like a coherent nightmare. Once again they have created a fully imagined world unlike anything else around. It’s weird, and it’s not to everyone’s taste, but it packs enough mystery and clever writing into each half hour to make viewers curious to see more.

Blast-off with Voyage To The Planets: an Australian made documentary series exploring the pleasures and pitfalls of travel to the very alien planets of our own solar system.

Narrated by Richard Roxburgh, this series visits the planets from a very personal perspective: that of the people who have sent probes hurtling to strange worlds, and also from the viewpoint of any one of us who might dream of making a trip ourselves. 

The series is styled in the guise of a visual guidebook, tapping into the mystery and intrigue of space exploration while providing the sort of practical information required by anyone who might like to imagine actually going there. Think of it as a kind of handbook for our cosmic neighbourhood. Voyage To The Planets recaptures the sense of wonder and romance that was so palpable during the early years of the exploration of the Moon and the planets beyond. 

With a renewed push to propel humans into the heavens and the last three decades of unmanned interplanetary missions behind us, we now have the legitimacy to look deeply into the solar system to explore what our planetary neighbours offer in terms of destinations for human exploration and discovery.  As dawn breaks on a new age of manned space flight, Voyage To The Planets offers a ringside seat to the splendours of the solar system: an astronaut’s guide to whole new worlds of possibility.

Secrets Of The Parthenon
Thursday, 13 May 2010
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The majesty and mystery of the celebrated Greek temple, the Parthenon is investigated by historical and architectural experts who go behind-the-scenes of the Greek government’s Acropolis Restoration Project.
The project is a multi-decade, multi-million dollar effort to rescue the Parthenon and other ancient structures on the Athenian Acropolis. The Parthenon, in particular, was in danger of collapse.

Over the last 32 years, experts have disassembled, analysed and painstakingly repaired thousands of marble blocks, bringing to light the Parthenon’s astonishing, unsuspected design features and raising questions about how the ancient Greeks actually built it  - and in just eight or nine years.

Their discoveries of the amazing precision and design dexterity that went into its creation are mind blowing. They achieved apparent perfection in a building that contains almost no straight lines or right angles and without the modern tools and blueprints that architects need today.

Waking The Dead: Double Bind
Friday, 14 May 2010
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Det. Supt. Boyd’s (Trevor Eve) team are called in when a man taking advice from a gardening website digs up a plant and finds a body. The advice-giver is a psychiatric patient, Daniel Lennon (Miles Anderson), committed 40 years earlier for killing his parents, and now on the run. 
The body is identified as Austrian student Rolf Voller, who in the 1960s was an assistant to psychiatrist Dr Raymond Parke (Richard Johnson), who was treating patients here at what was then a squat. One of those patients was Daniel Lennon. 

After falling out with colleague Dr. Grace Foley (Sue Johnston) over his bullying behaviour, DS Boyd is left to interview both Daniel’s psychiatrist, Dr. Caroline Ritter (Jill Baker), and the now elderly Parke. Ritter says Daniel wouldn’t harm anyone, but Parke insists he’s dangerous. Another puzzling element is that Daniel’s brother, Chris (Greg Hicks) had taken his son Mark (Hugh Mitchell) to visit Daniel every week.

DC Stella Goodman (Felicite Du Jeu) sees Mark carrying a bag of provisions into the woods and follows him. He leads her to Daniel who flees when he spots her in the distance. Later, when they examine his campsite, Dr. Lockhart finds traces of LSD, and suspects Daniel is using it to recall memory. 

Chris Lennon tells police that he is still haunted by horrific flashbacks from an acid trip he took when visiting Daniel, and remembers Daniel reluctantly being led upstairs to a room, and the horrendous noises which came out of it. They discover that Parke and Voller had used role play to re-create disturbing experiences from their patients’ past.

Suspecting that Daniel’s psychiatrist may have been keeping him doped up all these years, Dr. Lockart decides to replicate the parents’ murder scene.

Local district nurse Sally Rickworth (Claire Price) is found in a drunken stupor after a dinner at the tennis club and her friend Melissa (Lucy Punch) is viciously surprised while sunbaking. Her attack particularly shocks Adam Keyne (Adrian Rawlins) a bankrupt proprietor of a classic car dealership.

Talking Heads: Judy Steel

This week on Talking Heads Peter Thompson’s guest is Judy Steel, a retired Australian nurse who has created a second life for herself working in Africa.

