	This week Caroline Quentin and the team are in West Sussex at the Nutbourne Pumping Station - and it is a wreck. It closed in the 1970s and is now an industrial-sized bunker full of rusting, redundant, heavy duty machinery. But this ruin was at the heart of a revolution that saved our grandparents' generation and changed society forever. It tells the story of the water we drink, and not that long ago drinking British water could literally kill you.

	Evergreen presenter Tony Robinson and a team of experts have gathered in northern France for a special expedition.

	Farmer Jimmy Doherty turns his attention to cows in his quest to discover more about the farmyard animals we all take for granted.
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He learns that there is a lot going on behind those big brown eyes and despite ‘bovine’ meaning slow or stupid, cows are far from that.
He discovers cows were domesticated 10,000 years ago and descend from the auroch which is now extinct.

They organise themselves in herds and a new cow to the herd has a series of movements to establish her dominance in it.
At Chillingham Estate, Northumberland, a herd of cows has been left to run wild for 700 years. The bulls in the herd have to compete with others to mate with the cows.
In the wild, cattle need to look out for predators and their eyes can see through a 320 degree arc and are very sensitive to movement. They always try to keep a safe distance from any potential threat. Every cow has an invisible flight zone around it.
More than 1000 people have been injured by cows over the past 10 years in the UK - more than by a bull. Most of these have been when walking through paddocks with dogs.

Dinosaur Stampede

	A 100-million-year-old dinosaur mystery embedded in stone in remote Australia is about to be opened by a team of international scientists from Australia, Spain, the United States and Scotland.
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Thousands of dinosaur footprints etched in rock at a site near Winton, Queensland point to one terrifying moment, the only known dinosaur stampede on the planet. But no one has ever established what these dinosaurs were, why they were all there and why did they run in one direction. Is the presence of a monstrous track proof of a new prehistoric killer? 
With no fossils to turn to, the team use the relatively new science of palaeo-ichnology, the science of dinosaur footprints, to discover more about dynamic dinosaur behaviour than they ever could through studying bones.
