In the second episode of this 3-part series, Darwin turns his back on scientific celebrity and becomes a virtual recluse secretly gathering evidence for his theory of evolution. He is almost trumped by a rival book on evolution but finds a steadfast supporter in the young botanist, Joseph Hooker. Darwin’s faith is shattered by the death of his beloved daughter, Annie, but he is buoyed up by the return from Australasia of one of his greatest allies - the young firebrand, Thomas Huxley. Darwin knows he has found the men he needs to help him when he goes public with his ideas. Hooker and Huxley push Darwin to publish but events overtake everyone when a letter arrives from Indonesia. An obscure collector called Alfred Russell Wallace has come up with an evolutionary theory almost identical to Darwin’s own. Darwin is shattered and fears that twenty years of his own work has come to nothing.

Miss Austen Regrets

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Jane Austen’s novels about marriage are firmly established as literary classics. But what of the love life of the woman who penned the famous novels?
As this drama opens, Jane (Olivia Williams) is a published novelist. With Pride and Prejudice,Sense and Sensibility and Mansfield Park much admired and Emma close to completion, Jane has found success as a writer. But the novelist herself, now nearing her forties, has never married.

To her niece, Fanny Knight (Imogen Poots) – a young, pretty girl desperate to fall in love – Jane is a favourite aunt who offers the wisdom and knowledge that will help her in her own search for a happy marriage. But surely the woman so capable of writing love on the page must have experienced love herself? Fanny is determined to find out the truth behind Jane’s youth.

Jane surrenders little to her niece, but secrets there are, and Jane is forced to examine afresh the reasons why she has remained single. There was Harris Bigg, whose proposal she did accept amid much general rejoicing, but then rejected. Edward Brydges (Hugh Bonneville) who would have been an ideal companion, but left his declarations too late. And the crush on the young surgeon Mr Haden, accompanied by the painful realisation that she is now too old to have any choice left about her eligibility.

Based on actual letters and diaries, this drama unravels the secrets of this elusive woman.

Elders With Andrew Denton: Alan Alda
Monday, 16 November 2009
New Series
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“Where is the knowledge we have lost in information? Where is the wisdom we have lost in knowledge?” It’s this quote from T. S. Eliot that inspired Andrew Denton to seek out prominent elders of our tribe, each over 65, to see what they had learnt from life so far. 
Series two of Elders With Andrew Denton explores six very different lives in search of that undervalued treasure – wisdom. Some are well known to us - Alan Alda, Clive James, Richard Dawkins - and others may be not so - Indigenous elder Rosalie Kunoth-Monks, human rights advocate Helen Bamber, and Nobel Peace Prize winner Muhammad Yunus.

The New York Times called the award-winning actor, director, playwright and author, Alan Alda, ‘a state of mind’, and at the peak of his MASH fame, he was more recognised than Abraham Lincoln by most American school children.

At 69, many of us would be slowing down in preparation for our seventh decade, but not Alan. In that year he was nominated for an Oscar, a Tony, an Emmy, and published a best-seller.

In this stirring conversation he speaks of his psychotic and alcoholic mother, who despite her condition, instilled in him a sense that he could achieve anything. And Alan talks candidly of his ‘muse, salvation’ and wife Arlene, and how her humour, affection and wisdom saved him from leading a difficult life. 

With smiling eyes and hearty laugh, he advises that we must always take two things into account: that we are all going to die; and before that, we’re never really going to understand anything!

Lilies: The Chit Behind King Billy

New Series
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Lilies is a new eight-part drama series for the BBC. The drama centres around the Moss family - Dadda, Billy, Iris, Ruby and May - as they try to make their way in the working class world of 1920s Liverpool. They are driven by a strong sense of family pride and a need for everyone to earn their keep. In this house there is no room for sentimentality, which doesn’t mean there isn’t room for a lot of laughs.
Dadda, an Ulsterman, milks cows at the local dairy and is an amateur (and very unlicensed) Vet. A staunch member of the Orange Lodge, he’s raised his son Billy the same, but the girls were raised Catholic by their mother, who has died before the series opens. This sectarian divide within the household is one of the many things the family must negotiate each week. 

Staunchly working class, each family member has to earn their keep. Iris makes chocolates, plays housewife in place of her dead mother and longs for a family and life of her own. Ruby, who has lost her job at the post office now that the men have returned from the war, sells (and sometimes models) corsets while training to swim in the Olympics. May - seduced by the trappings of a world beyond her grasp - earns her living as a parlour maid in a local stately home, before becoming romantically involved with the master of the house and falling pregnant with his child. Ruby’s twin brother, Walter, never returned from the trenches – he was killed at the battle of Passchendaele in France - and the whole family grieves his loss and the loss of their mother. The war casts its shadow over younger brother Billy, too, who was traumatised when his ship was sunk in the Battle of Jutland. Once a promising competitive swimmer, Billy now suffers from a deep fear of water and has never swum since.

