The women have both married in unpromising circumstances as love is a luxury neither can afford. As Hortense remembers her life in Jamaica and the profound love she had for Michael and his betrayal of her, Queenie also remembers her night of passion with the same Michael when her husband was away at war. Initially suspicious of each other, will they uncover the secret they share?

The Lost JFK Tapes: The Assassination

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This remarkable documentary of the assassination of President John F Kennedy brings to light original news footage that has been hidden away for over 45 years.
The world was rocked by the shooting of the iconic US president as his cavalcade drove through Dallas on 22 November 1963, and the incident has been covered extensively in the decades since. However, The Lost JFK Tapes offers a fresh approach to this historical event, thanks to nearly 100 hours of amazing material that has previously been languishing in a vault.

Instead of mixing clips with ‘talking head’-style interviews, this compelling documentary lets the pictures tell the story, allowing viewers to experience incidents as they happened – almost as if they were there at the time.

Local TV and radio stations initially held on to the extensive material their crews shot in the run up and during the aftermath of the shooting. It was then locked away for safe keeping in a Dallas museum dedicated to preserving the memory of that fateful day...until now.

The Lost JFK Tapes poignantly takes the audience from happy scenes as the President made his final speech at Fort Worth and arrived with wife Jackie at Dallas Love Field Airport, through to the traumatised onlookers who had gathered to cheer the presidential cavalcade through the city, and the arrest and subsequent killing of suspect Lee Harvey Oswald.

Using the news reports and an exclusive collection of photographs, the film fills the gaps in the timeline of events, providing a cutting-edge view of the assassination investigation and the questions that remain unanswered to this day.

Moose In The Glen
Tuesday, 23 November 2010
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English businessman, Paul Lister and his dedicated team want to turn back the clock and ‘re-wild’ a Scottish glen by building Britain’s first wilderness game reserve – complete with wolves and bears. But, with local opinion divided, can it really work? Narrated by John Hannah, Moose In The Glen, tracks Paul’s ambitious plans.
A pack of wolves hunting a herd of red deer in a remote and spectacular Scottish glen, is the vision of Paul Lister, owner of the 23,000-acre Alladale Estate in the heart of the Scottish highlands. He believes the introduction of big predators is the natural way to restore the landscape of the Scottish highlands that has been decimated by deer and sheep over the last 200 years.

Gone are the beautiful Caledonian pine forests, key to natural species diversity that once adorned almost every glen as deer numbers have grown over the years at the expense of the forests and other precious wildlife.

Since Paul bought it, Alladale has already achieved a great deal, 80,000 new trees have been planted and the red deer numbers have been drastically reduced. But Paul knows the next stage is to introduce herbivores in order to restore the natural habitat and Caledonian pine. Once the Highland has started to heal itself, other Scottish wildlife such as capercaillie (a large grouse), red squirrel, and osprey will be brought back.

As well as environmental benefits, the project also hopes to bring prosperity to the region through investment in conservation and education.

But the biggest challenge is getting the local farmers and other estate owners on side. They will have to be convinced that wolves and bears can once again roam the highlands without endangering their livelihoods. This inspiring program follows Paul’s determination to turn back the clock.

To begin the celebrations, Poh takes her nieces and nephews to a Christmas shop to buy some decorations for the tree. Then it’s back home to catch up with the girls of the family and help with the Christmas preparations. “As a family, we’re a pretty diverse lot. On Christmas day, it’s not unusual to have a Buddhist sitting next to a Christian or a curry next to a ham, so it’s certainly never dull,” she says.
It’s certainly not dull back in her kitchen, where Poh makes a ‘Yuletide Chiffon Cake’. Full of traditional ingredients and served with Crème Anglaise and ice-cream, it makes a great alternative to the heavy Christmas plum pudding. For Emmanuel, this time of year is all about chocolate and he whips up a traditional French ‘Christmas Log’, filled with vanilla bavarois, chocolate mousse and nut brittle. it would be hard to refuse either of these two wonderful desserts. No matter, how much turkey you’ve had!
Roast turkey is the traditional Christmas fare across many cultures, but as Emmanuel discovers when he visits Poh’s butchers, Jason and Bill, there are several other alternatives available today. One of these is the ‘Turducken’, a chicken inside a duck, inside a turkey! Roasts of nested birds have been around for centuries, but this variation first appeared in the United States in the mid 1980s and has become increasingly popular at Thanksgiving. It is catching on fast in Australia.

Breaking free from her over-protective parents (Gina McKee and Hugh Bonneville), she goes to stay with her party-loving cousins, homicide detective uncle, Jim (Douglas Henshall) and vibrant aunt, Maggie (Dervla Kirwan).

