Elders With Andrew Denton: Helen Bamber
Monday, 23 November 2009
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Helen Bamber has devoted six decades to helping heal people – people broken by genocide, slavery, ethnic violence and torture. This therapist and human rights campaigner runs the Helen Bamber Foundation for Survivors of Torture in London, and despite all she has witnessed, still has a sparkle in her eye and a spring in her step.
At age 20, Helen travelled to Belsen to see what she could do to help the survivors of the Nazi death camp. The smell of death was everywhere, but she soon learnt the best way to help the dying and desolate was simply to listen to their stories and their pain. Over and over again she found herself saying, “I cannot bring back your dead, but I’m going to be your witness, and I’m going to make it my life’s work to go on telling your story.” And now she shares many heart-wrenching and inspiring stories with Andrew. 

Amazingly she never seems overwhelmed by their pain. Helen has been a sympathetic and powerful presence to literally thousands of damaged people, and her energy and drive for the task has never diminished. It is impossible not to be moved by her and her continued belief in the goodness of people.

Lilies: The Thunderbolt
Monday, 23 November 2009
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Lilies is a new eight-part drama series for the BBC. The drama centres around the Moss family - Dadda, Billy, Iris, Ruby and May - as they try to make their way in the working class world of 1920s Liverpool. They are driven by a strong sense of family pride and a need for everyone to earn their keep.
In episode two, Dadda puts the family’s pet rabbits up for sale to make some extra cash. Everyone is furious, but then enigmatic conjuror Domingo Hennessey, recently returned from the trenches with an injury, comes to the door. He wishes to buy the rabbits for his magic tricks. Iris is instantly smitten, and she and Domingo begin ‘walking out’. Domingo proposes to Iris but Dadda snubs him, refusing to let Iris go. Iris runs the household in place of her dead mother, and Dadda is reluctant to lose her. Domingo is also a ‘Papist’ which, as a staunch Orangeman, Dadda doesn’t like either.

Iris tells Father Melia about Dadda’s refusal to grant Domingo permission to marry her, and so the priest marches over to the Moss household to change his mind. He persuades Dadda to agree to the marriage, but it is not all smooth sailing from there. Ruby, the youngest of the three girls, has inherited much of her father’s temper, and  tries to block Iris’s wedding by refusing to let her use the precious ‘grave money’ (which the girls have all been saving for their funerals) to pay for it.

Finally, the girls’ brother Billy talks Ruby round and the wedding preparations go ahead. The family pulls out all the stops, with Dadda entering a bare-knuckle boxing contest to pay for a fancy bouquet. But celebrations are not long underway when Iris, in the bedroom and about to spend her first night with her new husband, discovers the terrible secret that Domingo has been keeping from her.

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Choirmaster Jonathon Welch continues his unique brand of music making with a group of women prisoners in Tarrengower Prison in regional Victoria. Each week he takes the women through musical exercises, drills, singing and even some dance moves with his ever-changing group. Consistency is hard because the prisoners come and go.
Looking to expand the women’s participation and ownership of the choir, Jonathon provides rehearsal CDs so the women can practise when they are locked up at night. Jonathon and his accompanist Stephen Blackburn also get the women to write some songs of their own. Much to Jonathon’s delight they come up with ‘The Gates of Tarrengower’, a rollicking country and western tune that is surprisingly catchy, and the in-jokes provide some much needed laughs.

Mel and Nicole are going home this week, but despite being released from jail, Mel will not be completely free. She has yet to serve six months in Home Detention, a prisoner in her own home. Nicole has her 13-year-old daughter visiting for the last few days of her sentence. They will leave the prison together – hopefully for good.

The choir project is developing and the prison Governor, Mandy Smith, reports that the women love it. But with choir numbers inconsistent as prisoners get released and new members join, Jonathon is a little concerned about their progress. He pushes the women to take on a challenge to perform again, this time returning to the maximum security Dame Phyllis Frost Centre.

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Set in the 1930s on the beautiful Italian Riviera A Good Woman is an elegant, witty, romantic comedy based on Oscar Wilde’s Lady Windermere’s Fan.
A young couple’s marriage is put in jeopardy by high-society gossip of an affair blossoming. Robert Windermere (Mark Umbers) is accused of providing a secret allowance for Mrs. Erlynne (Helen Hunt), a vampish older woman of ill repute, whilst his wife, Meg Windermere (Scarlett Johansson), courts the attention of Lord Darlington (Stephen Campbell Moore), a notorious playboy.

Mrs. Erlynne’s arrival on the Amalfi coast draws the attention of all the men on the Riviera, in particular that of Lord Augustus ‘Tuppy’ (Tom Wilkinson), who proposes to her at his first opportunity.

Events boil to the surface at Meg’s 21st birthday party, forcing Meg to abandon her party with the intention of eloping with the predatory Lord Darlington. When the truth begins to emerge, it becomes apparent that the rumours of affairs were mere hearsay, but a darker secret of family ties lies beneath them. Mrs Erlynne sacrifices her chance of a happy marriage to Lord Augustus to allow Meg the opportunity to escape from her mistake of running away with Lord Darlington.

Happily re-united with her husband, Meg confesses her sins to Tuppy - thereby clearing Mrs. Erlynne’s name – just in time for him to catch her departing plane and gain forgiveness. Ultimately, only Lord Darlington is left with the wind briefly knocked out of his sails.

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On the next step of his sea voyage, Francesco is sailing into the Bay of Kotor where Venetian sailors knew they were leaving safe waters for the dangers of pirates and the ships of rival powers. 
So perhaps it’s wise for Francesco and the crew to stop off at the magical little church of Santuario Della Madonna Dello Scarpello, perched on a few rocks in the open sea. Here Venetian sailors prayed for a safe voyage or, if they were lucky, where they offered thanks to God for a safe return. 

