One of the UK’s best-loved personalities and most successful comedy exports, Joanna Lumley pursues a life-long dream to track down the elusive and beautiful Northern Lights.
Comedy icon Joanna Lumley grew up in tropical Malaysia, and as a little girl had never seen snow or felt cold. Inspired by the fairytales and picture books of the North, full of trolls and snow queens, she always longed to make this journey. But she could never have guessed what a challenging, epic, diverse and absorbing Arctic adventure lay ahead of her.

Realising her childhood dream, she travels North across the Arctic Circle, up through Norway and finally to Svalbard, the most northerly permanently inhabited place on Earth, where she has to cope with temperatures approaching minus 30degrees Celsius. Joanna’s journey takes her from train to boat and husky sled to snowmobile as she is pulled ever northwards by what she calls ‘the strongest point of the compass’. As the anticipation mounts so does Joanna’s trepidation that her Arctic journey will be in vain and she won’t get to see the Northern Lights. 

She explores the romantic fjords of Lofoten. Learning to ride a snowmobile, Joanna speeds across endless expanses of Lapland tundra with a Sami herdsman in search of his reindeer. On nearing the Arctic Ocean, she spends the night in a hotel made entirely of ice. The fascinating people she meets on her journey north fire Joanna’s passion to see the Northern Lights still further, telling her about the unique spectacle and power of this true wonder of the world. Finally, in a breathtaking climax to the film, Joanna gets to see with her own eyes the spectacular beauty of the Northern Lights.

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In the 1660s, women are forbidden to appear on stage, and so Edward 'Ned' Kynaston (Billy Crudup), is England's most celebrated leading lady.
But King Charles II becomes tired of seeing the same old performers in the same old tragedies, and since no one will take him up on his suggestion to improve 'Othello' with a couple of good jokes, he decides to liven the royal palate by allowing real women to tread the boards. 

In a slightly less progressive spirit, he rules that men may no longer play women's parts. This is good news for the monarch's mistress, the saucy, stage-struck Nell Gwyn. And it’s also good news for Maria (Claire Danes), Kynaston's lovelorn young dresser who has been secretly performing at a seedy tavern in lavish costumes borrowed from her employer.

But it is very bad news for Ned, who plummets from his exalted position as one of London's most desirable females to become a virtual nobody, virtually overnight.

Cast out of the spotlight, Ned seems headed for burlesque obscurity until Maria, now a rising star, takes it upon herself to make a man of him again.

Elders With Andrew Denton: Clive James

Elders With Andrew Denton explores six very different lives in search of that undervalued treasure - wisdom. Some of them are well known to us - Alan Alda, Clive James, Richard Dawkins - and others may be not so - indigenous elder Rosalie Kunoth-Monks, human rights advocate Helen Bamber, and Nobel Peace Prize winner Muhammad Yunus.
Taped in Clive James’s London office, where all available wall space is lined with his beloved books, this interview finds a very reflective and real man who isn’t always comfortable discussing the more personal areas of his life.  

At 70, the acclaimed critic and writer feels he’s only now just getting to where he wants to be with his poetry. He talks very candidly about his surprise at the success of his long-lasting marriage to academic Prue Shaw, and reveals that it’s perhaps a wise thing to ‘marry your superior’.

Clive grew up without a father. His dad was tragically killed in a plane crash on his way back to Australia after surviving six years in Changi. That sense of loss has informed all of his adult life, and at times he’s feared loving too deeply in case that love is taken away. He freely admits to his own shortcomings as a father, and says he allowed his work to make too many demands on him. 

A serious man clothed in wit, a poet, an intellectual, and a performer, Clive’s natural ability for articulate conversation coupled with a willingness to talk honestly and deeply, makes this a very special interview.

This gem of a series is gritty, real and engaging as we are absorbed into the lives of a depression-era family in Liverpool.
In episode three, The White Charger, May’s employer, Mrs Brazendale, goes away to recover her health after another miscarriage and May is left alone with Mr Brazendale. Furious with him for admitting he saw her at the gentleman’s club performing ‘Cherry Ripe’, she follows up the invitation of a ne’er-do-well friend of his, posing as a photographic model. But soon she is out of her depth and Mr Brazendale comes to her rescue, sparking off a passionate love affair.

Before long, Mr Brazendale and May have fallen into bed together – and May has fallen deeply in love. But when Mrs Brazendale returns, Mr Brazendale tells May that although he cares deeply for her, he could never leave his wife. May is heartbroken, and resigns from her post as parlour maid.

Meanwhile, Dadda and Billy are busy preparing for the 12th July Orange Lodge parade. Rehearsals are a shambles – that is, until a beautiful white stallion appears.

