Breathing Fire: Secret Weapon of the Somme

	Ebullient presenter Tony Robinson and a team of experts travel to a famous World War 1 battlefield in northern France to search for a top secret tunnel and a 60-foot flame thrower lost for almost a century.
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Built for use during the opening day of the Battle of the Somme, the bloodiest clash of WW1, this giant weapon of terror fired a blast of flaming oil over 100 yards.
With historian Peter Barton, and archaeologist Tony Pollard, Robinson hopes to recover the machine and, with the help of British Royal Engineers, build a working replica and get the fire breathing mechanical dragon to roar once more. 
On July 1st, 1916, the Battle of the Somme raged throughout northern France. In just 24 hours 60,000 Allied soldiers were killed or wounded trying to break the German line and end the First World War.
The attack was a total failure in most places, but in one field all the objectives were gained that day, and historian Peter Barton thinks he knows why: secret tunnels carved beneath No Man's Land.
The tunnels snuck men to the German lines and housed machine guns, mines, mortars and the most secret and terrifying weapon of the war: the Livens fixed flame projector.
Like something from War of the Worlds, on the day of battle, just before troops attacked, this killing machine's massive nozzles rose up out of the ground across No Man's Land and spewed liquid fire onto the German lines with 100 yards of flaming oil.
Barton's research has revealed that the only such beast still known to exist lies buried two meters underground on the Somme, two-thirds of the way across No Man's Land.

	Farmer Jimmy Doherty reveals the hidden lives of farmyard animals which are so taken for granted. He visits a farm in Devon to investigate the humble chicken and find out what goes on inside their bird brains.
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There are 16 billion chickens on earth today, he says.
Chicken farming is now very specialised in Britain, and the birds are bred for either meat or eggs. More than 800 million chickens and 11 billion eggs are consumed there each year.
The chicken retains many of the characteristics of the wild bird, including adhering to a definite pecking order. This is established by a sophisticated array of actions and sounds. 
They have a very specialised brain. One eye can detect predators while the other finds the food. A chicken's eye sees movement at double the speed of humans.
Doherty also tests chickens' intelligence by getting them to learn the difference between human symbols.
He concludes we should pay these complex birds a little more respect.

	Monty looks at stonemasonry. Carpenter Nigel Woodford, 45, electrical testing engineer Simon Tack, 40, and art and design tutor Suzanne Jones, 39, take up their places as passionate amateurs in the shadow of a stately Elizabethan home - Hardwick Hall, Derbyshire.
It takes four to five years to train properly as a stonemason. During their six-week intensive course, the rookies learn the foundations of the craft - everything from quarrying their own stone to intricate carving.
Stonemasonry was brought to Britain by the Romans over 2000 years ago, but it was the Norman Conquest and the Gothic cathedral builders of the Middle Ages that cemented the stonemason as a key master craftsman in Britain.
The stonemason's skills and techniques defined the look and build of the country right up to World War II. However, because of extensive bomb damage and the urgent need to rebuild, new techniques such as prefabricated concrete buildings put paid to the stonemason's craft. Much of their skilled work was diverted into restoration projects.
The apprentices are instructed by their mentor Andy Oldfield, senior mason at Hardwick Hall with over 20 years of experience. Meanwhile, Monty finds out what role stonemasonry may have in the modern world of machine-based masonry. Can the amateurs grasp the intricacies of the craft and design a unique work that will be displayed in the grounds of Hardwick Hall?
