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Darwin’s Brave New World is the story of how four young voyagers to the southern hemisphere, Charles Darwin, Joseph Hooker, Thomas Huxley and Alfred Russel Wallace revolutionised science and gave birth to an extraordinary theory about the evolution of life on earth.
Darwin’s voyage to the southern hemisphere in the 1830s changed him from a directionless rich kid bound for a career in the Church, into one of the most incendiary thinkers of our age. This 5-year voyage stunned and stimulated the young Darwin; the biodiversity, the exoticism, even the brutality, of the southern hemisphere, was in staggering comparison to the England he had just left – and it laid the foundations of his very ‘dangerous idea’: evolution by means of natural selection.

Featuring a cast of Australian and Canadian actors and commentators such as controversial author and Oxford academic, Richard Dawkins, the Canadian scientist and broadcaster, David Suzuki and Australian scholar and author, Iain McCalman, from the University of Sydney, this brilliant drama-documentary tells the story of Charles Darwin’s struggle to produce one of the greatest scientific theories of our age and the roles played in it by Hooker, Huxley and Wallace - Darwin’s fellow voyagers to the southern hemisphere. It is a story of a group of young men who had a new and radical vision of the world and were possessed of the courage to pursue it.

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On her monthly shopping trip to Milan, Emily Delahunty (Maggie Smith), an English romance novelist now living in Umbria, takes her seat on the train and observes her travelling companions: a young German couple, obviously smitten; an elderly English gentleman, his grown daughter and her husband; and an American husband and wife, with their disarmingly beautiful young daughter Aimee (Emmy Clarke), with whom she strikes up a conversation. 
Suddenly the train compartment is torn apart by an explosion. And when Emily wakes up in hospital, she learns from her assistant Quinty (Timothy Spall), that only she and three others survived the explosion: Werner (Benno Furmann), the young German man; the elderly Englishman, ‘the General’ (Ronnie Barker); and young Aimee. And waiting anxiously at her bedside is Inspector Girotti (Giancarlo Giannini), looking for clues to what may have been a terrorist attack. 

As all three are required to stay in Italy during the investigation, Emily invites them to stay at her beautiful country house in Umbria. 

Delighting in her friends and her role as caregiver and surrogate mother to Aimee, Emily has never been happier. So when Aimee’s stiff and uncommunicative uncle, Professor Thomas Riversmith (Chris Cooper) arrives to take her back, Emily is concerned about how he and his wife will fare as parents.

Meanwhile, Inspector Girotti who, already determined that the explosion was caused by a suitcase bomb that accidentally detonated, is growing suspicious of Werner, who one morning just disappears.

As Tom heads for the airport with his niece, Emily and the General are left to contemplate their future.

Where Is The Wall?
Tuesday, 10 November 2009
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On August 13, 1961 the Berlin Wall went up. On November 9, 1989 it came down, reuniting Germany and signalling the end of the Cold War.
This year marks the 20th anniversary of the fall of the Berlin Wall. For many Germans, the wall still has a presence, yet for the young generation it is just history and largely untraceable. What has happened to the Berlin Wall? Did it just disappear into thin air? Where are the remains? And what are the stories of the people who have hoarded fragments of the wall or built businesses from them?

The official dismantlement began on November 12, 1989 and was completed by the end of 1990. Since then, pieces of the concrete wall remain at only a handful of places in reunited Berlin. The rest has been broken down and sold in souvenir shops or bought by collectors and museums.

This film tells the stories of how and where some pieces of the wall ended up, documents the voids the wall has left at many places in the city’s skyline and tells of the people who have devoted themselves to documenting the Berlin Wall.

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Next stop is Pula and the extraordinary amphitheatre where fights to the death were regular Roman entertainment, also the Temple of Augustus and the great Arch of the Sergians. Nearby Francesco goes in search of the extraordinary fresco of the Dance of Death in the little village of Beram. But here he has every traveller’s nightmare – how do you find the villager who holds the key to the church?!

Next a stopover at the isolated lighthouse of Porer which has saved many a Venetian ship navigating these treacherous waters. And then to the beautiful city of Split where is the astonishing palace of Diocletian - the oldest lived-in palace in the world. 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In episode two of Addicted To Money David McWilliams reveals how Australia and many other nations have become ‘one-trick’ economies, vulnerable to the inevitable sudden shocks that are a by-product of a fragile, globalised economy. 
In Australia’s case, we have become totally dependent on Chinese resource demand, putting our future in the hands of “a party-state dictatorship with a very big cheque book” says McWilliams.

China in turn has marched itself up an economic cul-de-sac, becoming overwhelmingly dependent on demand for its exports and in the process accumulating masses of potentially volatile US dollars. 

McWilliams predicts that the US is headed for de facto default of its sovereign debt, and this has consequences for all of us.

The New Inventors

Hosted by James O’Loghlin, The New Inventors brings you the best in new Australian inventions, from exciting innovations to eccentric designs. Deciding the winner of these three inventions are: science broadcaster Bernie Hobbs, materials engineer Veena Sahajwalla, and woodworker and teacher Richard Vaughan. Inventions featured on the program: 

SAFETY PROPELLER – by inventor Colin Chamberlain from QLD. Australians love spending a day out on the water. But the propellers used on the average boat can lead to devastating injuries and even death within seconds. A typical three blade propeller can inflict up to 160 impacts in one second and can travel from head to toe on an average person in less than one tenth of a second. If you get any part of your body in the way you can be cut to pieces. These propellers also injure and kill countless marine animals. Inventor Colin Chamberlain has been boating all his life, and has spent the last nine years trying to develop a propeller that will end this serious danger.

The Safety Propeller is a new propeller that will not injure or kill people or marine life. It is almost identical to regular propellers in its construction, and will perform equally as well, but a slight yet crucial design variation allows a person to stick their limbs directly into the propeller’s way without any harm. Proving how much he believes in his invention, Colin has put his own arms and legs into the path of his propeller. And unlike propeller guards, speed isn't sacrificed, with the Safety Propeller able to achieve speeds within less than 1% of a regular propeller.

SKOOT – by inventor Colin Redmond from VIC. Light scooters are very popular with commuters and young people. The problem is that they have very small wheels and if you hit even the smallest of obstacles you can end up falling flat on your face. The Skoot is a hubless single wheeled scooter. Although hubless wheels are striking in appearance, they have a number of practical disadvantages that have prevented their widespread use. Skoot’s hubless wheels have no moving parts, which means they are easier to manufacture and maintain. The wheels are made of a special alloy that has almost zero wear under light loads.

CHECK CLIP – by inventor Michael Fletcher from TAS. In an emergency situation, an ambulance officer, nurse or doctor may need to administer a number of drugs intravenously. The drugs are drawn from their labelled container into the syringe, but in the stress and chaos of an emergency, unlabelled syringes can be confused, with potentially serious or life-threatening consequences. The Check Clip is an inexpensive, disposable plastic clip that attaches a syringe to a drug’s original container. The invention allows quick crosschecking of a drug’s name and information without covering the syringe, so that the dosage size is always visible.
