Last Chance To See: Amazonian Manatee

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In 1985 The Observer Colour Magazine paired up the naturalist Mark Carwardine and The Hitchhikers Guide To The Galaxy writer Douglas Adams and invited them to travel to Madagascar in search of the Aye-Aye, a strange and little known nocturnal lemur thought to be on the edge of extinction.
Douglas and Mark found that they enjoyed the journey, and each other's company, to such a degree that they decided to spend a year travelling the globe in search of other endangered animals.

In 1990 the book Last Chance To See by Douglas and Mark was published as a companion to the BBC radio series of the same name.

In 2001, as Douglas and Mark were discussing the possibility of new adventures, Douglas suffered a heart attack and died.

Stephen Fry was a close friend of Douglas, and when Douglas and Mark spent a year travelling the world, Stephen lived in Douglas's house, and recalls "taking urgent phone calls to send maps and lenses to faraway places."
In 2008-09, exactly 20 years after the original journey, Stephen and Mark head off to see what has become of the animals over the past two decades, and to discover what has affected their fortunes.

In the first episode of the series Stephen Fry and Mark Carwardine meet in Manaus in the Amazon to go in search of the lugubrious Amazonian Manatee.

Poirot: The Murder Of Roger Ackroyd
Sunday, 10 October 2010
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One of the most well-known of all the Poirot murder mysteries, The Murder of Roger Ackroyd, finds the Belgian detective recently retired to the heart of the English countryside, indulging in his new pursuit of growing marrows.
His life is not quiet for long. Local physician Dr Sheppard (Oliver Ford Davies) discovers Poirot’s (David Suchet) neighbour, the wealthy industrialist Roger Ackroyd (Malcolm Terris), murdered in his study at home and Poirot is soon on the case.

Everyone in the Ackroyd household falls under Poirot’s scrutiny, from the parlour maid who has just been fired, to the personal secretary whom Ackroyd openly disliked.  His grasping sister-in-law and her adored daughter are not above suspicion, and no-one can explain the sudden disappearance of Ralph, who had much to gain from the death of his cantankerous step-father.

With the help of Dr Sheppard and his inquisitive sister Caroline (Selina Cadell), Poirot and his old partner in crime-solving Chief Inspector Japp (Philip Jackson) expose a tangled web of blackmail, envy and murder, as out of place in a country village as Ackroyd’s inferno of a factory.  It is enough to convince Poirot to return to London.

Compass: Mary, Miracles And Saints

Compass reveals the true story behind Mary MacKillop’s controversial excommunication in a one hour documentary to premiere a week before her canonisation.
For Australia’s five million Roman Catholics Mary’s canonisation by Pope Benedict XVI in Rome on Sunday 17 October will be a moment of enormous significance: a ‘good news’ story for a church rocked by ongoing sex abuse scandals, declining congregations and questions about its relevance in the modern world. 

In the week leading up to this historic event Mary, Miracles And Saints is a compelling and comprehensive documentary charting Mary MacKillop’s life and times: her road to sainthood, her two ‘miracles’ and what will really surprise - the crime which triggered the dramatic chain of events that led to her infamous excommunication in 1871.

As well as charting Mary’s life story, this documentary examines the process of saint making in the Roman Catholic Church; the procedure’s long history and relevance in the modern world; in particular its contentious requirement for not just one, but two miracles to support a ‘cause for sainthood’.

It looks in detail at the two life-saving ‘miracles’ attributed to Mary’s intercession, the exhaustive 25-year search to identify them, and the detailed research and documentation required to ‘prove’ them to meet the Vatican’s stringent requirements.

Today Mary MacKillop’s tomb in North Sydney attracts hundreds of visitors every week. Many go to pay homage to Mary. Others simply go to pray. And for some, their faith in Mary’s ability to perform a miracle is their last hope.

The Genius Of Design: Better Living Through Chemistry
Tuesday, 12 October 2010
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For designers, new materials and new technologies are bread and butter, and after the ‘make do’ and ‘mend it’ years of the war, the 50s and 60s offered a veritable feast of products.
The infinitely elastic possibilities of plastic combined with the miracles of electronic miniaturisation allowed designers to offer post-war consumers something new: liberation.

