Last Chance To See: Northern White Rhino
Sunday, 17 October 2010
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Stephen Fry and naturalist Mark Carwardine continue their journey to see Southern White Rhinos in Kenya, and for Stephen one gets too close for comfort.  
Stephen and Mark are also hoping to see the incredibly rare Northern White Rhino in the Democratic Republic of Congo and leave Kenya to cross Uganda.  

On their way through Uganda they visit the Ngamba Island Chimp Sanctuary.  Here they get involved in a programme to re-introduce orphaned babies to adult chimpanzees.

Crossing Uganda on their way to the Congo, Mark and Stephen stop in the Bwindi Forest to trek to the gorillas – one of the most memorable wildlife encounters on the planet.  

They then travel to the Queen Elizabeth National Park on the border of the Congo to see how money is being spent to ensure the safety of wildlife and stop poaching incursions from across the border.
On the border of the Congo they hear that the Northern White Rhino is almost certainly extinct in the wild and abandon attempts to enter the country as trouble flares and refugees pour across the border. 

The most endangered rhino in Africa is now the Black Rhino, and Stephen and Mark are involved in a dramatic attempt to ensure the Black Rhino does not follow the Northern White into extinction.

Poirot: Lord Edgware Dies
Sunday, 17 October 2010
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Back in London after an exhausting sojourn in the countryside, Hercule Poirot (David Suchet) and Chief Inspector Japp (Philip Jackson) are reunited with Captain Hastings (Hugh Fraser) and his infallible secretary, Miss Lemon (Pauline Moran). Poirot’s life is complete except for one thing – a murder.
At an evening of comic impersonations by the American entertainer, Carlotta Adams (Fiona Allen), Poirot is introduced to the famous actress Jane Wilkinson (Helen Grace). Quite smitten by her charms, he agrees to visit her estranged husband, Lord Edgware (John Castle), to urge him to reconsider her request for a divorce. To Poirot’s surprise, Edgware insists that he has already agreed to Jane’s request, but within 24 hours of Poirot’s visit, the old man is found murdered.

Lord Edgware was not a popular man, but every one of the suspects, from his wife to her ex-lover Bryan (Dominic Guard), from his bullied daughter to his new butler and his seemingly devoted secretary, Miss Carroll (Lesley Nightingale), has a water-tight alibi for the night of the murder.

Poirot’s extraordinary powers of detection are stretched to the limit as he finds that nothing is as it seems in the world of the theatre and the aristocracy.  He is forced to confront the unthinkable – could the delectable Jane Wilkinson possibly be guilty of murder, and if so, how?

Talking Heads

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From the horror of Black Saturday something extraordinary has been forged. Firefoxes Australia is an energetic alliance of women rebuilding their community. Put simply, they’re Aussie sheilas who get things done! By focusing on women in particular – nurturing the nurturers – Firefoxes rebuilds families by mending hearts and minds. 
Firefoxes founders Jemima Richards and Kate Riddell and their remarkable work are profiled in a special episode of Talking Heads filmed in the community of Kinglake where they live.

Immediately after the bushfires, Richards set up a large disaster relief centre on her property which served hundreds of people daily. A few months later, Richards and Riddell founded the Firefoxes to feed the soul by organising social events that connect women and build supportive communities. Firefoxes also supports the community in many other ways, both great and small, from lobbying insurance companies through to organising light-hearted ‘chocolate therapy’ for mums and their traumatised kids. And they work with big businesses and government agencies to deliver services, arrange counselling and facilitate food and shelter. 

“Our members come along because it’s fun, and because it’s a grass roots organisation led by women that have been through the same experience – and so we get it,” says Riddell. “The women are often the ones who are doing a lot of the running around, and they’re holding the family together, but their needs are often put last. Firefoxes gives them a space for them to come and have some fun … and go home feeling recharged.” 

Richards and Riddell recently received the ‘Pride of Australia’ medal for their extraordinary work which Talking Heads host Peter Thompson sums up as “DIY disaster relief”.

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In Conversation with Virginia Trioli features revealing in-depth interviews with major icons of the arts. This week is the turn of iconic singer and songwriter, Marianne Faithfull. 
Trioli’s interview offers wonderful insights into the legend of Faithfull and genuine ‘laugh out loud’ moments. Featuring stunning black and white photography, music videos and rarely seen live performance footage, the program tracks the ups and downs of Faithfull’s rich recording career and turbulent life from the mid 1960s through to her current album Easy Come, Easy Go.

