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Luna Park is recognised as one of Sydney’s enduring icons. It is a heritage landmark and, despite the changes wrought over the decades, is celebrated as one of the last surviving amusement parks of its era with its remarkable collection of art deco, Moorish and futuristic structures peppered with images from Australian and American popular culture from the 1930s to the present.
The Art Of Fun explores the art of Luna Park and the people who created it - through archival footage, photographs and interviews with the artists. 

Much of Luna Park’s unique appeal has derived from its fairground art – the murals inside Coney Island, the backdrops to the games, the facades and bridges on the games and rides and of course the huge entrance face that has come to symbolise the park itself. What began as a grimacing visage became a laughing larrikin who embodied the cheeky side of Australian culture. 

The artists featured include Rupert Browne who designed the original face and many of the first rides; Arthur Barton, who in 35 years as resident artist, gave the park its happy face and its comic and very Australian backdrop: Martin Sharp, Peter Kingston, Garry Shead and Leigh Hobbs, who recognised Barton’s legacy, giving it a pop art twist, and Ashley Taylor who worked at the park in the early 90s continues the tradition as Luna Park’s current Artist-In-Residence. 

Luna Park has been able to survive all these years. Its very position has made it vulnerable to development, yet it has managed to adapt and retain parts of its original features and feelings for all those who visit it today.

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On the final leg of its journey to the sea, the Ganges is joined by its mightiest tributary – the Brahmaputra. As the waters of the two rivers merge, they overspill their banks to fan out into hundreds of rivulets and create the largest delta in the world. This is one of the wildest places on Earth, and perhaps the last place in the world where the tiger is still king.
We discover how people and wildlife live in this inhospitable habitat and how they cope with the extremes in weather brought by the annual monsoons and hurricanes. Here, the modern world, with the bustling cities of Calcutta and Dhaka, meets the huge wetlands which, in turn, support the largest mangrove swamps on earth – the ancient swamps of the Sundarbans.

The wetlands are amazingly diverse – home to giant lizards and snakes, huge man-eating crocodiles, great herds of chital deer, and forests full of monkeys. We capture the amazing diversity of this wetland, rarely filmed before, and paint an intimate portrait of the royal Bengal tigers who rule here.

Tutankhamun: Secrets Of The Boy King
Tuesday, 27 October 2009

Tutankhamun: Secrets Of The Boy King shows how new research is revealing previously unknown details about the real pharaoh behind the iconic gold mask. 
This film follows the Earl of Carnarvon - whose great-grandfather helped discover Tutankhamun’s tomb in 1922 - as he travels across Egypt, examining recent finds that will change our image of the boy king forever. 

Lord Carnarvon meets leading experts including Dr Zahi Hawass, Secretary General of Egypt’s Supreme Council of Antiquities, who gives him unique access to unseen artefacts and new research. What emerges is a very different portrait from the one previously accepted. This is not the sickly, fragile young prince but a man who lived for the moment.

Medical research dismisses the idea that Tutankhamun was physically weak – analysis of bows, arrows and chariots found in the tomb shows that they were used, and special chariot clothing has also been identified. This suggests that Tutankhamun was a well-trained sportsman and accomplished hunter.

The film reveals that a robbery during the Second World War damaged Tutankhamun’s mummy and obscured key evidence as to how he died. But now, evidence from CT scans and new research suggests that Tutankhamun was not murdered, but died from a broken leg caused during a hunting accident.

And, unseen artefacts from his tomb, stored in underground vaults in the Cairo Museum and never previously displayed, and which were once thought insignificant, are now yielding the best evidence of Tutankhamun the person. For example we learn that Tutankhamun’s mother is believed to have died in childbirth, and he was brought up by a wet nurse called Maia.

Clothing from the tomb reveals Tutankhamun had a peculiar pear-shaped body – his family is depicted in the art with a strange body shape that we now know to be true to life.

Tutankhamun’s treasures offer a fascinating glimpse into the past as experts are challenging long held theories to reveal the secrets about the real life of the mysterious pharaoh.

