David Attenborough: Kingdom Of Plants

	David Attenborough begins with the secret world of plant movement and uses sinister carnivorous plants to show just how active plants can be. Bladderwort utricularia is a pond-dweller that is among the fastest known, with its traps snapping shut in less than a millisecond.
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As the seasons change, David demonstrates how plants operate on a different time scale to us.
We discover insects' hidden links with plants, both as pests and pollinators.
With the aid of visual effects, David steps among the swirling vortices of plant scent; communication signals with which plants are inextricably plugged in to the natural world. And using a tuning fork, he demonstrates how plants and insects can even communicate with music.
As autumn envelopes the Gardens, fungi reveal themselves not as the enemies of plants but their vital allies. In Kew's atmospheric Fungarium, David discovers a specimen that has the power of mind control and another that lives underground where it has grown to be so big it can be counted as the largest single organism on the planet.
David concludes the episode in the Princess of Wales Conservatory, where he meets an old friend, the great Titan Arum. At 8ft tall, it is the largest flower in the world and a plant he remembers from a previous filming trip to Sumatra. Using heat sensitive cameras, David reveals the Titan Arum's secrets.

Chateau Chunder: Wine Revolution

	It's the 1970s and Australian wine is a joke - not for drinking, as Monty Python put it, but for 'laying down and avoiding'.  The idea that a wine made 'Down Under' could ever challenge the august products of Burgundy or Tuscany has wine buffs and snobby sommeliers sniggering into their tasting spoons.
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But little more than 40 years later, Australian winemaking is leading the world. London merchants sell more wine from Australia than any other country, while the chastened French wine industry reluctantly takes note of how modern winemaking, and wine marketing, is really done.
Chateau Chunder is both a social history of wine and wine drinking and the story of how a small group of enterprising Australian winemakers took on the world… and won, changing the way that wine is made and marketed.
Featuring winemakers, marketers, merchants, critics and drinkers including Bruce Tyrrell, James Halliday, Max Allen (Australian wine critics), Chris Hancock (Rosemount), Sir Les Patterson (Cultural Attaché to Australia, a comical creation of Barry Humphries), Robert Parker (US wine critic), Oz Clarke and Jancis Robinson (UK wine critics).
Our starting point is the famous Python sketch – ‘This is a bottle with a message, and the message is 'beware'. This is not a wine for drinking - this is a wine for laying down and avoiding.’ And it was true. The idea that Australia could be a world class wine-making nation was a joke.
Chauteau Chunder offers insightful detail on the nuts and bolts of the business.  The Australians realised the mid-price mass market needed labels that people could understand, good value, consistent quality, and most of all some great branding. They pioneered the idea of selling wine by grape variety and colourful labels (Barramundi, Kanga Rouge, Wallaby White) rather than by the ancient and baffling classification systems of Europe. Cunningly, they also invented blind-tasting - wrapping French and Australian wines in brown paper bags so the wines could be tasted without prejudice.
Celebrating the story of how Australian table wine matured from being on the nose in the early 1970s, to becoming the toast of the global wine market, Chateau Chunder reveals all the key moments with all the key players.  It's a story straight from the horse's mouth.

Melioidosis

Melioidosis is a potentially life-threatening disease caused by an environmental bacterium Burkholderia psuedomallei. It is a common cause of serious pneumonia and blood poisoning in the Top End of Australia. The bacteria live below the soil's surface during the dry season but after heavy rainfall can be found in surface water and mud and may become airborne. Recent wet seasons have seen a dramatic increase in infections. As urban areas of Darwin sprawl and agriculture encroaches into the desert thanks to irrigation schemes, there is an even greater risk of the spread of Melioidosis. Mark Horstman follows the Melioidosis trail in tropical north Australia. 
Spatial Processing Disorder
Maryanne Demasi enters the sonic world of Spatial Processing Disorder and experiences what it's like when you can't distinguish background noise from targeted speech. Spatial Processing Disorder is a puzzling hearing problem that affects approximately 30,000 young Australians and 7% of Indigenous children. Up until recently, most sufferers went undiagnosed but now the National Acoustic Laboratories have developed a successful diagnostic tool and an entertaining cure - both world firsts!

The Search for Alien Astronomers
Graham Phillips travels to the rarefied heights of the Mauna Kea volcano in Hawaii to have a look at the Keck telescopes which are at the very top. They are among the biggest telescopes in the world with collecting mirrors a staggering ten metres across. The Keck telescopes are currently being used to look for signs that ET is out there somewhere in the galaxy. While astronomers have looked for alien signals before with radio telescopes, this is the first search to see if there are laser beams emanating from other star systems. The rationale behind the search is, that our astronomers are continually sending laser beams up into the heavens to aid them with their observations so if alien astronomers are doing the same thing, we should be able to detect their lasers.
