The Ocean's Supermum
Sunday, 3 October 2010
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The Ocean’s Supermum is a one-hour natural history documentary featuring previously unknown underwater behaviour, and a passionate and engaging scientist whose mission it is to unlock the secrets of the most devoted of all marine mothers – the Australian sea lion.
Filmed on Dangerous Reef and the surrounding waters of South Australia, The Ocean’s Supermum reveals the Australian sea lion’s devotion to her young and the continuation of her lineage against historical foes and the forces of environmental change.

Australian sea lions are among the most playful and engaging of all sea creatures. They are also one of the most endangered pinnipeds in the world. Their fragile existence owes much to their peculiar feeding and nurturing habits, which, until now, have remained a mystery to science.  

Like Aboriginal songlines, the sea lion ‘songlines’ are the information on feeding grounds passed down through the maternal line over generations. Not only is this information particular to every individual mother but it differs from colony to colony. And it is secret – even scientists don’t know where the sea lions feed or what they feed on. But one man is trying to find out.

Marine biologist Associate Professor Simon Goldsworthy is on a quest. His goal is to discover where the sea lions feed, what they eat and how important these sea lion ‘songlines’ are to their survival. In this documentary he explores how individuals in neighbouring colonies differ and how their staggered breeding cycles may be the sea lions’ unique way of sharing scarce food sources.

The Ocean’s Supermum follows Simon on this journey. Although it’s a difficult task in challenging environments, he uses the latest technology in his pursuit for answers. Simon and his team use helicopters, satellite tracking, depth loggers, a ‘crittercam’, and DNA sampling to find answers to one of wildlife’s last great secrets.

Stephen Fry Live At The Sydney Opera House
Sunday, 3 October 2010
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A great English icon visited an Aussie one when Stephen Fry came to the Sydney Opera House to discuss travel, language, the three W’s (Wilde, Waugh and Wodehouse) and everything in between, in a 90 minute talk-fest. The night involved a cracking 45 minute chat by Fry and then a 45 minute Q&A with First Tuesday Book Club’s Jennifer Byrne.
A true polymath and the epitome of a Renaissance Man, Stephen Fry is a natural treasure in his native land of England. A writer, presenter, social commentator, satirist, actor and TV personality, Fry's diverse interests and enthusiasms have seen him become one of a small handful of global cultural figures who have a significant presence in every form of media; radio, TV, film, print and online.

Better known for playing the lead in the film Wilde, Fry was Melchett in the Blackadder television series and is the host of the ABC TV quiz show, QI. He also presented the television series Stephen Fry in America, which saw him travelling across all 50 U.S. States in a London cab.

Apart from his work in television, Fry has contributed columns and articles for newspapers and magazines, and has written four novels and an autobiography, Moab Is My Washpot and appears frequently on BBC Radio. 

Fry wields considerable influence through his use of the social networking site Twitter and is frequently asked to promote various charities and causes, often inadvertently causing the host website to crash due to the sheer volume of traffic generated by his large number of followers!

The Genius Of Design: Blueprint For War
Tuesday, 5 October 2010
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This episode, Blueprint For War, examines what happened when design was conscripted into the Second World War, and looks at the rival war machines designed and built by Germany, Britain, the USSR and the USA.
Each one casts a fascinating sidelight on the ideological priorities of the nations and regimes which produced them.

From the desperate improvisation of the Sten gun, turned out in huge numbers by British toy-makers, to the deadly elegance of the all-wood Mosquito fighter-bomber, described as ‘the finest piece of furniture ever made’, the stories behind these products reveal how definitions of ‘good design’ shift dramatically when national survival is at stake.

This episode also tells the intriguing story behind one of the most iconic and enduring pieces of design from the period, the ‘Strength through Joy Car’ (rebranded post-war as the Volkswagen Beetle) and the dispute over authorship of the original design between Ferdinand Porsche, the Czech designer Hans Ledwinka and a failed artist called Adolf Hitler.

art + soul, directed by Warwick Thornton (Samson and Delilah), is the powerful and emotionally engaging television series about contemporary Aboriginal and Torres Strait Islander art, and the artists who create it. 

Hetti Perkins, the writer and presenter of art + soul, is an Eastern Arrernte and Kalkadoon desert woman, Senior Curator of Aboriginal and Torres Strait Islander art at the Art Gallery of New South Wales (AGNSW), daughter of the late political activist Charles Perkins and sister of filmmaker Rachel Perkins (First Australians, Bran Nue Dae). 

With great generosity she shares her extraordinary knowledge of Aboriginal art, visiting the homes and studios of artists in remote desert communities, the tropical top end, and in urban environments. She also brings personal anecdotes to the fore, recalling her family’s own story, and her father’s legacy.

Hetti Perkins: "Art for me is a way for our people to share stories and allow a wider community to understand our history and us as a people."
In episode one Home and Away, Hetti looks at what it means to be ‘at home’ for Aboriginal and Torres Strait Islander people asking the question ‘Is home where you live, or is it the ‘country’ you are exiled from?’

