Their onward journey sees Stephen and Mark taking a mud bath alongside mudskippers. They also look at a project to save Proboscis Monkeys – threatened by the destruction of their habitat for the palm oil industry - and they encounter the mysteriously scaly Pangolin.

The travellers also dive a coral reef to see seahorses in the ocean and visit a market where seahorses and other endangered species are sold as Chinese medicine.

Stephen and Mark get the opportunity to swim through a mangrove forest – one of the most threatened habitats on earth.

Stephen and Mark take a sailing ship to Komodo where they encounter the deadly dragons. They meet a ranger who was bitten by the dragons and join a project to capture and tag the animals.

Whilst barrister Cleaver Greene’s (Richard Roxburgh) ex-wife may call him ‘unreliable’, his son will call him ‘a mate’. I, Spry: The Rise And Fall of a Master Spy

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Produced by the makers of the documentaries The Prime Minister is Missing and Who Killed Dr Bogle & Mrs Chandler?, I, Spry is the story of Charles Spry, ASIO’s first master spy.
With a nuclear arms race set to escalate the Cold War, Prime Minister Menzies appoints Colonel Charles Spry to take charge of the fledgling Australian Security Intelligence Organisation, ASIO. The staunchly anti-Communist, fifth-generation soldier recruits new officers to fight a covert war against a cunning enemy. Their primary task is to investigate Australians spying for the Soviets and infiltrate Communist Party branches with undercover agents.

The sensational 1954 defections of Soviet Embassy officials, Vladimir and Evdokia Petrov, deliver Spry a great intelligence victory. But when a former ASIO officer appears in surveillance photographs and major counter-espionage cases begin to fail, Spry soon finds himself in a place spies call the ‘wilderness of mirrors’. Security threats appear to be everywhere – from the highest office in the land to within ASIO itself. 

Based on newly declassified information, including Spry’s secret testimony at the 1974 Royal Commission into Intelligence and Security, I, Spry features ASIO surveillance footage and candid interviews with former intelligence officers. It delivers a fresh, critical eye to the spy agency’s early history, from its first fumbling counter-espionage operations to its evolution beyond government scrutiny and infiltration by the KGB. 

From Spry’s brazen attempt to influence the 1958 federal election to his controversial investigation into Liberal Prime Minister John Gorton, Spry emerges as an enigmatic master spy who ultimately subverts the very democracy he is charged with protecting.

A shy, dyslexic child, Sayer had always dreamed of becoming a painter and even went to art school in Britain where he was taught briefly by David Hockney.
But by the time he was 22, he had thrown it all away to pursue a career in music. And things happened fast. Suddenly the boy from Shoreham-by-Sea in County Sussex was an international pop phenomenon.
Sayer’s distinctive and versatile voice was capturing audiences globally. By the time the album Just a Boy went platinum, one in six Australians possessed a copy.

Over four decades he’s sold millions of albums, had 20 worldwide top 10 hits (many of them self-penned), won a Grammy and had his own BBC series.
Having been to Australia around 30 times, in 2005, Sayer moved to Sydney and in 2009 became an Australian citizen.
Sayer’s ridden a roller coaster of highs and lows but says he still loves performing. He loves to be the troubadour and every time he sings a song it’s different.

Poh's Kitchen

Poh’s Kitchen has received many requests for Filipino recipes and this week Poh has invited executive chef, Denis Leslie into her kitchen. Denis’s love of cooking has its origins in his Filipino heritage. 

By usual standards Denis is young to be an executive chef at a five star hotel, but he takes the pressure in his stride. His management style is relaxed and between meetings he’s in the kitchen with his crew and doing what he loves best, cooking. His childhood memories of food are imprinted in his mind and Filipino is the style of food he cooks at home and the food he loves to share. 
Filipino food has been influenced by many cultures from Spanish and Chinese to American, but Denis’s first dish is a traditional Filipino soup called Sinegang. There are many variations of this soup and Denis makes a fish Sinegang. The flavours of the soup are clear and clean with tamarind providing a sour note which is balanced with ginger and fish sauce. The soup is ‘chocka block’ full of fresh vegies including eggplant, daikon and kangkung and it makes a refreshing broth. Denis’s second dish is Chicken Adobo and one he says would be cooked in Filipino homes at least once a week. This one pot wonder demonstrates a bit of Chinese influence with its use of sweet and sour and the wonderful mix of cane vinegar, garlic and pepper in which the chicken is simmered.
Poh also goes traditional with a Nonya soup recipe she found in an old recipe book. The soup features a rather unusual ingredient, watermelon rind! Poh marvels at the ingenuity of people who thought to bulk up a soup with watermelon. But it’s more than a filler. The texture of the cooked rind is smooth and soaks up the flavours of a simple shallot and prawn rempah, and an orange prawn stock that’s boosted with chilli, fish sauce and sugar. It’s a delightful-looking dish and deliciously robust. 
Malay and Filipino desserts feature many of the same ingredients and Poh and Denis finish up on common ground with two desserts using the same sauces. Poh moulds sago puddings flavoured and coloured with Pandan while Denis steams some sweetened tofu. The two dishes are then topped with boiled, salted coconut milk and melted palm sugar.
