Compass: Christos Tsiolkas: Man Behind The Slap

The elder son of migrants, Christos was born and raised in Melbourne as a Greek Orthodox Christian. But as a teenager struggling with his identity and sexuality, he turned to Pentecostal Christianity.

"I wanted to fit in. I certainly did not want to be who I was. I was terrified. I didn't want to be a wog and I didn't want to be a poofter. I'm talking about being 13. It's an age where being marked out as an outsider is not, well it doesn't feel like a good thing," he tells Geraldine.

But before adulthood Christos turned away from Christianity and God altogether, and has since described himself as a secular humanist, agnostic and free‑thinker, these days preferring the latter: "I really do like 'free‑thinker' … It's inquisitive, it's saying you are still searching and still awaiting discovery. I like that."
From his earliest years as a published writer, social morality, beliefs, relationships and sexuality have been recurring themes in his works which include: the novels Loaded, The Jesus Man and Dead Europe; and the plays Who's Afraid of the Working Class? and Dead Caucasians.

The Slap, published in 2008, became that rare literary event ‑ an award‑winning, best‑seller.

The story revolves around a single event, a man slapping a child that is not his own, at a backyard BBQ. The repercussions are shattering. As friends and family are forced to take sides, beliefs are tested, relationships strained and the morality of contemporary, middle‑class life in Australia is put on trial.

Rome Wasn't Built In A Day

A month into the ambitious project of constructing a Roman villa using only Roman methods, the gang of six British builders is relishing the historical task. 

But the back‑breaking work of cutting, shaping and carrying tonnes of stone in the hottest June weather for years, with only a hand‑made cart for transport of materials is causing tempers to rise. 

The workmen come to the most exciting and complicated part of the project, the villa's bathhouse, consisting of three rooms, heated by a hypocaust ‑an external fire which blows hot air under the floor. The bathhouse was a luxurious addition reflecting the newly acquired wealth of Romano‑British living. It was where most of their business and social networks were made.

But disappointed with their slow progress, and in a bid to raise the builders' morale, the project archaeologist Professor Dai Morgan Evans takes the men to Ephesus in Turkey, where there are some of the best preserved Roman ruins in the world. The effect is transformative. The men are inspired by stunning craftsmanship mastered thousands of years ago. 

Dai also takes them to a real Turkish bath to experience how the villa's bathhouse would have worked.

It proves a memorable, if painful, visit.

Thatch used to cover half a million British roofs in 1900. Only 30,000 remain and Oxfordshire‑based master thatchers Matt Williams and Dave Bragg are among1000 thatchers left in the UK.
