Grand Designs Revisited: London

In June 2006 master carpenter Bill Bradley and his wife Sarah built not one but two timber houses in South London on the site of Bill's old wood workshop. Their plan was to sell one off to pay for the other in the hope of living mortgage‑free. But the long narrow site, sandwiched between two rows of houses, overlooking and overlooked by 16 different neighbours, was far from an easy proposition.

To get around the difficulties of the site, Bill and Sarah's design included oblique windows, skylights and double height glazed courtyards to create two beautiful but private homes. Before long however the budget soared as Bill chose more and more luxurious and high spec finishes. When the cost of the courtyard glass walls doubled, forcing Bill to manage the order himself, dire consequences threatened the project.

Three years later Kevin visits to see if Bill completed both houses and to see just how close Bill and Sarah got to living their urban oasis, mortgage‑free dream.

Premiering on the 10th anniversary of the events of 9/11, Rebirth is a riveting journey into living history ‑ an act of personal witness to one of the most profoundly consequential events in American history and the healing that has come in its wake.

How does the journey of grieving and recovery unfold for individuals and a nation? Rebirth chronicles the lives of five people profoundly affected by the 9/11 attacks. 

As a decade passes, we witness the progress of a student whose mother perished, a widow of a first responder, a woman who survived above the impact zone, a man who oversees Ground Zero construction, and a fire fighter who lost his closest friends. As they cope with the excruciating and evolving pain of loss, time helps them refashion the scaffolding of their lives.

Meanwhile, amazingly, 14 time‑lapse cameras chart the entire multiyear rebuilding of 7 World Trade Center ‑ the first structure to rise to completion after the tragedy. 

The site's renewal becomes a stunning metaphor for the cycle of life while the film's characters reflect the resilience of humanity and the possibility of transformation in the face of anguish. Inspiring a collective catharsis, this exquisitely moving documentary helps us process what is unimaginable.

Compass: 9/11 Ten Years On

Compass examines the deep and enduring social, religious and cultural implications of 9/11 from an Australian perspective through the eyes of those directly affected.

Ten years ago we watched in disbelief as the Twin Towers collapsed before our eyes. Even as it was happening we were told the 'world had changed' and a decade on, it's evident many things have: from terrorism to heightened security and suspicion toward many things Muslim. 

The legacy of 9/11 vacillates between personal loss and the collective experience of tragedy. Religion has come under the spotlight too, while 'Islamophobia' and moral panic about values have led some to claim that Multiculturalism has failed.

But has 9/11 really changed as us a society? What about our faith, values and perceptions?  

In this 10th anniversary special, Compass reflects on the ongoing repercussions and legacy of 9/11 through the experiences of Australians directly and indirectly affected.

Two powerful personal stories propel this story. Paul Gyulavar's twin brother Peter was one of the 13 known Australians killed in the attacks. He was an architect working in the South Tower on Level 91.

Ben Matthews was in New York staying in a hotel next door to the Twin Towers. Sleeping in saved his life, but he got caught up in the chaotic aftermath. His photographs provide an intensely personal and never‑before‑seen perspective on the moments after the attacks.

As these personal stories unfold, a diverse range of informants and social commentators address the legacy and consequences of 9/11 for Australia.

In this closing episode, suspicions are aroused when Philip and his researcher spot a rogue picture for sale in a South African auction house. It exudes all the classic scents of being a 'sleeper', an important picture that has been miscatalogued and offered for a very low price.

But there is a darker side revealed when investigations uncover that this is a wanted painting, having been stolen by the Nazis in World War II. Records show it was once recorded as being a German national treasure, once thought to have been painted by Rembrandt. With minutes to go Philip and Fiona manage to stop the sale and release the picture for investigation. Having picked it up from Cape Town, Fiona delivers it to Philip and an in‑depth examination utilising the latest infra‑red and forensic testing begins. Can it really be by Rembrandt and will it be possible to see it returned to its rightful owners?

Morse's own mother suffered from Alzheimer's and rehearsing this play proves both traumatic and cathartic as it examines the importance of family and memory in how we live and how we define ourselves.

Artscape follows the creation of Sundowner and Morse's personal journey of discovery through rehearsals right up to opening night. The documentary reveals the trials and tribulations of putting on a production about a difficult subject and how the cast and crew struggle to make the show informative and entertaining.

The play is guided by young director Kate Denborough. Her brother David, a social worker, has written the play. Throughout the process they liaise closely with 'Alzheimer's Australia' to maintain integrity in the script and the performance. 

The play takes its name from the so‑called Sundowner Syndrome ‑ a heightened anxiety experienced by Alzheimer sufferers at dusk.

Evolution of the Electric Guitar

Few musical instruments have had the profound impact on popular culture that the electric guitar has. From its humble and demure beginnings in the form of a lute, the guitar could only get louder! Tanya Ha learns how, for Kangaroo Paw at least, smoke contributes to the release of a life-giving substance ‑ cyanide!

Honey bee aerobatics

Australian scientists have developed a novel autopilot that guides aircraft through complex aerobatic manoeuvres by watching the horizon like a honey bee. Allowing aircraft to quickly sense which way is 'up' by imitating how honeybees see, engineers and researchers have made it possible for planes to guide themselves through loops, barrel rolls and the complex turns, with speed deftness and precision.

Some plants naturally contain the deadly poison cyanide. But humans have developed clever ways of preparing these plants to transform them into highly nutritious and safe foods.
