	"The house operates as a piece of sculpture in the middle of the bush. It's a little bit like a tank stand that might have fallen over."
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Some locals nicknamed it ‘the plane crash’ when it was under construction - and the owners admit their dream holiday home is a sculptural artwork that divides opinion.
Brother and sister Derek and Marian Drew built the house in bushland only 100 metres from a beautiful Queensland surf beach near the town of Agnes Water. As teenagers, they had enjoyed idyllic camping trips to the same spot. Now, they wanted to replicate those holidays - but with a lot more luxury.
When planning the home, builder/designer Simon Laws took a field trip with Derek and Marian to visit their old camp site and the nearby sugar cane mill. The mill was being demolished and its industrial shapes partly influenced the final design.
Industrial shapes aside, the home is luxuriously appointed with a high-end kitchen and a stylish bathroom opening onto the forest. The home's main living area is contained in a cylindrical ‘pod’ which some locals joke is reminiscent of an aircraft fuselage! The bedrooms are connected to the main living area by walkways which replicate the way in which sleeping and cooking areas are separated in camping sites. One of the home's most eye-catching features is a circular window which controls the ventilation in the main living area.
The owners describe it as ‘luxury camping’ with all rooms having a strong connection to the outside bushland.

	In this four-part series, Rick Stein undertakes a journey laced with history, literature and food through the hidden parts of Spain.
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Rick has been visiting Spain since he was a young boy. In the past, French and Italian cooking have been seen to have more finesse, but thanks to a handful of dedicated Spanish chefs and a growing enthusiasm for its rugged flavours, that has all begun to change. According to Rick, no one cooks fish with more respect or grills meat better. Now, he travels the length and breadth of the country in an old campervan, going off the beaten track to discover the authentic soul ('duende') of Spanish cooking.
In episode one, Rick's journey begins in Galicia - famous for pilgrims, rain, fog, fresh seafood, empanadas (little fishy pies similar to pasties) and more rain. Finally, in this episode, Rick enters the Basque Country, where they like nothing better than to cook great fish dishes, drink local wine and sing.

	Adrian Doyle is the dynamic face of Melbourne's art world in Melbourne. He is part artist, part academic, part entrepreneur and part social activist. In 2008 he set up The Blender Studios as a co-op for street artists. Now he has opened the Dark Horse Experiment (DHE) gallery in partnership with the Dickerson family, scions of the traditional art world.
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Sales at the gallery's first solo shows are lacklustre, so Doyle reinvents himself as a commercial mural artist, scoring a major commission for a 45-metre mural on the banks of the Yarra.
But the gallery continues to struggle and the co-op really needs Doyle's upcoming solo show to be a hit. Doyle goes back into the studio to pump out ten pieces. 
Doyle travels home to Frankston - the suburb of his childhood – to visit his long-suffering father and sick mother. Terrible tragedies have befallen the Doyle family - the accidental drowning of his nephew (Doyle left the pool gate open) and the foreclosure of his parent's home. However Doyle has succeeded in exorcising these tragedies through his art.
Stephen Nall, who manages the DHE, is confident that Doyle's show will make an impact - his previous shows have sold out. But opening night tells a different story. Doyle wants to keep the prestigious gallery but his partner Piya is reluctant to keep anything that isn't making money and tempers fray.
Maybe opening a gallery in a post GFC world was a little naive after all? Art, life and commerce. Something's got to give...

This series takes you on a journey which explores the nature of the mighty state between the Black Sea and Pacific Ocean, Russia. But advertising is not the only industry that wants to get inside our heads and move the furniture around. Which brings us to spin, branding, and image control. Along with advertising, they form the nervous system of 21st century life. They're the levers pulled behind most news stories, the silent partners in public debates. Denisovans
Have you ever pondered the big questions? Like, who are we? Where did we come from? And did we ever have sex with Neanderthals? The answer to that one is yes, according to the 1-3% of Neanderthal DNA in each of us.  But, if you're an Australian, you also have up to 5% of a brand new hominin species, that up until two years ago we didn't know existed.  Jonica Newby visits the Max Planck Institute in Germany and discovers the extraordinary story of how a tiny bone and tooth confirmed the existence of a not-so-distant relative.

Gladstone Dredging
The harbour of Port Curtis in Gladstone, Queensland, is being transformed by a massive dredging project. The initial target is to remove 46 million cubic metres of mud - enough to fill so many wheelbarrows they'd circle the earth. Gladstone has been an industrial port for several decades now, and there's evidence from other ports in the world that marine life can get sick if the heavy metals and mud are stirred up from the seafloor.  However, the Gladstone Ports Corporation maintains that the turbid water from the dredging is within Australian water quality standards. Mark Horstman boards boats from opposite sides of the debate to see how water quality is monitored and whether all the dredging could be causing disease in fish and crabs.

Physics on the Street - The Sun's Energy
Derek Muller takes to the street to find out if anyone knows why the sun shines.  Is the sun really a giant ball of fire?  It's been burning for around 5 billion years, so why hasn't it run out of fuel?  It all comes back to Einstein's famous equation...you know the one. 
Evolution of Laughter
Laughter is unique to humans and the great apes.  Researchers at the University of Portsmouth know this because they tickled 25 juvenile apes and 3 human babies. It is believed that our ability to laugh dates back to a common human ape ancestor about 13 million years ago.  The benefits of having a chortle or a giggle are significant.
