Bloodlines is a special six-part series exploring some of Australia’s most prominent Indigenous families. Family and connection to country are the universal touchstones of Indigenous Australians. Since European invasion some families have become the stuff of history and their stories legendary.
In this series we will explore the ‘Bloodlines’ of six of those families whose exceptional contribution to Australia flows across the generations. While some family members are household names, others are quiet achievers. Above all else, Bloodlines is a fascinating and sometimes surprising portrait of Indigenous Australian families. 

The families include: the Nicholls - from South Australian Governor, Pastor Sir Douglass to the present day AFL star, Nathan Lovett-Murray; the deep song line of Jimmy Little and his clan; the Torres family from the Western Australian Kimberley, who have gone from traditional to digital in a flash of creativity; from the Tiwi Islands the AFL team that is the Riolis; and the O’Shane family who went from living in a tent on struggle street in Queensland to the judicial bench in a generation without losing their social conscience.  

Pastor Sir Douglas Nicholls was a statesman of the highest order who, with his wife, Lady Gladys Nicholls set a new benchmark in relations between black and white Australia. As their grandson says, they were “the Obamas of their day”, high achievers in all they attempted - stylish and smart. 

Sir Douglas was from Cummerajunga Mission on the Murray River but rose to become the Governor of South Australia. He was an Aussie Rules champ, but, more importantly, he battled the institutionalised racism of the day - literally fighting to prevent his sister from being taken by white authorities. 

The Nicholls dedicated their lives to furthering the rights of Indigenous Australians and now successive generations in the wider Nicholls clan are working tirelessly to build on the foundation established by this extraordinary couple.

The Genius Of Design: Ghosts In The Machine
Tuesday, 21 September 2010
New Series
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We live in a designed world, made for us, and overseen by a diverse group of specialists that we call designers. This five-part series tell the story of design from the Industrial Revolution to the present day, from the accidental birth of design as a by-product of the ‘division of labour’ to the central role it now plays as we grapple with issues of over-production, consumption and the environment.
Narrated by Denis Lawson, the series features interviews with some of the world’s leading designers, including Philippe Starck, Dieter Rams, Apple’s Jonathan Ive, and Ford’s J Mays, as well as commentators like design aficionado Stephen Fry, futurologist Bruce Sterling and sociologist Harvey Molotch (author of Where Stuff Comes From).

The Genius Of Design takes viewers on a fascinating journey through the material world to explore the ways in which designers over the past 250 years have grappled with the machinery of industrialisation and capitalism in order to deliver the kind of products that we, as individuals and as a society, need. The journey takes us from the first factories created by pioneers of the Industrial Revolution to the studios and production lines of some of today’s most powerful and influential corporations including Apple, IKEA, Ford and Volkswagen. This series is about more than the usual list of ‘icons’, ‘classics’ and ‘gurus’; it’s about the real world.

The first episode of The Genius Of Design tells the story of the first generation of designers who grappled with the levers of an industrial machine that had been designed to serve capitalism’s primal urge to create more. Alongside the celebrated names from Wedgwood to William Morris, it also pays tribute to the anonymous designers responsible for ordinary but classical designs for cast-iron cooking pots to sheep shears – forerunners of a breed of industrially produced objects.

Seven Ages Of Britain: Age Of Power
Tuesday, 21 September 2010
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British presenter and commentator David Dimbleby reveals the seven great ages of British culture, uncovering and exploring over 2000 years of extraordinary artistic achievements. 
This week we meet the Tudors: from Henry VIII’s accession in 1509 to the first performance of Shakespeare’s Henry VIII exactly 100 years later. David Dimbleby shows how the Tudors used art as an instrument of power and propaganda. First, Henry VIII and the lavish, gilded tomb in Westminster Abbey he commissioned for his father; the epic Field of Cloth of Gold painting in Hampton Court made to celebrate his diplomatic triumph over the French; and the extraordinary patron-artist relationship he cultivated with Hans Holbein. 

