Staying with the Navajo Indians in Monument Valley in Arizona, Stephen learns to weave a basket, before heading to the sublime beauty of Lake Powell and life aboard a luxurious houseboat. He takes a World War II Flying Fortress bomber to the ‘Boneyard’ in Tucson, where 3000 military planes are eerily mothballed, before living out a fantasy by becoming a cowboy at the Old Tucson Studios.

In Nevada Stephen meets semi-naked Mormon missionaries during their calendar shoot, and is initiated into the intricacies of brothel life by madam extraordinaire Susan Austin, before heading over the Sierra Nevada mountains to the Pacific Ocean.

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John Nettles and Jason Hughes are back investigating deadly deeds and gruesome goings-on in a brand new series of Midsomer Murders. In episode three, Secrets And Spies, Inspector Barnaby comes face to face with MI6 in a case of murderous revenge.
Allenby House, a grand gated estate in one of the picturesque Midsomer villages, is the home of three retired MI6 officers – Sir Malcolm Frazer, his son Nicky and Nicky’s wife Jenny - and Barnaby has been asked by MI6 to monitor it after the discovery of the ‘Wolf Man’ file has brought them under scrutiny. 

Meanwhile, there are other mysterious goings-on in the village. There has been a break-in at the local museum - although it seems that nothing has been stolen - and a local farmer, Seth Comfort, claims that the legendary Midsomer ‘Beast’ is on the prowl again, slaughtering his sheep by night. 

Before long there is a murder - a local cricketer is found dead, apparently mauled by the Midsomer ‘Beast’ – becoming the first of several murders apparently involving this legendary local creature.

Barnaby’s investigations are stalled when he tries to interview the residents of Allenby House about the murders - none of them can speak to him because they have signed the MI6 secrecy clause. But he is not to be deterred, and with DS Jones’s help they get to the bottom of the Midsomer ‘Beast’ mystery as well as discovering exactly who the murderer is. Not surprisingly, the two are intertwined.

Another crime solved, Barnaby returns to peaceful village life with his wife Joyce. It’s just another day in Midsomer.

The Wild West: Custer's Last Stand
Tuesday, 8 September 2009
New Series
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The American Wild West has proved a fertile ground for stories of heroism and triumph over adversity. It was a time of notorious outlaws, gunfighters turned sheriffs and frontier justice.
From the most famous outlaw of them all, Billy The Kid, the rock star General Custer, and the vengeful lawman Wyatt Earp, audiences have been captivated by these legends. But what of the men behind the myths – and the truth? Blending dramatic recreations with the latest archaeological, forensic and ballistic research, this three-part series brings the truth to light.

In 1869, George Armstrong Custer smoked the peace pipe that meant the US Army would fight no more against the Sioux Indians. Custer was glorious, glamorous and a national hero. But seven years later, triumph turned to tragedy. At the Battle of Little Bighorn in 1876, General Custer led a raid to exterminate the Sioux Indians – and died in the attempt. General Custer’s death has given rise to a hundred myths. Was he killed by lance, arrow, tomahawk or bullet? Was he the first or last to die?

Presenting a radical new picture of the battle, this episode creates an image of a driven man with dark secrets whose rivalries with his own officers would cost all of them their lives. Based on written accounts, Native American pictograms and the oral testimony of the survivors, this film reveals the dark secrets of Custer’s earlier campaigns, and how they hold the key to understanding the Little Big Horn. It also reveals that although two-thirds of Custer’s soldiers were killed, research shows he was close to a remarkable victory.

For many years it was said that no witnesses survived the slaughter of Custer and his men. In fact, more than one thousand American Indians survived, and their long-ignored accounts are now proving to be highly accurate according to latest archaeology.

2009 seems to be Myf’s year – she’s leading the points score so far. The show isn’t rigged – Alan and Myf are never told the answers – they are that good!

Steve Lukather from Toto was the rudest guest; Ari Up from The Slits was the craziest guest; John Amis was the oldest guest – he was 87 when he appeared on the show; FYI John is Kingsley Amis’s cousin. Four-year-old April Hamilton was the youngest guest – she appeared on the Kids Music Special in 2007.

It takes one hour to record each half hour episode and it takes two weeks to make four shows. Spicks And Specks is recorded in the same studio where Countdown was recorded.

Australia's Heritage: National Treasures: Naracoorte Caves
Thursday, 10 September 2009
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Take a voyage of discovery with The Chaser’s Chris Taylor as he reveals the secrets behind a fascinating mix of treasures from Australia’s National Heritage List. 
Chris travels around Australia delivering historical snapshots of places from the National Heritage List. Established by the Australian Government in 2004, the National Heritage List is a collection of places that contribute to Australia's national identity.

