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It has been 20 years since John Bell founded his groundbreaking theatre group, Bell Shakespeare. ABC2 Live celebrates this important occasion by bringing you one of Shakespeare’s greatest works, King Lear, exclusively recorded by the ABC at Melbourne’s Arts Centre. 
Along with Hamlet, King Lear is considered one of Shakespeare’s greatest works. Written in Shakespeare’s prolific ‘golden’ period, between 1603 and 1606, it is based on the legend of King Leir, a king from pagan Britain. It tells the story of a King’s suffering due to the actions of his own children and deals with ideas of monarchy and human nature.

Bell Shakespeare’s award-winning former Associate Artistic Director, Marion Potts, brings this classic story into the 21st century. Set in a Godless world that has lost its moral conscience, Potts's production shows that Shakespeare's dire warnings for a society that betrays human worth remain all too relevant today. 

John Bell leads a talented cast of some of Australia’s finest actors, including Peter Carroll as the Fool, Jane Montgomery Griffiths as Goneril, Rachel Gordon as Regan and Susan Prior as Cordelia.

Bell is considered one of Australia’s most influential theatre personalities.  His career as an actor and director spans over 40 years. This is the third time he has played King Lear – the first was in the 1984 Nimrod production directed by Aubrey Mellor and the second in the 1998 Bell Shakespeare production directed by Barrie Kosky.

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DEADWOOD: South Dakota … in an age of plunder and greed, the richest gold strike in American history draws a throng of restless misfits to an outlaw settlement where everything – and everyone – has a price. 
Welcome to Deadwood…a hell of a place to make your fortune. The story begins two weeks after Custer's defeat at Little Big Horn, combining fictional and real-life characters and events in an epic morality tale. 

Located in the Black Hills Indian Cession, the ‘town’ of Deadwood is an illegal settlement, a violent and uncivilised outpost that attracts a colourful array of characters looking to get rich – from outlaws and entrepreneurs to ex-soldiers and racketeers, Chinese labourers, prostitutes, city dudes and gunfighters. 

Among the settlers are ex-lawman Seth Bullock (Timothy Olyphant), the legendary gunfighter Wild Bill Hickok(Keith Carradine), and Machiavellian saloon owner Al Swearengen (Ian McShane). With its unflinching realism, adult themes and wickedly inventive storylines, Deadwood is an intense, character-driven drama that takes elements of the traditional western and turns them upside down.

July, 1876, after executing his last act of justice as a Montana Marshall, Seth Bullock relocates to a gold-mining camp known as Deadwood, where he and partner Sol Star (John Hawkes) look to start a hardware business. Bullock soon crosses paths with another new arrival - legendary gunfighter Wild Bill Hickok - and clashes with the formidable boss of the Gem Saloon and occasional deal broker, Al Swearengen.

Wednesday, 4 August 2010
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Australian adventurer Tim Cope continues his amazing journey across the Eurasian steppe from Mongolia to Hungary.

Desperate for shelter, Tim seeks refuge in an isolated mining town.  Tigon is stolen and Tim is beginning to understand why the town is known locally as ‘the place that God forgot’.
