Carmen And Geoffrey
Sunday, 15 August 2010
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American artists, Carmen de Lavallade and Geoffrey Holder stepped forward in the 1950s to play a vital part in the newly energised worlds of modern dance and have enjoyed a 47-year marriage and creative partnership that has sustained their accomplishments.
Over the past three years, Linda Atkinson (a student of Carmen’s) and Nick Doob have filmed the virtually uninterrupted creativity of this couple, now in their 70s. The film’s style is spontaneous, intimate and revealing, showing Carmen and Geoffrey’s natural penchant for uncommon good humour.

Born in New Orleans, Carmen won a scholarship at 16 to study in Los Angeles with the pioneering choreographer, Lester Horton. She brought her high school classmate, Alvin Ailey to his first dance class. Choreographer Herbert Ross invited her and Ailey to dance in the Broadway production of Truman Capote’s House of Flowers. Soon after, Carmen married another member of the cast, Geoffrey Holder.

Geoffrey came from Trinidad to debut in House of Flowers, which he also co-choreographed with Herbert Ross. Later he directed and designed the costumes for The Wiz winning two Tonys in the process.  

Shot in New York, Texas, Trinidad and Paris, the film contains rare dance footage of Carmen and Geoffrey from the 50s and 60s, both solo and together.  It also includes their work with Ailey, Ross, Horton, Joe Layton, Duke Ellington and Josephine Baker in Paris.

This film is a celebration of lives boldly lived, that set a paradigm for survival and accomplishment in one of the toughest professions to which anyone can aspire.

Swimming: IPC World Championships 2010

Throughout the world swimming is the number one solo sport among people with a disability. ABC TV will screen a daily highlights package of the 2010 IPC Swimming World Championships from Eindhoven, Netherlands.
Each night – from Monday, August 16th to Sunday, August 22nd – ABC2 will screen a 45-minute highlights package hosted by Brisbane-based sports broadcaster Gerry Collins. Gerry has been ABC Radio’s Olympic swimming commentator for more than 20 years. He has broadcast swimming at every Commonwealth Games since Edinburgh in 1986 and at every Olympic Games since Seoul in 1988. He has broadcast 21 Australian Olympic gold medal wins.

Gerry says Australia’s team of 26 swimmers will be highly regarded. “After a successful Beijing campaign Australia will be expected to have a strong World Championships,” he says.
More than 650 athletes with a disability, from approximately 60 countries – including Australia’s 26-strong squad – will compete in the Pieter van den Hoogenband Swimming Stadium, in Eindhoven, Netherlands.

Spearheading Australia’s squad will be multi Paralympic gold medallists, Matt Cowdrey, Peter Leek, Ben Austin and 2008 Beijing Paralympic silver medallist, Ellie Cole. Fourteen-year-old Mitchell Kilduff is the youngest member of the Australian squad and he’s hoping to make an impact at his first major international competition.

“Other Australians with strong medal chances are Annabelle Williams, who is coached by Grant Hackett’s former mentor, Dennis Cotterell; Matthew Levy, who is ranked number one in the world in several of his events; and Nerice Holland, the daughter of Olympian, Steve Holland, who was known as the Super Fish,” says ABC sports commentator Gerry Collins.

Deadwood
Tuesday, 17 August 2010
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Deadwood: South Dakota … in an age of plunder and greed, the richest gold strike in American history draws a throng of restless misfits to an outlaw settlement where everything – and everyone – has a price. 
Welcome to Deadwood…a hell of a place to make your fortune. The story begins two weeks after Custer's defeat at Little Big Horn, combining fictional and real-life characters and events in an epic morality tale. 

Located in the Black Hills Indian Cession, the ‘town’ of Deadwood is an illegal settlement, a violent and uncivilised outpost that attracts a colourful array of characters looking to get rich – from outlaws and entrepreneurs to ex-soldiers and racketeers, Chinese labourers, prostitutes, city dudes and gunfighters. 

Among the settlers are ex-lawman Seth Bullock (Timothy Olyphant), the legendary gunfighter Wild Bill Hickok (Keith Carradine), and Machiavellian saloon owner Al Swearengen (Ian McShane). With its unflinching realism, adult themes and wickedly inventive storylines, Deadwood is an intense, character-driven drama that takes elements of the traditional western and turns them upside down.

Competition arrives for Swearengen in the form of the Bella Union, a new gambling outfit from Chicago operated by savvy Cy Tolliver (Powers Booth), Madame Joanie Stubbs (Kim Dickens) and gaming guru Eddie Sawyer (Ricky Jay). Hickok puts up precious collateral in a poker game with McCall (Garret Dillahunt), and a threat from Brom Garret (Timothy Omundson) regarding his gold claim invites harsh consequences. The relationship between Bullock and Swearengen continues to worsen over the latter’s suspicions of Bullock's and Hickok's intentions.

The Trail Of Genghis Khan: No Place for Nomads
Wednesday, 18 August 2010
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Inspired by the nomads of Mongolia whose ancestors created the largest empire in history, Australian adventurer Tim Cope set out alone to ride by horse from Mongolia, 10,000kms across the great Eurasian steppe to Hungary.
With his three horses and his dog Tigon, Tim has now travelled more than 4000 kilometres across Mongolia and Kazakhstan to the Buddhist Republic of Kalmykia in Southern Russia. With the passing of his second winter he must now press on across Russia to the Black Sea and Crimea.

Until now Tim has been travelling through wild, unfenced steppe, but he is suddenly thrown into the ploughed fields of the sedentary world where he is not welcome. Down and out, Tim eventually finds support from the Cossacks who were once horseback warriors who adopted nomad customs, and they see in Tim the values that embody their heritage. The local Cossack mafia treat Tim like one of their own and arrange for a safe crossing into the Crimea.

Descending to the town of Bakhchisarai, the old capital of the Crimean Khanate, Tim finds himself in the midst of a conflict between the indigenous Crimean Tatars and the local Russians. Rattled by the violence, Tim travels onwards through the heat of summer to mainland Ukraine. It seems that the hardship is over and Tim is on the home run as he heads into his third consecutive winter with just 2000kms to Hungary. He is badly mistaken…

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Dubbed ‘The Black Widow,’ Betty Neumar is either the unluckiest widow in the world, cursed by a series of gruesome coincidences, or a cold and calculating killer.
As Betty Neumar mourned the loss of her fourth husband, Harold Gentry, the small community in Georgia, USA respectfully gathered to support the 76-year-old grieving widow. All except one man.

Al Gentry was convinced his brother had been murdered and spent the following 22 years in an effort to convince authorities Betty Neumar was the culprit.

While Gentry’s tireless search for the truth over his brother’s death became an all consuming pursuit, Betty moved interstate and remarried, only to lose that husband shortly after.

As Al Gentry finally persuaded investigators to reopen the case, it emerged that Harold Gentry was just one of Betty's former husbands.

She'd in fact been married five times in total - and all five husbands appear to have died in suspicious circumstances.

Three had been shot, while Harold and one other are alleged to have died from natural causes - except those causes related very closely to death by arsenic poisoning.

In 2008, Betty was arrested on suspicion of committing murder and as she awaits trial, continues to affirm her innocence.

Featuring interviews with surviving relatives of the deceased husbands, Betty’s children and Betty herself, this documentary attempts to uncover the truth about the case that has intrigued for nearly 30 years.