Known as ‘Mama Jude’ to a community of impoverished Ugandans, she has made it her mission to improve their quality of health care and their life in general.
Steel was on a caravan trip through Central Australia, caught in a flash flood, when she first had a vision of herself holding a black child in Africa. She couldn’t shake the image and eventually volunteered to work in a clinic in Kampala.
Appalled by the poverty, the spread of AIDS and the corruption in health administration, Steel starting raising funds and acquiring unwanted medical equipment from Australia to furnish a hospital there.
She has now set up an immunisation program, a health education clinic, a small loans scheme for women, a literacy school, a youth group and a physiotherapy rehabilitation facility.
Now 67 years old, Steel has Parkinson’s disease and realises she can’t keep going forever. But she’s back in Kampala to build an operating theatre.

Poh's Kitchen

Before Poh leaves Western Australia she goes to visit her friend French chef Emmanuel Mollois, who gives her the challenge to come up with a ‘Poh’s Kitchen’ macaroon. 
Macaroons are one of Emmanuel’s specialties and are all the rage in Paris. These delicate biscuits – crisp on the outside and gooey on the inside are coloured in every colour of the rainbow and filled with the most exotic flavour combinations – like jasmine/ mango, rose, chestnut, blackcurrant/violet and even caramel and salted butter.  
Emmanuel gives Poh a tour of his kitchen where macaroons are being made and shows her how he mixes and experiments with colours for the famous biscuit. 
Back in Poh’s kitchen, Emmanuel shares two of his macaroon recipes. One is a classic – the other is a brand new invention and a surprising combination – but the flavour is unbelievable.  
To complement the idea of colour and crazy fillings, Poh cooks a classic Malaysian version of a macaroon that she remembers making as a child that is nicknamed ‘sticky marbles’. ‘Onde Onde’ is a glutinous rice ball with a palm sugar filling that melts when it’s cooked and bursts in the mouth when eaten. Emmanuel is amazed at the sensation! 
To continue the theme of colourful, flavour-filled snacks, Poh comes up with four different glutinous rice ball recipes – each a different colour and each with a surprising filling. 
Poh explores the history of macaroons and finds they have a royal connection.  Poh also explains the art of matching food flavours with tea. Just like wine, tea can be matched with food to complement or contrast with food flavours and enhance the dining experience.
This is a program of surprising tastes and exotic colours from two completely different cultural perspectives.

The New Inventors

Hosted by James O’Loghlin, The New Inventors is bursting with the innovative and the imaginative, the unique and the unusual, the fantastic and the fascinating. Deciding the winner of these three inventions are: designer Alison Page, agricultural scientist Chris Russell, and inventor and journalist Christine Kininmonth. Inventions featured on the program: 

COOLME VEST – by inventors Glen Deakin and Robert Ennis-Thomas from QLD

Fire fighting is one of the most dangerous jobs in the world, and there is no doubt that when fire fighters are fighting a burning blaze they are feeling the heat. A raging inferno is undoubtedly hot enough, but the protective clothing that fire fighters wear can actually increase their body temperature further, putting them at significant risk of heat stroke, which if left untreated can become life-threatening.

The CoolMe Vest is a personal cooling device designed to be worn under the protective clothing worn by fire fighters. The vest is activated by adding water, which reacts with the chemical solution inside the vest to provide instant cooling.  

WILSAVE ZONE ALERT – by inventors Ken Wilson and Peter Wilson from VIC

The persistent beeping of a reversing truck at 6:00 in the morning is enough to drive you madly into the street in your pyjamas, yelling wildly at the truck driver. As annoying as this noise is in a residential area, on a construction site it may not be loud enough. This is because workers are often wearing headphones, working with noisy equipment such as jackhammers, or have become complacent. But simply making the beeping louder would be enough to drive the rest of us crazy.

The Wilsave Zone Alert is a three-part system that will alert people when a reversing truck is nearby. It consists of a transmitter placed on the rear of a vehicle that is activated when the vehicle reverses. The second component is a portable device fitted to individual personnel that activates an audible, visual and vibratory alarm. This device also retransmits the received signal to a unit mounted in the cabin of the vehicle to warn the driver when people are nearby.

EZYPOT – by inventor Bruno Paoletto from QLD

Moving small pot plants is a fairly easy task for most people, but what if size matters to you and you like your pot plants big? That’s when things start to get tricky. Pot plants can weigh anywhere from 10kg to over 100kg, so moving them from the store to your garden can be a complex procedure that your back may not appreciate. 

Ezypot is a trolley designed to move large, heavy pot plants, eliminating the need to lift the pot and saving back strain in the process. The invention also comes with attachments for square pots, and can even be converted into a normal trolley for different applications.