Each week the family finds a new challenge facing them, but they tackle it with a unique blend of humour, cunning and raw emotion.

Following on from the success of the award-winning ABC television series Choir Of Hard Knocks, choirmaster Jonathon Welch is on a mission. He believes music can change lives and he’s out to prove it.
This four-part series is a journey of participation and transformation in an unfamiliar world and humanises those on the inside.

In an unprecedented move, Corrections Victoria has allowed Jonathon to begin a choir inside Tarrengower Prison, a low security women’s prison in regional Victoria. It’s the first time a documentary series has been filmed in a Victorian prison. The prison and Jonathon share an objective: to restore the prisoners’ self-esteem and improve their rehabilitative prospects. But can Jonathon’s song and dance routines have any lasting effect on these women? Can a simple choir experience change the re-offending rate of these women? Jonathon is confident but Corrections Victoria is not so sure. The result is an amazing journey for 23 women prisoners.

Over the course of the series, Jonathon conducts rehearsals and teaches the women how to sing. In practical and demanding sessions he drills the women as he would any other choir. He makes no concessions for where they are or what they’ve done; he treats them as he would any other singing students.

As Jonathon gets to know the women – so do we. Through them we learn about life in jail. Some tell their individual stories and explain how just one mistake landed them on the inside. Whatever their stories, we share their journey through the choir.

Jonathon has set high stands and he pushes the women through rehearsal and performance. He also pushes the prison system, asking for more and more to enhance his program and the experience of the women. From small performances in the local community, the choir graduates to performances at the Castlemaine Fringe Festival and the Dame Phyllis Frost Centre, the maximum security prison where every female prisoner in Victoria begins her sentence. It’s a place all the women despise.

Secrets Of The Great Plague
Tuesday, 17 November 2009
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The horrors of the Great Plague or ‘Black Death’ could provide lessons that help save lives in the event of an infectious disease disaster. Scientists probe the mystery of why some people survived the infection that killed millions over the centuries when it struck again and again.
They have discovered a trick of nature that outsmarted the vicious killer.

The same trick - or gene mutation - also provided the descendants of the survivors of the ‘Black Death’ with protection against a modern devastating plague, HIV-AIDS.

Medical forensic geneticist Dr Stephen O’Brien is on the case and explores the occurrence of this mutation, known as Delta 32, in people across three continents. 

He brings exciting news that, with unpicking and examining this naturally occurring defence mechanism, doctors may be on the brink of finding a way to successfully treat AIDS, SARS, leukaemia, prostate cancer, breast cancer, Alzheimer’s, Parkinson’s and a litany of other diseases.

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Deborra-lee Furness In Conversation features an illuminating Q&A interview between actor/director Deborra-lee Furness and Arts presenter Virginia Trioli. 
While best known as the motor-bike riding lawyer in the 1988 Australian film classic Shame, other key roles in a rich and varied television career have included Neighbours,Singapore Sling and Flying Doctors. In the 90s while starring in the hit ABC TV series Correlli, Furness also met her future husband, Hugh Jackman, with whom she has two adopted children.

This wide ranging conversation with Furness begins with a discussion of her most recent film roles in Jindabyne and Blessed. In both films Furness explains it was the psychological make-up of the characters that attracted her most. “I like seeing how people are in relationship to each other, and how a family works,” she says.
Furness is currently in Australia for National Adoption Awareness Week (16 - 22 November 2009) where she continues to advocate for the rights of orphans in relation to inter-country adoption. “I feel a responsibility to keep speaking about it, because I see a huge injustice here,” says Furness. “I didn’t get into this because I have adopted children. It’s because there are about 133 million orphans in the world and I can’t bear to think of children living in poverty.”

While in recent years Furness has placed raising her family before her acting career, she has no regrets. “If I choose to live my life in the moment, I chose for it to be a back seat at that time. I chose to be doing what I was doing at that time with the kids and whatever. As long as I’m doing, as long as I’m learning and growing, it’s fine by me.”

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Bitterly, John recalls his adolescence, and a Jewish summer camp at which he was mortifyingly rebuffed by a love interest. 
Still not over it, dejected John seeks solace again in Henry Makow’s book on Asian love. Makow claims that Asian women judge a man by his heart, not by his looks. John is heartened by this tidbit. To check if it’s true, he dons an elephant man costume and jets off to Thailand to see if his luck in love will improve outside of Jewtown 3183. A series of dates with unassuming Thai women restores John’s confidence. 