Last Chance To See: The White Rhino

Stephen Fry and the naturalist Mark Carwardine follow attempts to move the world's rarest rhinos from a snowy zoo in the Czech Republic, to the expanses of Kenya in the hope that they will breed in the wild. With only eight of these creatures left on earth, the mission becomes a race against time to save the Northern White Rhino from extinction.

Poachers have depleted the number of Rhinos across the world. They are after the Rhino horn, which is a key ingredient in Chinese medicine.  The eight of them still alive are all in captivity – two in a zoo in San Diego and six in a zoo in the Czech Republic.

Unfortunately, Northern Whites only breed well in the wild. This program looks at the last ditch attempt to send some of them home. It’s the very last chance to save the third largest animal on land from imminent extinction.
We follow the journey of Sudan, who has fathered three baby rhinos, making him the first choice for the journey to Africa.  He was captured in Sudan at the age of three and has been in captivity for thirty five years.
Vet, Pete Morkell, has just flown in from South Africa to take charge of the mission, which has been six years in the planning.

Big Ideas: The Andrew Olle Media Lecture 2010

The Andrew Olle Media Lecture was established in 1996 by the presenters and staff at 702 ABC Sydney to honour the memory of ABC Radio broadcaster Andrew Olle, who died in 1995 of a brain tumour.
The lecture is now in its 15th year and speakers are invited to talk on the role and future of the media both in Australia and internationally.
Editor of The Guardian, Alan Rusbridger promises to be one of the most fascinating speakers yet. Not only has the newspaper's website regularly been voted the best newspaper website in the world, he has been named editor of the year three times.

As editor, he helped launch Guardian Unlimited - now guardian.co.uk. He oversaw the integration of the paper and digital operations, helping to build a website which today attracts more than 30 million unique visitors a month and which is one of the top 10 global news sites in the world.

Talking Heads: Caroline O'Connor

This week on Talking Heads Peter Thompson is joined by one of musical theatre’s biggest stars, Caroline O’Connor.

Whether it’s playing Judy Garland, Edith Piaf, Velma Kelly in Chicago or Nini-Legs in the Air in Moulin Rouge, O’Connor has been wowing audiences worldwide for years with her stage and screen performances.

But success came neither easily nor quickly for O’Connor, the daughter of Irish immigrants who arrived in Adelaide from Lancashire in the mid-sixties.
As a child she was a champion Irish dancer and, with dreams of becoming a prima ballerina, she went on to study at the prestigious Royal School of Ballet.
At 19, she was back in London with the Australian Opera Ballet, when an up-and-coming musical theatre star, Anthony Warlow, told her she had too much personality for her ballet slippers and suggested she audition for the musical Oklahoma.

And so began 14 long years touring as a bit-part performer and understudy. She was 33 before getting her big break in London.

Now that his initial foray into the world of drug dealing has ended in the deaths of Krazy-8 and Emilio, Walt (Bryan Cranston) is no longer sure that he has what it takes to be Jesse’s (Aaron Paul) partner. While he’s determined to end the arrangement just as soon as they dispose of the corpses, things take an unexpected turn when Krazy-8 slowly comes to life. 
Storing their makeshift motor home drug lab at Jesse’s, Walt heads home to plan his next move. However, after Jesse calls to demand that he take care of their unfinished business now, Skyler (Anna Gunn) suspects that her husband is up to something. And with Skyler looking to satisfy her curiosity, Walt arrives at Jesse’s just in time to stop Krazy-8 from wandering off.
Unaware that Skyler is hot on his trail, Walt prepares to use some powerful acid he swiped from school to get rid of Emilio’s corpse. Though Walt wonders if they could possibly persuade Krazy-8 to join their fledgling drug ring, once Jesse points out his penchant for deadly revenge, it becomes clear that they are going to have to finish him off, too. So, after using a motorcycle lock to make sure Krazy-8 stays put, Walt gets the task of killing him, leaving Jesse to dispose of Emilio. Meanwhile, when confronted by Skyler, Walt claims that Jesse is a local drug dealer who has been selling him marijuana.
After an unexpected driveway confrontation with Walt’s angry wife, Jesse decides to cut a few corners and use his upstairs bathtub to liquefy Emilio. Once Walt returns, Jesse takes him to task for having revealed too much to Skyler. But as the two are arguing, Jesse gets a harsh lesson in chemistry when the acid dissolves Emilio’s body, the tub, floor, and ceiling before depositing a gooey, bloody mess on his kitchen floor.