Many Venetian ships came to grief here – if not through attack, then they fell victim to the elements. Off the coast of Montenegro, Francesco dives to a shipwreck deep on the ocean bed. 

Next is Ulcinj – a pirate fortress town – where captives taken by pirates were held before being sold into slavery. Even today it has an air of menace. Francesco sees the original cells where Venetians unlucky enough to fall into the hands of the pirates were imprisoned. 

Next stop is Durres on the coast of Albania – poor and facing an uncertain future after the all-too-recent rule of Communist dictator, Enver Hoxha. The capital city of Tirana is still the stuff of spies and Cold War intrigue but the colourful city mayor is pinning his hopes on a dramatic make-over of the city.

Surviving Mumbai
Thursday, 26 November 2009
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On the anniversary of the 2008 Mumbai terrorist attacks, the inside story is told by the people who found a way to survive.
On the 26th of November 2008, ten young Pakistani men sailed into Mumbai, India’s thriving financial heart and home of the Bollywood film industry. The men were armed with AK47s, grenades and plastic explosives, as well as satellite phones and global positioning systems connecting them to their controllers. 

They spread out across the city. Quick fire strikes on the Victoria Station railway station – the busiest train terminus in India – as well as the legendary Leopold Café and Cama Hospital saw more than a hundred dead in only an hour. 

But this was just the beginning. The gunmen had come for a longer engagement, with targets chosen to grab and hold the world’s attention: the historic Taj Mahal Palace and Tower Hotel, the ultra moden 5 star Oberoi-Trident Hotel and the Jewish community centre, Nariman House. Sixty hours later, the Indian security forces brought the attacks to a close.

Surviving Mumbai brings together candid and very personal accounts from the ordinary and extraordinary people who were caught up in the siege. Readings from the actual transcript of phone calls between the gunmen and their commanders, intercepted by Indian intelligence, and CCTV footage from the hotels give a chilling real-life edge to their stories.

The film also explores the dramatic role that modern communications played: mobile phones, the internet and 24 hour television news gave vital information not just to those in hiding – but to the killers’ commanders in Pakistan.

The girl, Ashley Simmons, was reported missing two weeks prior by her foster mother, but police struggle to find a motive for her murder. Her mates at the care facility where she lived, including her brother Tyler (Reece Noi), have nothing but good things to say about her.

DI Neil Manson (Andrew Lancel) and his team find CCTV footage of a red car circling the warehouse about the time they think Ashley was dumped there. Its registration leads them to a small time drug dealer, Elliott Johns. He says he wasn’t in his car at the time, and he lets other people drive it - including his neighbours. His drug-addled, and very nervous partner Maxine Clements (Clare Calbraith) also gives him an alibi. 

Using Ashley’s mobile records to trace her movements, DI Manson and DS Max Carter (Christopher Fox) discover that her brother, Tyler, was the last to contact his sister and they were both in the vicinity of Johns and Clements’ flat at the time.

The New Inventors: Grand Final

The New Inventors is hosting a black tie spectacular as we celebrate the best inventions of the year. James O’Loghlin and very special celebrity guests will honour the best five inventions of 2009. And by the end of the show, one will be crowned The New Inventors Invention of the Year! Inventions featured on the program: 
SAFETY PROPELLER – by inventor Colin Chamberlain from Mackay, QLD. On an average boat, a three blade propeller can inflict up to 160 impacts in one second. If you get any part of your body in the way you can be cut to pieces. The Safety Propeller is a new propeller that will not injure or kill people or marine life. It is almost identical to regular propellers in its construction, and performs equally well, but a crucial design variation allows a person to stick their limbs directly into the propeller’s way without any harm.

PASSWINDOW – by inventor Matthew Walker from Brisbane, QLD. Australians lost more than half a billion dollars in credit card fraud last year, much of it online. PassWindow is a visual authentication system that increases safety by giving the user a unique personal identification number (PIN) every time. The invention uses a custom pattern printed on a transparent window on a credit card. When the card is held to a computer screen, the design combines with an on-screen pattern to form a four to six digit PIN. By generating a new unique code every time the user is online, it ensures that access can only be granted to the genuine cardholder. 
INTELLIGENT PLASTIC – by inventors Bob Holland and Paul Brockwell from Coffs Harbour, NSW. Intelligent Plastic has been designed to take the guesswork out of food freshness. The invention is a low cost sensor label that can be incorporated into any packaging or product. It works by measuring the chemicals consumed or produced by food as it changes. Intelligent Plastic can measure freshness, toxicity, health risk, benefit or diagnostic assessment and can be calibrated to match most foods.
MYCROLAB – by inventor Micah Atkin from Melbourne, VIC. Ordinary blood, urine and sputum tests normally take days to get results back. This delay can cause life-threatening problems for people in developing nations where they have travelled long distances to have the tests done, and sometimes become too ill to return for treatment. MycroLab is a miniature laboratory that can perform multiple tests on a drop of blood, urine or sputum. The user places a specific card into the device and adds a drop of the fluid to be tested. This tiny sample is pumped around the device, where it interacts with reagents on the card in a tightly controlled and miniaturised version of laboratory testing. 
CIRCUITS IN PLASTIC – by inventors David Thiel and Madhusudanrao Neeli from Brisbane, QLD. The UN estimates that 50 million tonnes of electronic waste can be prevented from going to landfill and making e-waste disposal a major issue. Circuits in Plastic is a new method of electronics manufacture for circuits and systems. The circuit ‘board’ is a plastic sheet, with components placed in divots within the sheet. The conductor is screen printed onto a thin cover sheet which is then thermally bonded to the circuit board. The circuit is waterproof, and can be made entirely from recycled plastic.