Jail Birds
Tuesday, 1 December 2009
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Choirmaster Jonathon Welch continues his music program inside Victoria’s Tarrengower Prison in the hope that their participation might influence the prisoners to go straight on release.
They have performed in the Dame Phyllis Frost Centre maximum security prison and now Jonathon wants them to use their personal experiences to write a song they can be proud of. He has invited multi-award winning singer songwriter Kasey Chambers to help in the process.

Kasey tells the women she sees song writing as a sort of therapy session. She has come prepared, with the chorus written around the theme of the choir’s name ‘Voices From The Inside’. Kasey challenges the women to write the verses for the song and inspires them with a rendition of Johnny Cash’s prison anthem, Folsom Prison Blues.

Prison life continues with night patrols by the guards, day to day work for the prisoners and unannounced visits from the dog squad looking for illicit drugs and contraband.

The women come back to rehearsals to show Kasey what they have written. We hear Sal’s story of how she ended up in prison and her concerns about how the choir program will be perceived by the public. But despite her reservations it is Sal who comes up with some great lyrics for the signature song. Even prison governor Mandy Smith is impressed and delighted that the program is a direct expression of her philosophy of running prison programs.

Looking for the confidence that comes from performing in public, Jonathon sets up the next challenge for the choir: to perform at the local Castlemaine Fringe Festival in front of a paying audience. Jonathon invites ex-choir members, who have been released, to be part of the audience. For the choir and the prison, this performance is a big deal. But another big event is also taking place – Heather is celebrating her 50th birthday far from friends and family.

Accompanied by infuriating ex-girlfriend Kristen, John zips off to Montgomery, Alabama in the United States where he is taught the art of biblical spanking.

Encouraged by his foray outside of Judaism, John discovers that famous atheist Richard Dawkins recommends Star Trek philosophy as a substitute for religion. So John rambles off to Los Angeles to spend time with some Trekkies. His interest is further aroused when he discovers that Star Trek philosophy embraces cross cultural love. The bizarre transformation causes a good deal of emotional confusion for the already unstable John, but this doesn’t hinder his quest. Deborah/John ends up on a date with a very tactile man and the night quickly degenerates into drunken, libidinous soul-searching madness.

The National Parks : America's Best Idea: The Scripture Of Nature

New Series
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The National Parks traces the history of America’s Best Idea from their birth in the mid 1800s to present day. It is simultaneously a biography of compelling characters and of the American landscape.
It was filmed over more than six years in some of nature’s most spectacular locales, from Acadia to Yosemite, Yellowstone to the Grand Canyon, the Everglades of Florida to the Gates of the Arctic in Alaska. The National Parks is as much a story of people from every conceivable background, rich and poor, famous and unknown, soldiers and scientists, natives and newcomers, idealists, artists and entrepreneurs. They are people willing to devote themselves to saving some precious portion of the land they loved.

Using archival photographs, first-person accounts of historical characters, personal memories and analysis from more than 40 interviews, and breathtaking cinematography, the series chronicles the steady addition of new parks through the stories of the people who helped create them and save them from destruction.

Episode One: The Scripture Of Nature (1851 – 1871)

In 1851 word spread across the country of a beautiful area of California’s Yosemite Valley, attracting visitors who wished to exploit the land’s scenery for commercial gain and those who wished to keep it pristine. Among the latter was a Scottish-born wanderer named John Muir, for whom protecting the land became a spiritual calling. In 1864, Congress passed an act that protects Yosemite from commercial development for ‘public use, resort and recreation’ – the first time in world history that any government has put forth this idea – and handed control of the land to California.

Wire In The Blood: Unnatural Vices

Clinical psychologist Dr Tony Hill (Robson Green) is brought in by Inspector Alex Fielding (Simone Lahbib) to reveal the identity of a grisly serial murderer who is capturing, imprisoning, torturing and then eating his victims while they are still alive.
When a young Kurdish girl goes missing, and her father confesses to her murder, it seems like a cut and dried case. But as it becomes clear that her father falsely confessed to protect his daughter's honour, Tony and Inspector Fielding are drawn into the dark world of sexual sadomasochism - the one element which seems to link several victims, so gruesomely murdered.
After they visit a local S&M club, where the Madam provides some useful information about her regular clients, the pieces of the puzzle begin to fall into place. All of the victims were loners in need of a shoulder to cry on, and the modus operandi of torture and death is consistent in each case.
So who is responsible? The local school teacher? The helpful psychiatrist? Or the husband of one of the victims who models shop mannequins and has a fascination with body parts?
Meanwhile, DC Collins's girlfriend disappears and questions are being asked about his involvement - and why a leather whip Collins stole from the S&M brothel he'd been investigating was found in her apartment. 
Tony's psychological insights into the mind of a killer finally lead Inspector Fielding and the team to the murderer - as always, with a twist in the tale.