In keeping with the experimental lifestyles of the 1960s, designer Verner Panton pursued the seemingly impossible dream of a chair made from a seamless piece of plastic, while the Italian designer Joe Colombo proposed the Austin Powers-style ‘cabriolet bed’, complete with built-in cigarette lighter and stereo.

Meanwhile in Japan, designers at Sony were shrinking radios from pocket-size to palm-size, paving the way for the ultimate in portable lifestyle – the Walkman.

But the optimism of the era came to an abrupt end when concerns about the environmental impact of plastic came to the fore.

Seven Ages Of Britain: Age Of Empire
Tuesday, 12 October 2010
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The penultimate episode of this series tells the story of the British Empire from 1750 to 1900 revealed through its art and treasures. David Dimbleby travels through Britain, America and India tracing the descent from adventure and inspiration into moral bankruptcy as the Empire became a self-serving bureaucratic machine. 
In Britain, David looks at William Hodge’s paintings of Captain Cook’s famous voyages, Sir Hiram Maxim’s original machine gun, the relics of General Gordon’s collection brought back from the Sudan and some of the priceless trophies plundered in foreign campaigns: Tipus mechanical Tiger and the Benin Bronzes. 

In Philadelphia, he explores William Penn’s utopian Old Town, the Liberty Bell, and painter Benjamin West’s pictorial white-washing of history in Penn’s Treaty with the Indians. In India, David looks at the colonial architecture of Calcutta and some fabulous frescoes in a Rajasthan village mocking British customs and personalities. The program ends at the Victoria Memorial in front of Buckingham Palace – not so much a monument to the British Empire as its mausoleum.

Tuesday, 12 October 2010
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Over the next few weeks In Conversation with Virginia Trioli features three revealing in-depth interviews with some major icons of the arts – actor, Sir Ian McKellen; singer, Marianne Faithfull; and visual artists, Gilbert & George. 
Tonight is the turn of Sir Ian McKellen and the veteran actor reveals to Trioli the roles closest to his heart and the important turning points in his life and career.

“Why was I so keen to put on false noses, and to put on wigs and makeup?” offers McKellen. “It was because I knew what other people didn’t, that I was gay. Well luckily I landed upon the one job where I was allowed to indulge my emotions and present them through the characters that I was pretending to be. But it was only when I came out, aged 49, when at last I was brave enough to say, well I am who I am, that my acting freed up. My emotions now are bubbling up near the surface where they belong.”

One of the great Shakespearean actors, McKellen also shares his thoughts on the merits of reading the Bard’s works as opposed to experiencing his plays in the theatre. “I’ve never much enjoyed reading Shakespeare, and he didn’t want his plays to be read. It’s only in the theatre that Shakespeare can really come alive. It’s a bit like saying Mozart’s a great composer, here’s the proof, here’s some notations on a bit of paper.”

Peppered with stage and screen archive, this program offers illuminating insights into a man who, at the age of 70, is ever the enthusiast about the craft of acting.

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Time is running out for hungry penguin chicks Sammy and Tom, whose parents Bluey and Sheila must swim further and further out to sea in a desperate attempt to find fish.
Ranger Elizabeth Lundahl-Hegedus keeps watch over the undernourished chicks, worried they won’t survive until their parents’ return to feed them.  Ranger John Evans patrols the colony, checking for offshore 'baitballs' of fish, a sign that food is nearby and the parents will soon return. 
In the burrow next door to Sammy and Tom, penguin parents Frank and Flora are also struggling to feed their boisterous teenagers, Butch and Bruiser. Scientists monitoring Phillip Island’s penguins fit a satellite tracking device to Frank’s back and are surprised to find that the plucky little penguin travels 240 kilometres in four days as the fish move further afield.