To Trioli’s question, ‘Is it hard being required to be eternally cool?’ Faithfull replies, “I don’t really think about it. If you think about it, you’re automatically not cool ... Really, nobody who is really cool thinks about it. They just are,” advises Faithfull still clearly the Queen of Cool despite being in her early sixties.

And to the question about whether she is still in love with Rolling Stones front man Mick Jagger, Faithfull responds honestly, “No, but I have to be careful because I don’t want to be unkind to him so maybe I’m a bit warmer towards him rather than being too cold. . . He has to think that I’m still a bit in love with him and whatever; it doesn’t really matter does it? But no, it was over when it was over. It’s been over for ages. And it’s really over.”

The penguin study group finds many heat-stressed penguins and, as the animal hospital fills with overheated wildlife, rangers work to rehydrate and cool the penguins in a battle to save their lives. 

With food in short supply, the colony’s penguin chicks are struggling to build the body weight they require to head out to sea and, with a staggering 80 per cent destined to die in their first year, the stakes are high in the fight for survival.

A volunteer arrives with an overheated penguin chick, underweight and close to death, wildlife carer Marg Healy steps in to keep him alive.

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art + soul, a documentary series by Warwick Thornton and Hetti Perkins, is the powerful and emotionally engaging series about contemporary Aboriginal and Torres Strait Islander art, and the artists who create it. 
In episode three, Hetti explores the themes of Bitter and Sweet and asks “How does the startling beauty – and humour – of Aboriginal art intertwine with reverberations of the past and our present”? 

Tommy McRae's exquisite 1830s drawings chronicle Aboriginal life and the arrival of squatters and gold diggers. He lived on the Murray River in Victoria, and was one of a small cluster of artists who documented with delicate beauty the transformation of his world. 

The story of the success of Albert Namatjira is bitter sweet. Loved for his watercolours of the majestic MacDonnell Ranges, he was caught between two worlds. His legacy lives on in the work of many descendants, who paint in his watercolour style.  

Photographer Mervyn Bishop has documented through his work, without judgement, many of the changes in the Aboriginal community; he talks about his most famous image – Prime Minister Gough Whitlam symbolically pouring sand into the hand of traditional landowner Vincent Lingiari. 

Hetti Perkins points out that she was ineligible to be counted in the census when she was born! Schooled from an early age by her activist father Charles Perkins, she sees Aboriginal art as inextricably linked to politics.

Cleopatra: Portrait Of A Killer
Thursday, 21 October 2010
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Cleopatra is one of the greatest icons in history. The last Queen of Egypt, she was mythologised for her beauty, her love affairs, and her suicide.
Now a remarkable discovery reveals the darker side of history’s great queen.  This story reveals a tale of sibling rivalry, lust, incest, murder and power that destroyed an empire.

Leading archaeologists believe they have discovered the skeleton of Cleopatra’s sister – Arsinoe, who was murdered by Cleopatra and Mark Antony. If they’re right, this is the first body from Cleopatra’s dynasty – the Ptolemies – ever to be found. 

Arsinoe was a nationalist leader – a teenage pharaoh – who unlike her sister had waged war on Rome and tried to drive them into the sea. The Roman historians told of this feisty, beautiful sister of Cleopatra who rose up against Caesar and was murdered by Mark Antony. But until now it remained an unprovable matter for historical speculation. For the first time, the true story of Cleopatra’s family is revealed. 

This show features dramatic reconstructions from the life and loves of Cleopatra – her marriage to Caesar, the murder of her brother Ptolemy, the triumphal procession in Rome, the love boat with Mark Antony, and the murder of her sister. But these are combined with the gripping investigation into the body, tomb and murder scene of Arsinoe.  

The most exciting part of this story is the use of CGI which attempts to use pictures of Arsinoe’s skull to recreate a soft tissue model of what she would have looked like. In recreating her face, might we also be able to conjure the face of her sister Cleopatra?

Meanwhile, Alice has been investigating Luther and to his horror, seems to know what happened to Madsen during his arrest. She baits him further by asking what Zoe would think if she knew the truth.

Paula fears her addiction is getting worse and she tries to come clean through the drug clinic programme, but her body lets her down. Annette who has tried the methadone programme to get off heroin, secures a place in a rehab centre to the delight of her mother, but it is not for another six months.

Based on the testimony of many of those most closely involved with those tragic events, this episode follows the young women and their families as more disappearances are reported and the police investigation quickens.