The Landshare campaign, which matches landowners who have land to spare with would-be growers, continues to capture the public’s imagination. Hugh visits more families and communities who have benefited from the match and are dizzy under the influence of ‘grow your own fever’. 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People always mocked sallow Jewish John for trying to act black when growing up. But cross-cultural relationship experts say that you should walk in the shoes of other people to understand different cultures.
John flies to Sun City, California to get some support from anti-racism campaigner Jane Elliott. His interview leads him to Black Like Me, a book from the 1950s by a man who disguised himself to see what it felt like being black. His interest piqued, John goes to Chicago.

Disguised as a black man, John visits a senior member of a militant blacks-only political group. Teetering on the edge of discovery, John fumbles his way into a hip-hop freestyling session. The discussion turns to racism and his new acquaintances tell him that a white person will never know what it’s like to experience racism..

Undaunted, John goes to the Weiner Circle, a late night hot-dog joint known for the rough interactions between white patrons and black staff. Employed for the night as a black staff member, John screeches at the customers and becomes involved in a race-based brawl.

Having achieved his dream of integrating into the community, John sets out to find a black woman. He goes to a black speed-dating event where he pushes the topic of cross-cultural love onto his potential dates. He is hit-on, shouted at, and dismissed as being old-fashioned. On the upside, he manages to score a date. Exhilarated, John immerses himself further into black Chicago, culminating in a rousing speech at a black church.

The Great Escape: The Reckoning
Thursday, 29 October 2009
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The Great Escape: The Reckoning combines dramatic recreations of key moments during the hunt for the murderers of 50 Allied airmen who escaped from a German prison camp in 1944.
In March 1944, 76 Allied airmen broke out of Stalag Luft III, a prison camp in the heart of Nazi Germany. The story was made famous by the Hollywood film, The Great Escape. Only three ‘great escapers’ made it back to England. The remaining 73 were recaptured and of them, 50 were murdered by the German secret police, the notorious Gestapo.

It was a flagrant breach of the Geneva Convention’s articles of war protecting prisoners and drew an emphatic response from the British and Australian governments. As soon as the war ended, a special team of RAF Police headed by RAF Squadron Leader Frank McKenna was despatched to Germany to find the men responsible and deliver ‘exemplary justice’.

The Great Escape: The Reckoning follows McKenna’s dogged investigation of a war crime of amazing complexity. The Great Escapers were murdered in isolated killing fields hundreds of miles apart. And although more than a hundred Gestapo agents were implicated in the crime, the social and political chaos of post-war Germany provided an ideal place for them to hide. The investigation ran for more than two years and McKenna travelled thousands of miles before all the culprits were accounted for. The experience exposed him to the full horror of the Nazi regime and nearly cost him his life.

Through dramatic recreation and interviews with surviving prisoners from Stalag Luft III, The Great Escape: The Reckoning reveals the courageous audacity of the escape and the indiscriminate brutality meted out to recaptured prisoners. 

In a remarkably poignant interview, 73-year-old Ingeborg Reinhardt remembers her beloved father Emil Schulz. Sixty-five years after the event, she still mourns his death; one of 13 Gestapo found guilty of the Great Escape murders and hanged.

Artscape: The Sylvania Waters Project

Where were you in 1992? If you were like most Australians, you were either loving or loathing a ground-breaking TV series called Sylvania Waters.
Reality TV, contrived docu-drama, cultural cringe-fest - call it what you want, but Sylvania Waters arguably set in motion a new trend on our screens - the viewer as voyeur. A dysfunctional family, a typical suburb, babies, boats and booze, this ABC/BBC co-production had all the hallmarks of a ‘soap’ - only this time it was for real.

Seventeen years later, Hazelhurst Gallery is taking a 'reality check'. It has invited some of Australia's most innovative visual artists to revisit the canals of the Sutherland Shire south of Sydney and respond to the phenomenon that was Sylvania Waters.