Tank On The Moon
Thursday, 7 October 2010
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During the 1960s, the United States and the Soviet Union were engaged in a feverish competition: which of the two Cold War empires would be the first to set foot on the Moon?
We know who won this race, but less about a secret chapter: the Soviets may not have sent a man to the Moon, but they successfully guided two small robots by remote control from the Earth. For sixteen months between 1970 and 1973, these ‘Lunokhods’ travelled more than thirty miles over the Moon’s surface!

Tank on the Moon tells the incredible story of these vehicles designed in the utmost secrecy by Soviet laboratories - one of the greatest technological achievements in the history of the USSR. These pioneering robots were back in the news in 1986, when a newer model was sent to clean up the radioactive debris in the rubble of the Chernobyl nuclear reactor. In the 1990s, American scientists were finally able to meet their Russian counterparts, and drew on the Soviets’ research to design and construct their Martian Rovers.

With the declassification of the former USSR space archives, along with recollections by several of the key participants in the Lunokhod program, the true story of the Russian lunar robots, which remained secret for more than two decades, can finally be told!

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With eight new episodes in a new series, Detective Superintendent Sandra Pullman and her unconventional team of ex-detectives – Jack Halford (James Bolam), Brian Lane (Alun Armstrong) and Gerry Standing (Dennis Waterman) reinvestigate more unsolved murders and cold cases with their trademark conflict over procedure and rules.

Saturday, 9 October 2010
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In this two-part story (the last two of The Bill) 14-year-old Liam Martin is stabbed on a local estate and dies in Insp. Smith’s (Smithy) Alex Walkinshaw) arms. Sgt. Callum Stone (Sam Callis) and the troops give chase but fail to catch the suspect running from the scene. CCTV footage confirms Liam was acting as a ‘mule’ in the ‘Parkway Crew’ gang for leaders Gary Wilson (Darragh Mortell) and Carlos Miller (Lewis Chase). Police trace the ambulance call to another gang member Derek Bailey (Femi Wilhelm), but he won’t talk.
CCTV shows that Jasmine Harris (Faye Daveney) - a previous informant of DC Mickey Webb (Chris Simmons) - was spotted near the murder scene, and Mickey tracks her down for an informal chat. She feels Mickey betrayed her in their past dealings and refuses to talk but Jasmine is implicated when her call was the last to Liam’s phone, and she’s arrested and brought in for questioning by Superintendent Jack Meadows (Simon Rouse).
The team believes Jasmine was used by the gang to lure Liam to his eventual fate, and DC Grace Dasari (Amita Dhiri) gets Jasmine to admit that Carlos Miller forced her to make the call. With their only clue to the murder being a bloody footprint, Smithy and the team visit Carlos’s house in search of trainers, only to find he’s washed them and some clothing that morning. With barely enough evidence to arrest Carlos, Smithy and Stone bring him into Sun Hill for questioning. All he will admit is that it was self-defence.

Meanwhile, Jasmine is released on bail, against the advice of Mickey who fears for her safety. She returns to the estate, without protection, into the arms of the gang who take savage revenge on her for talking to the police and disrespecting the gang…

Do graduated from university with business and law degrees but says when he compared a corporate job of 60 hours a week to the four-hour week of a stand-up comic, it was a no-brainer! And at 30 Ahn Do was voted Australia’s Comedian of the Year.

Poh's Kitchen

Poh is back in Darwin soaking up the sun and enjoying delicious fresh seafood, all in the company of great friends. 
For Poh there is no better way to get a feel for a place than through the eyes of locals, and in Darwin she is lucky enough to have the company of a co-worker from the ABC, Elton, who grew up in the territory. Not only is Elton able to show Poh the lie of the land, but he also introduces her to highly-regarded local cook, Geoffrey Angeles, better known as Jacko.  
Jacko shows Poh and Elton how to catch and cook one of his favourite fish, the local sand whiting. The fish is lightly fried in peanut oil to crispy perfection with the tail left on as the ultimate crisp treat. To accompany the fish Poh makes a fresh, tangy Thai style salsa with a hit of citrus provided by the beautiful local torch ginger. 
For the next seafood sensation on the menu, Poh and Elton fly east with Jacko to the pristine waters of the Coburg peninsula to source one of the sea’s great delicacies, pearl meat. This by-product from pearl farming is delicate and sweet and Jacko demonstrates how to keep the meat the hero of the dish by marinating it lightly in an Asian-style sauce, giving the meat no more than a quick sear and using a delicate pink grapefruit for accompaniment. The flavours are subtle, the texture firm but delicate and the pearl meat definitely has its say on the plate.  
The final dish Jacko introduces Poh to, is a Darwin family favourite, Numus. Numus is a raw fish dish where the fish is pickled using vinegar and lemon and enhanced with palm sugar, chilli, soy and garlic. Versions of the dish can be found right throughout the top end of Australia but the common factor is the use of a firm white fish flesh. Jacko’s preferred fish is the queen fish but he uses one that is more available – the trevally. The pickled fish is silky, tangy and unbelievably ‘moreish’.