Henry favoured blunt statements of power, but his daughter Elizabeth was more subtle. The art made for her court - the Rainbow and Armada portraits; the miniatures of Nicholas Hilliard solicit a loyalty based on devotion rather than fear. Dimbleby’s journey also takes in the Reformation, the wreck of the Mary Rose, John White’s extraordinary watercolours of the New World, the mouth-watering Cheapside Hoard, the Spanish Armada, Henry VIII’s armour and Drake’s Drum.

The Da Vinci Shroud
Thursday, 23 September 2010
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The Shroud of Turin is the Christian world’s most famous and sacred relic. For centuries the faithful believed it held the image of Jesus Christ, tortured and crucified: but how it was made has baffled scientists for decades.
The wounds and blood flow on the sheet of herringbone linen convinced some of the greatest forensic minds that this image was made by wrapping a real crucified man in a burial cloth, but carbon dating says that this man cannot be Jesus as it was made over 1000 years after his death. The Shroud of Turin is a medieval fake, a hoax pulled off by a skilled artist and an expert on human anatomy.

So who had the skill to create such a convincing image, an image so mysterious that despite hundreds of hours of tests, scientists still don’t know how it was made?

This film examines the controversial theory that the Turin Shroud is the work of Leonardo da Vinci, one of the greatest artists who ever lived. Leonardo was a master painter, a skilled anatomist and he pioneered our understanding of lenses. By examining the shroud a leading art historian can reveal that da Vinci’s system of proportions was used to create the face on the shroud.

If this is the work of da Vinci, how did he do it? Using forensic analysis we try to uncover how the image on the shroud was made. Clues in the image point to the shroud being the only surviving example of a primitive photographic technique. 

Did Leonardo da Vinci use a camera obscura to create this remarkable image and was he commissioned to do so by one of Italy’s rich and powerful families?

Talking Heads

This week on Talking Heads, Peter Thompson’s guest is the vivacious cook Poh Ling Yeow. Yeow is a successful artist, was runner-up on the first series of Masterchef and now has her own show on ABC TV – Poh’s Kitchen.

Despite Yeow’s profile with food and cooking and her art, this was an unlikely path for a shy Chinese Malay Mormon called Sharon.
Born in Malaysia in 1973, Yeow spent the first nine years of her life in Kuala Lumpur. Her family then migrated to South Australia. After graduating in design, she freelanced as a graphic designer and illustrator and then began painting full-time in 2002. Now, with many successful exhibitions under her belt, her client list boasts major corporate collectors.
On Talking Heads Yeow talks about growing up in Malaysia and not fitting in, and then moving to Australia where she also didn’t fit in. So as a young immigrant she tried to shed everything that made her feel different to fit into her new life. Then she didn’t fit into commercial art, and she didn’t fit into the Mormon Church.  

But her painting and cooking have brought everything together.
“When I left the church it really did drive a wedge especially between my mum and I. I really saw cooking as a thing that might bring us together again, and it has. It’s really quite amazing,” says Yeow.
It was not until she reached her 30s that she started reaching out to find out more about her ancestors and her culture. And this has largely been through cooking.

The take home message of the decade is that the brain is far more adaptable than anyone ever suspected. Landmark studies take us from genes, to neurochemistry, to the shaping of individual personalities – and how that determines the likelihood of outcomes like ending up in gaol! As Jonica Newby experienced in 2006, a gene can determine how quickly you damp down your natural stress response, which in turn predicts your likelihood of clinical depression under stress. Jonica finds the fun in this retrospective romp through a decade of the brain. 
Astronomy

Arguably the biggest success story in astronomy, in the decade Catalyst has been on air, is the Hubble Space Telescope. It celebrates its 20th anniversary this year. We take a look at some of the amazing images Hubble has given us over the years, and discover the major contributions it has made to astronomy. For example, Hubble accurately pinned down the age of the universe, found hard evidence for dark energy and it showed the existence of super-massive black holes at the centres of galaxies. Astrophysicist, Dr Graham Phillips, takes a peek at the eventual replacement for Hubble: the James Webb Telescope, that will be more powerful than Hubble and will orbit much further from Earth.