In this mini-documentary series, Chris talks with experts and enthusiasts, revealing fascinating insights into our famous and not-so-famous past. Visiting objects and places of significance, including Fremantle Prison and the ruins of the Dutch merchant ship Batavia in Western Australia, the Eureka flag and the Melbourne Cricket Ground in Victoria, Francis De Groot’s sword in NSW and the Naracoorte Caves Fossil Mammal site in South Australia, Chris Taylor’s enthusiasm shines a welcome spotlight on the sometimes forgotten gems that are an irreplaceable part of our national story.

In the sixth documentary of the series, Chris visits South Australia’s World and National Heritage-listed Naracoorte Caves. The extraordinary build-up of fossils there span at least 350,000 years, and provide rare evidence of Australia’s distinctive fauna and the way it has evolved. Discovered in 1969, the site covers 300 hectares and gives scientists a snapshot of Pleistocene life in south-east Australia. Only four per cent of the site has been excavated and already scientists have discovered 100 species, a quarter of them extinct, including the marsupial lion, a giant kangaroo and a wombat-like animal the size of a four-wheel drive.

Pedigree Dogs Exposed
Thursday, 10 September 2009
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A shocking investigation into the health and welfare of pedigree dogs.
Two years in the making, Pedigree Dogs Exposed lifts the lid on the extent of health and welfare problems in pedigree dogs, caused by decades of inbreeding and breeding primarily for ‘beauty’ rather than health and function. 

For millennia, man has shaped the dog to his own needs… to hunt, retrieve, herd, guard and comfort. But in 1873, with the foundation of the British Kennel Club, everything changed.

Instead of being bred for purpose, dogs began to be moulded purely for their looks and for success in the show ring. Today, many breeds have been so exaggerated that they are unrecognisable from the fit and functional animals of a century ago.

Now for the first time the extent of the situation – perpetuated by the 100 countries worldwide that have adopted the British Kennel Club system, including Australia – is captured on film. 

The Kennel Club was born out of the eugenics movement, the idea that ‘improvement’ came through racial purity. Dogs were divided into individual breeds and allowed to breed only with each other. Even though it is scientifically proven that inbreeding causes terrible problems, Kennel Clubs still hold ‘purity’ as sacrosanct. 

Supported by strong testimony from top experts, the film argues that – without radical reform – many of our best-loved breeds face extinction.

New Series
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Heart And Soul is an all-new, all-singing comedy drama by Cutting It creator Debbie Horsfield.
Set in a town in the North of England, Heart And Soul follows the lives and ambitions, triumphs and failures of two rival amateur choirs with very different agendas – and musical repertoires – against a backdrop of soaring choruses and infectious melodies from pop to punk to classical.

Sparky but self-effacing Esther (Sarah Lancashire) sings her heart out in the local choir, a disparate collective whose enthusiasm far outweighs its musical ability. The choir’s conductor is Esther’s husband, the charismatic and inspiring Michael (Neil Pearson). Full-time mother to teens Fred (Jamie Birtwistle), Georgia (Jo Woodcock) and the troubled but musically gifted Kyle (Richard Fleeshman), Esther nimbly juggles the demands of clashing choral egos and chaotic family life.

Until glamorous soprano Layla (Sarah Alexander) arrives on the scene.

Tearing apart the harmony of the choir, and Esther’s marriage, Layla divides loyalties and creates mayhem wherever she goes. The manipulative and aspirational Layla soon has Michael singing from her own song-sheet, and encourages him to jettison all but the most gifted singers from the choir in the ruthless pursuit of prizes and recognition.

Further intrigue appears in the shape of Jake (Bryan Dick), a handsome young curate with a secret mission to shake up the old order – and whose own past has been blighted by the spirited Layla.

Excluded from the choir and from her marriage, Esther’s life is turned upside-down.  As the less able singers are forced out of the revamped choir, Esther unwittingly finds herself at the heart of an eclectic troupe of misfits, united only by their passion for music.

Unexpectedly joined by the younger generation and their loud, sometimes abrasive musical offerings, it is Esther’s task to unite the disparate strands (classical and contemporary) and, through Kyle’s extraordinary talent and her own quiet inspirations, to create a new choir on the block.

As he frantically tries to free her, he notices another man barely alive, and another already dead.
The critically ill man – who turns out to be the girl’s father - later dies in hospital, but the girl tells the police that she has an aunt in London, and to their delight, reveals the name of the truck driver.

Police discover the driver has links to Jason Devlin (Guy Flanagan) and his father Matthew (Danny Webb), who are housing illegals in shocking conditions nearby. Smithy sees this as his chance to get this father and son team, who he believes, are also responsible for a recent brutal assault. 

In an attempt to win the trust of the suspicious Afghan community, Smithy visits a refugee centre, and they agree to help. But when a cagey Jason Devlin tries to evict illegals to distance himself from the people-smuggling, a riot breaks out. 

DC Stevie Moss (Lucy Speed) leads Devlin away for his own safety, but when she tries to look in the trunk of his car, he bashes her to the ground. When Smithy walks into the parking lot to see Devlin standing over Stevie, he loses it...