Satisfied that through Asian eyes, he is better regarded than by those of whites, joyful John goes home, only to be called a self-hating Jew by his friend Jeremy. Shocked by the accusation, John does some reading. He discovers that self-haters sometimes try to change their appearance through cosmetic surgery. This story hits surprisingly close to home. Armed with a lie detector test, John confronts his father Alex Safran about a shady aspect of Alex’s past.

Sick of the self-hating Jew label, John decides to prove his critics wrong. He decides to retaliate - Simon Wiesenthal Nazi-hunter style - by taking out one of the world’s most sinister Holocaust deniers, David Irving. For the attack, John flies to London, where he tricks Irving into meeting him in a small recording studio, which serves as the scene of John’s crime.

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In the final episode of Addicted To Money, David McWilliams argues that the convulsions of the financial crisis are small compared to the imminent threats ahead. 
We are facing severe shortages of the key resources that fuel the global economy and make our civilisation possible: oil, water and food. Ultimately, these are all energy issues, and until the energy dilemma is seriously addressed, there can be little optimism for sustainable long-term growth.

Tank On The Moon
Thursday, 19 November 2009
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America may have won the space race to land the first man on the Moon, but Russia’s success in guiding two small robots by remote control over its surface, has remained a secret for more than two decades. 
The feat, known as the ‘Lunokhod adventure’ was one of the greatest technological achievements in the history of the USSR. It is only with the opening of the Soviet space archives, the return of Americans to the space race and the work of the rovers ‘Spirit’ and ‘Opportunity’ on Mars, that new light has been cast on this tremendous odyssey.

Designed in secret Russian laboratories and operated by special drivers operating more than 40,000km away, the ‘Lunokhods’ travelled more than 48km over the Moon’s surface over a period of 16 months. They sent back important data about the Moon’s surface content and texture as well as thousands of images, from a bird’s eye view, of the lunar landscape. 

These pioneering robots also played a part in the cleanup of the Chernobyl nuclear reactor tragedy in 1986, when their engineers were called on again to design a machine that could safely enter the radioactive site and clear away dangerous debris.

They also met their American counterparts in the 1990s who were keen to share research while building their Martian rovers.

Several key participants in the Lunokhod program recollect this fascinating chapter in the space race history.

The New Inventors

Hosted by James O’Loghlin, The New Inventors brings you the latest from the world of Australian invention. As we go through life encountering problems great and small, the inventors of Australia are thinking to themselves, “there must be a better way”. Deciding the winner of these three inventions are: engineer James Bradfield Moody, inventor and journalist Christine Kininmonth and woodworker and teacher Richard Vaughan. Inventions featured on the program:

THE SNOW TUNNEL by inventor Darren Visser from VIC. Australia is known as the land of surf and sun, but if snowboarding is your sport the opportunities are much more limited. Inventor Darren Visser loves combining sports with speed. In his spare time he enjoys snowboarding, jet skiing and motorbike riding, and currently holds the world tractor land speed record, at 55.8mph. He was first inspired to invent while on a trip to a theme park auction. His friend was playing in a kids’ ride that worked like a human hamster wheel. He realised that if he could make a powered version it could be used for snowboarding. Darren set himself the ultimate scrap heap challenge, building the Snow Tunnel over five years with things he had collected from junk yards.

The Snow Tunnel allows people to snowboard in a controlled environment at any time of the year, regardless of weather and at a fraction of the cost. The experience is like a cross between snowboarding and surfing. The invention is made from a corrugated steel cylinder that is 7m long and 4.8m in diameter. The barrel rotates on rollers by a frequency controller from 1-50km per hour. The speed is variable to suit anyone from beginners to expert snowboarders. The inside of the barrel is lined with 3km of piping that refrigerated glycol is pumped through at minus 10 degrees to create the effect of a snow field.

LIVE LENS – by inventor Roland Butcher from WA. High contrast levels, where there is a big range between the brightest and darkest sections of an image, is one of the most frequent problems faced by video and stills photographers. Live Lens is an ‘active’ electro-optical filter that eliminates detail loss and allows the image to be recorded at the correct exposure level. The invention uses an optical chip that senses and instantly reacts to brightness levels. 

DRAINWAVE – by inventors David Fisher and Quintin Davenport from TAS. Australians have achieved significant reductions in water consumption through the widespread adoption of low flush toilets. However, this has created a problem in itself, with a sewer system designed for large flushes now struggling to cope with reduced water flows. The Drainwave collects grey water from sinks and washing machines, and combines this outside the house with black water from the toilet. When the water reaches 11 L, the Drainwave self-activates to release a batch of water, which surges through the pipe network to the main sewer line to minimise blockages.