Meanwhile, field researcher Leanne Renwick checks micro-chipped penguins to monitor the health of the colony and soon realises something is wrong. art + soul: Dreams And Nightmares
Thursday, 14 October 2010
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art +soul, a one hour documentary series by Warwick Thornton and Hetti Perkins, is a powerful and emotionally engaging series about contemporary Aboriginal and Torres Strait Islander art, and the artists who create it. 
In episode two, Hetti explores the themes of Dreams and Nightmares. 

The non-Indigenous term, the ‘dreaming’, refers to the creation era in which ancestral spirit beings shaped the land. They still live within the land. Gija artist Patrick Mung Mung, from Warmun, in the East Kimberley, tells the story of Rover Thomas who started painting after Cyclone Tracy in 1974, when he ‘received’ a ceremony via a series of dreams. 

Past, present and future often merge in contemporary Aboriginal art. When the AGNSW acquired 17 evocative Tutini funeral poles from Melville Island in 1959 it was the first time a gallery, rather than a museum, had exhibited contemporary Aboriginal art. Nearly 40 years later, Hetti vividly recalls the dramatic affect those poles had on Tiwi Islands artist Pedro Wonaeamirri. 

Adelaide-based Brenda L Croft has drawn upon an intriguing collection of 1950s slides of her father mixing in white society. Such images were rare, yet she knows he suffered from being a member of the Stolen Generations forcibly removed from his family. 

Nightmares play a role in contemporary Aboriginal art. The unique and colourful paintings of Harry Wedge, from Erambie mission, Cowra in NSW, are fuelled by memories from his childhood and his struggles with alcoholism, and sensational current affairs stories.

And finally Hetti speaks with Jackie Kurltjunyintja Giles Tjapaltjarri whose massive work adorns a wall at the Australian Film, Television and Radio School in Sydney, who shares his tjukurrpa [dreaming].

The Great Escape:  China's Long March

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Every revolution has its turning point; for the Chinese Communists, it was the Long March of 1935.
Surrounded by one million Nationalist soldiers with tanks and airplanes, 87,000 men and women of the Communist Party escaped.  

Now, in a gripping film by Emmy award-winning producer John Corry, the survivors tell their stories of endurance against overwhelming odds. 

The Long March took place during China’s bitter civil war between the Nationalist government and the Communists. By April 1934, the Reds faced defeat at the hands of the superior Nationalist army, led by General Chiang Kai-Shek.

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A brilliant detective tormented by the darker side of humanity, Luther shines a light where others fear to tread, into the hearts and minds of psychopaths and killers, and the shadowy spaces of his own soul.
Starring Idris Elba (The Wire), Luther is a gripping, smart and entertaining psychological thriller driven by an intellectually brilliant but emotionally impulsive cop. For Luther, his profession is a vocation rather than a job.

He serves his own idea of a moral order as much as rules and codes of criminal law. Throughout the series we see Luther face a succession of psychological duels between hunter and hunted, predator and prey.

We encounter his capacity for violence as well as his kindness; his sudden vulnerability and dizzying, visionary mind; why his wife left him for another man, and why his colleagues are frequently left open-mouthed in awe.

However as the intensity of his convictions combine with the violence of his passions, they provoke the question of whether Luther is a force for good or a man hell bent on self-destruction. Luther’s confidante is his arch-enemy Alice, a beautiful multiple-murderess who evades his grasp early on, and with whom he becomes locked in a lethal battle of wits.

As the stakes get ever higher and more personal, Luther’s lonely path pulls him towards the very edge of temptation. Will his personal demons prove to be as dangerous as any of the criminals he pursues?

In the first episode, DCI John Luther returns to work after a spell of leave following the traumatic arrest of the serial killer Henry Madsen. Luther's first case is investigating the murder of the parents of child genius, Alice Morgan.

Anneli Alderton returns home clean from drugs and prostitution after a stint in jail, full of hope for a fresh start to the delight of her caring mother, Maire and brother Tom. A few weeks later Tania Nicol goes missing, prompting a Missing Persons investigation by the police. Tania is known to be selling her body in the town’s red light district to pay for her drug addiction.