Victoria Fleeting (Catherine Kanter) died 18 months previously in a car accident, leaving her sister, Sarah, to identify the body and make the funeral arrangements. 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As The Bill draws to a close after 27 years on air, this special looks back over the lifetime of TV’s longest running police drama, and goes behind the scenes in its final weeks of filming. 
With exclusive access to the series’ final shoot, this touching one-off documentary captures the emotion - both tears and laughter - as cast and crew say farewell to the show and film its final ever scenes.

Cast including Alex Walkinshaw (Smithy), Simon Rouse (Supt. Jack Meadows) and Chris Simmons (DC Mickey Webb) and crew all share their experiences of working on the series, and what it’s like to be filming its last ever scenes.

Series Producer, Tim Key explains about the show’s final two-parter, Respect, which follows the harrowing storyline of a young female gang member torn between her loyalty to the gang and her broken trust of the police, “we wanted to do something that celebrated what The Bill has always been about, ordinary people wearing a uniform and taking responsibility for society, this is what The Bill has always done.”

From the ‘making of’ the last ever episode we are taken back to the very first episode - broadcast in 1983, of Jim Carver’s (Mark Wingett) first day as a rookie at fictional police headquarters Sun Hill. We look back at highlights over the years, of the numerous chase scenes synonymous with The Bill, to the many stunts, explosions and arrests.

Two of the show’s longest serving ex-cast members, Graham Cole (PC Tony Stamp) and Trudie Goodwin (Sgt. June Ackland) pay a final visit to the set and take a nostalgic look around as they reminisce about some of their characters’ most memorable storylines - how Stamp once ran over Ackland, their one on-screen kiss, and how Ackland ended up in a disastrous marriage to Jim Carver.

Farewell The Bill also features archive footage of some of the famous faces who’ve appeared over the years as guest artistes, including Roger Daltrey, Ray Winstone, Hugh Laurie, Alex Kingston, David Walliams and John Hannah.  As well as actors such as Keira Knightley and James McAvoy who cut their teeth on the series before going on to become big screen stars.

Art Nation

This week Art Nation devotes the program to the 2010 Melbourne International Arts Festival. 

Fenella Kernebone is off to the big opening for this year’s Festival to see how Spain and Argentina are taking their audience on a journey with 21st century aerial theatre including court jesters and cosmonauts in the spectacular K@osmos.

Art Nation also visits Ursula Yovich’s mesmerising and soulful one-woman cabaret show Magpie Blues. This moving musical account of growing up in the Northern Territory with a mother from Arnhem Land and a Serbian father features a mix of Yovich’s own new songs and musical influences from her past (including a killer medley of blockbuster hits from the 1980s). Drawing upon her unique cultural background, Magpie Blues is inspired by Ursula Yovich’s totem, the magpie, a songbird whose black and white feathers reflect the black and white heritage of Yovich herself. 

Pioneering American video artist Bill Viola is also featured. In partnership with Kaldor Public Art Projects, St Carthage’s Catholic Church in Parkville is turned into a video art shrine complete with the latest technology, surround sound and enveloping operatic narrative. Shown in a continuous loop, the two works, Fire Woman and Tristan’s Ascension, combine for a 20-minute visual and aural experience that extends Viola’s lifelong engagement with the human condition into ancient themes of life, love and death.

Finally, special guest of the Melbourne International Arts Festival, singer Dan Sultan performs in the Art Nation studio.

Andre Ursini is obsessed with polenta...not the rubbery instant polenta, but polenta that bubbles away on the stove for hours until it’s creamy and soft. So when Poh invites Andre to her kitchen to cook his Northern Italian food, he decides to cook a traditional polenta recipe. Before his visit, he invites Poh to his kitchen to learn about this humble ingredient and to top off the visit Andre cooks her polenta with mushrooms, adding great dollops of creamy gorgonzola then surprises her with polenta ice-cream for dessert!

To complement Andre’s polenta, Poh is cooking dumplings and to get a bit of dumpling inspiration, Poh visits dumpling maker Qin Qin and her mentor Mr Wong, a master dumpling maker from China. They show Poh how to fold various dumpling shapes including the intricate Shanghai Dumplings and how they’re steamed, boiled or pan-fried.

Andre needs a good parmesan cheese for his polenta dish, so he and Poh visit a cheese wholesaler with the biggest cheese maturing room in Australia. Back in Poh’s Kitchen, Poh prepares Pork and Cabbage Dumplings and cooks them in two different ways – boiled and pan-fried while Andre makes Polenta with Ragu Alla Bolognese, where the Bolognese is cooked with milk and white wine and only a little tomato.