The New Inventors

Hosted by James O’Loghlin, The New Inventors showcases bright minds from across the country as they discover ingenious solutions to the problems of our lives. Deciding the winner of these three inventions are: engineer James Bradfield Moody, science broadcaster Bernie Hobbs, and inventor and journalist Christine Kininmonth. Inventions featured on the program: 

BRAILLE-OZ – by inventor Jim Tapscott from QLD. In Australia, there are approximately 293,000 blind and visually impaired people. Braille signage allows blind people to gain greater independence and control over their lives. However, the most common way signs are made is for engravers to automatically drill holes in the sign, and then manually insert beads into the metal so that half of the bead sticks out at the appropriate height. This is tedious, time-consuming and a big strain on hands and wrists, creating a disincentive for making Braille signage. A few years ago Jim Tapscott’s engraving business was getting a lot of Braille signage work. He had trouble finding people to do the work, or as Jim puts it, “I couldn't con the family into doing it, so I stupidly decided to make something!”
The Braille-Oz is an automatic bead inserter for Braille signage. Once the holes are drilled, the invention attaches to the engraving machine and runs over the same pattern, this time inserting beads into the sign. The system is consistent and reliable, and saves a considerable amount of time and effort. To demonstrate the invention, we will be making Braille signage live in the studio, and have a special guest, blind musician Krystel Keller to help us translate the message.

MAWSAFE RAIL– by inventor Dan Mawby from VIC. Horse racing is a dangerous profession, and not just for the horses. Jockeys are riding at around 60km per hour on a 500kg horse. It’s a similar speed to driving a car, but with much less protection. The Mawsafe Rail is a light-weight plastic post and rail system that will offer almost no resistance if it is hit by a falling jockey, protecting them from potential harm. The design offers a unique kick-out release system, which allows the plastic uprights to break free of the underground base under any impact. After an impact, the posts can simply be pushed back onto the pin, so the fence is not destroyed. The rails are made of UV stable and impact modified PVC and are entirely reusable. If a jockey hits the rail at 60km/h, he’ll go straight through and only lose 5km/h. 

ANTI-VORTEX SUCTION COVER – by inventor Gary Hall from NSW. Suction outlets for pumps in pools and spas can entrap bathers’ bodies or hair if they get too close. Gary Hall, a pool builder with over thirty years of experience, was inspired to invent a solution after the tragic death of a young girl who drowned when her body became entrapped in the suction outlet of her spa. The Anti-Vortex Suction Cover is a tapered fin design that stops hair becoming entangled. Even if hair is sucked inside the cover, it cannot become trapped.

In The Line Of Fire

Australia is getting hotter and drier. It is predicted that bushfires will become more frequent and more severe – more severe even than the Black Saturday firestorms that ravaged parts of Victoria last February. This special edition of Catalyst investigates the science of fire prevention and survival from three very different angles.

Fighting Fire with Fire

The popular belief is that Australia is made up of fire-based ecosystems, primed for combustion and in need of fire to regenerate and survive. Charcoal records show a clear relationship between the arrival of humans and an increase in burning that suggests a shift to a more fire-adapted ecosystem. But it’s not just human impact that has made fire such a key factor in the evolution of the Australian landscape. Fire frequency and severity follow changes in climatic conditions. So, as our present climate warms, can we really fight fire with fire? Can any amount of back burning prevent the most ferocious of wildfires? Dr Paul Willis delves into the history of fire in Australia and takes a cold look at the increasingly heated debate over controlled burning.

Knowing the Enemy

Ash Wednesday in 1983; the Canberra firestorm of 2003; Black Saturday in 2009 – all these catastrophic bushfires incinerated buildings, took and devastated lives. In the aftermath, scientists were on the ground analysing exactly how these fires did their damage. So, what has been learned? In light of predictions that bushfires in Australia will become more intense than any we have seen before, Catalyst examines the essence of flame itself. What makes a bushfire so destructive, and how can we engineer our homes for a better chance of survival?

Mark Horstman visits the CSIRO’s Pyrotron where physicists deliberately light fires under controlled conditions, and meets the Victorian family who defended their wooden and corrugated iron house against a devastating tornado of 40 metre high flames – and survived.

Decisions Under Fire

All the preparation in the world could not have forearmed the firemen for the dramatic cascade of events that confronted them during ‘Black Saturday’. Geoff Conway, CFA Deputy Chief Officer, freely admits that his memories of the day, and the impossible decisions he had to make, will stay with him forever. While fire fighting has evolved with advances in communications and fire suppression technology, essentially fire fighting remains a human endeavour. But humans are not machines, we’re psychologically ‘wired’ to react in predetermined ways and we can make decisions that don’t always bring about the best outcomes. So, how can fire fighters retrain their brains to make better decisions when the heat is on? Dr Graham Phillips meets fire fighters and scientists working together to come up with the right decisions.