Brian Wicklow (Matthew Kelly) is a twisted serial killer jailed after a killing spree so macabre that he has become one of Britain's most notorious murderers. As the founder of the Animal Liberation movement in Australia, she championed the rights of animals at a time when the very concept of animals having any rights was foreign to most Australians.
On a visit to India she realised her true calling – to run an animal shelter in Jaipur and to educate Indians about animal welfare.

Hosted by James O’Loghlin, The New Inventors showcases bright minds from across the country as they discover ingenious solutions to the problems of our lives. Deciding the winner of these three inventions are: engineer James Bradfield Moody, science broadcaster Bernie Hobbs, and futurist and author Mark Pesce. Inventions featured on the program: 

INNOVARTIVE EASEL – by inventor Tony Barber from VIC. Tony Barber has had an enviable collection of careers, ranging from children's author, to designer, artist, former pop star and now inventor. Tony's creative path began as an original member of pop band Billy Thorpe and the Aztecs, which he followed with several hit records of his own. He then branched out into design, creating the classic children's soft toy, the Puggle, which was licensed internationally and turned into a book series. Tony also designed the soft toy versions of Bananas in Pyjamas and Blinky Bill, and regularly appeared on television as Tony the Toymaker. However, it was an unfortunate accident that turned him into an inventor. Twelve months ago, Tony decided to begin painting using a traditional easel, but one day as he attempted to reach the top of the canvas he fell off the stool, hitting his head on the floor, putting out his back and cracking his kneecap. Following his accident, Tony could not believe that anyone had tackled the easel safety issue, so he set to work designing an ergonomic easel. The Innovartive Easel is a novel reworking of traditional easel design that gives artists maximum flexibility whilst remaining light and sturdy. The invention allows a canvas to be rotated 360 degrees, as well as tilted to every angle, including horizontal, so the artist can work on any portion of the canvas with equal comfort. It also allows artists to look at their work from a different perspective with a quick and simple twist of the easel. Designed to be readily portable, the invention can fold down to a size that can easily fit into the back of any car.

STORMSEAL – by inventor Matthew Lennox from NSW. Hail storms have had devastating consequences on Australian property in the past. However, the real damage often occurs in subsequent days, when a tarpaulin is not sufficient to protect homes from heavy rain. In the 2007 Blacktown, Sydney hail storm, the initial damage was reported at $65 million, but these costs blew out to $390 million as a result of extended poor weather. Stormseal is a quick and reliable method to secure a roof from further water entry after a heavy storm. The invention is comprised of a polymer membrane which is quickly and easily applied to a roof. Heat is used to make the material contract, creating an almost air tight seal over the damaged area.

DEFROSTER – by inventor Stuart Kearns from QLD. As you stand shivering in front of open fridges in the supermarket, inspecting the selection of frozen peas on offer, there's a good chance the fridge is actually going through a defrosting cycle. Supermarket fridges and freezers automatically defrost up to four times a day to prevent built-up ice blocking the supply of air that generates the cooling effect. This process uses a considerable amount of heat energy, and often occurs automatically when it isn't necessary. The Defroster eliminates this energy wastage by measuring the speed of airflow in the fridge and initiating the defrosting cycle only when the fridge requires it.

Exoplanets
Astronomers have discovered thousands of planets orbiting distant stars. There are worlds with three suns, cold places 500 times dimmer than Earth and huge gas giants with 4 day orbits travelling much closer to their suns than Jupiter does to our sun in a 12 year orbit. So, how did these strange worlds come into being and what can we learn about the history of our solar system by observing them? Dr Graham Philips joins planet hunters at the Anglo Australian Telescope to learn more.
Daddy Fish
Fossil fish from the Devonian Period (416 – 359 million years ago) have produced some amazing discoveries over the last few years. Last year a few of them were found with embryos inside and one even had a fossilised umbilical cord. This year they have thrown up something very different but equally unexpected – fossilised proof of the world’s oldest male appendage, an organ essential for internal fertilisation. Dr Paul Willis goes in search of this piscine penis. 
Weedy Seadragons
The Weedy Seadragon is only found in the waters off southern Australia, but scientists here have conducted virtually no studies on the animal in the wild.  The most common seadragon is listed by the World Conservation Union as ‘data deficient’. This means that, although they are commonly seen by divers and collected for the aquarium trade, there is not enough information available to make an assessment of their risk of extinction. Surfing scientist, Ruben Meerman, joins Professor David Booth from the University of Technology Sydney, monitoring and tagging weedy seadragons.
Pedigree Dogs
A recent BBC documentary, Pedigree Dogs Exposed, has fuelled a heated debate in the UK. Animal welfare interests and breeders of show dogs are pitted against each other as they argue over how much in-breeding is appropriate for pedigree dogs. Dr Jonica Newby previews the documentary to be shown on ABC1 at 8:30pm on Thursday,September 10 and joins an online panel to answer questions directly after the documentary screens.