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Conspiracy theories and government cover-ups confront the UCOS team when the detectives reopen a case involving the suspected suicide of respected journalist Peter Edelmann.
Halford (James Bolam) is rattled when confronted at the funeral of a colleague by his widow, Cheryl Brooker (Glynis Barber). She plans to drag her former husband’s name through the mud in order to contest his will, proving he was not of sound mind when he wrote her out of it. It is a question of honour and Halford is determined to protect his friend’s name – even at the cost of his own reputation.

Former policeman Derek Brooker was obsessed with the circumstances surrounding Edelmann’s death, which was written off as suicide. Brooker was convinced Edelmann’s involvement with a UFO tracking group was behind his unexplained death in woods bordering a US Air Force base. Brooker devoted his retirement to trying to prove that Edelmann was silenced by the US Government because he had evidence suggesting they were communicating with extra-terrestrial life forms.

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Officers find Jasmine Harris (Faye Daveney) after she’s been raped by members of the ‘Parkway Crew’ as payback for talking to the police. Meanwhile, Supt. Jack Meadows (Simon Rouse) continues questioning Carlos Miller (Lewis Chase) to make him admit that Gary Wilson (Darragh Mortell) - the leader of the gang - murdered Liam Martin. When CCTV footage shows Wilson and Colin Simmons (Jumayn Hunter) amongst others, at the scene of Jasmine’s rape, both are arrested.  
Insp. Smith (Alex Walkinshaw) visits Jasmine in hospital in an attempt to get her to talk about the rape, but she’s too frightened. He tries again back at the station but she refuses to press charges. Without DNA evidence and a statement from Jasmine, there’s no option but to release Wilson, and the team watches in bewilderment as Jasmine gets into his car.

Determined to find evidence linking Liam’s murder and Jasmine’s rape, police continue to search for Derek Bailey (Femi Wilhelm) who called the ambulance following Liam’s stabbing. Meanwhile, with evidence that a gun was fired at the rape scene, Smithy and Sgt. Stone (Sam Callis) deduce that someone in the gang fired the shot to help Jasmine. 

Still angered that Jasmine was allowed to return to the estate after her questioning about Liam’s murder (leading to her subsequent rape), Mickey Webb (Chris Simmons) is determined to achieve justice for his one-time informant. He persuades 13-year-old ‘Parkway Crew’ ‘mule’ Ruby Collier (Shahnequa Duprey) to tell him where Derek is hiding out.

They find Derek dying of gunshot wounds, but Gary Wilson surprises Sgt. Stone by holding a gun to his head. Stone activates his panic button, but the tension is high as he tries to get Wilson to drop the gun. Will Mickey finally be able to regain Jasmine’s respect and persuade her to make a statement? And what lengths will Meadows go to in order to secure a confession for Liam’s murder?

Art Nation

On Art Nation this week, Namila Benson visits rehearsals for Australia's first Aboriginal opera, Pecan Summer. Composed and created by opera singer Deborah Cheetham, the opera tells the story of the 1939 Cummeragunja Mission walk-off. The incident saw hundreds of Yorta Yorta people, including Cheetham’s own grandparents, leave their homes in protest at the harsh treatment by the mission's manager.
The opera's cast includes the son of artist Lin Onus, Tiriki Onus, plus the 20-member Dhungala Children's Choir from Shepparton - some of whom are also descendants of the walk-off participants.
This episode also reveals the remarkable story of Otto Boron, an Italian post-war immigrant who, for many years, painted scenery for ABC TV. Now in his 70s, Boron paints large, expressionist depictions of ramshackle farm buildings inspired by his experience of the Gippsland countryside. His rustic, earthy colours are applied in thick, highly textured oils. A poignant sense of abandonment and loss haunts his canvasses, which for Otto, is a metaphor for his own sense of loss and longing for the rural Italy of his youth. 
To close the show, singer, actor and musical theatre star Ursula Yovich performs in the Art Nation studio.

Suddenly this maverick crusader found himself in the Upper House holding the balance of power.
Now, with independents and pokies firmly back in the spotlight, Talking Heads shines a little of that light on one of Australia’s most unusual pollies.
