	The American Junkyard Wars series challenges two teams of junkyard dogs to build monster machine dragsters in just 10 hours, and the only parts that competitors are allowed to use will have to be scrounged from the junkyard. Out in the junkyard, it’s first come, first served.
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Eight teams from across the USA have been chosen to do battle and hosts Cathy Rogers and George Gray will test their contraptions to the limit. It’s a knockout competition so only the best will make it through to the finals.
Competitors will have to race their dragsters for a straight zoom down a dragster strip. Three head-to-head contests will separate the men from the boys, and the team with the fastest time will be through to the next round.
The prize is the coveted Junkyard Wars trophy.

Episode one, Hot Rods, sees the team Chicago Fire fight it out with the Texas Scrap Daddies. Each team is given a quad bike and trailer to hunt out the necessary junkyard parts required to build their dragster. Pat Foster, one of drag racing’s pioneers, is the junkyard judge.
Episode two, Ballistic Missiles, features two teams of mechanical wizards, the Young Guns and the Rusty Juveniles, vying to be the first to catapult a pumpkin over an enemy castle wall 55 metres away. Broad Dog Thompson, who invented the bizarre sport of pumpkin throwing, will judge this battle.

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After learning of a major drug deal about to go down in Chicago, FBI agent Charles Barker (Patrick Swayze) pressures the imprisoned Albert Saldano (David Roth) for a lead to the buyer.
Told to look for Jimmy Casserly (Michael Vieau), Barker then takes his rookie partner Ellis Dove (Travis Fimmel) to see an informant who tells them Casserly’s been arrested by the Chicago Police Department.

Meanwhile, though Ellis has so far refused to cooperate with Internal Affairs, he decides to look into the missing computer hard drive that FBI investigators suspect Barker of stealing from a police department evidence room.

With Saldano refusing to cooperate further, Barker and Ellis set out to find a stripper called Lucy (Sarah Habel), in the hope that she can confirm Casserly’s arrest. Lucy suspects they are cops and refuses to cooperate.

The two agents track down her dad, Lt. Michael Platko (George Dzunda), who that very day is retiring from the Chicago Police Department. Although Platko first denies knowing anything about Casserly, or even having a daughter, he finally admits to wanting to see the dealer dead for getting Lucy hooked.

After following Platko to a rendezvous where he is given a chance to seek his revenge, Barker and Ellis pose as rival dealers and jump in to save Casserly from being killed in exchange for a share of the drug deal.

But when the agents deliver Casserly to a meeting with his drug connection, they are shocked when Platko shows up first and shoots him dead.

With Platko resigned to accepting the consequences of his deadly revenge on Casserly, Barker and Ellis are forced to think fast to keep their cover – and the drug deal – alive.

Sin City Law: Bourbon Strip: Part 1

	On the night of January 27, 2006, a distraught 71-year-old man named De Rac Hanley phoned 911 to report that he had murdered someone in his apartment. Though Hanley remembered little at the time, it emerged that the victim was one of Hanley’s elderly neighbours, Earl Spangenberg. 
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Hanley’s attorneys, public defenders Curtis Brown and Andrea Luem, quickly realise they have their work cut out for them with this particular client, a colourful Irish-American drifter with a troubled past, a prodigious drinking habit and an often tenuous grasp on reality. Hanley claims that he killed in self-defence after Spangenberg made sexual advances. At one point he asserts that he must have been drugged; in fact, Hanley had already taken two morphine tablets and begun drinking when Spangenberg knocked on his door.

A full account of what happened may never be known, but it is certain that Spangenberg was stabbed over 20 times. While Brown and Luem try to untangle Hanley’s life story, young Deputy District Attorneys Summer Tanasi and Sonia Jimenez begin preparing their case. Next week sees the courtroom drama unfold in the final instalment of Bourbon Strip.

Cranford: August 1842

In this repeat screening of Cranford, Deborah surprises Matty by encouraging Jessie’s romance with a visiting soldier named Major Gordon.

Cranford’s ladies are focused on preparing for Lady Ludlow’s garden party, the social event of the year. New bonnets are made by the town’s long-suffering milliner Miss Galindo, and there’s a new gown for Caroline Tomkinson, who has fallen for Dr Harrison and is eager to impress him. Dr Harrison has set his sights on Sophy Hutton, the eldest daughter of Cranford’s rector, Reverend Hutton. But Mary Smith’s stepmother Clara is determined to play matchmaker between the doctor and Mary.
Forced to assume responsibility for feeding his family, 10-year-old Harry Gregson instructs his little brother Malachi how to steal milk from Mrs Forrester’s beloved cow, Bessie. Unfortunately, six-year-old Malachi forgets to close the gate and Bessie escapes.
Meanwhile, Harry sets off to poach to feed the others but becomes transfixed by Lady Ludlow’s glasshouse and the exotic plants and fruits he sees there. Cold and exhausted, he falls asleep on the heated floor and is caught the following morning by Mr Carter. However, Mr Carter is so moved by Harry’s dismal poverty that he offers to pay Harry to run messages for him during the preparations for the garden party. Harry proves to be reliable, good-natured and intelligent, and Mr Carter offers to teach him to read and write. This is something to be done secretly, as he is fully aware that Lady Ludlow is passionately against educating the working classes.
Matty, meanwhile, is clearly shaken when, at the party, she meets a mysterious acquaintance from her past, Thomas Holbrook. No one witnesses this meeting and Matty tells no one about it.
Things start to go wrong at the party when Miss Pole and Mrs Forrester overhear Sir Charles’s startling news that a railway line will be built to come right into Cranford. They immediately report this to Deborah, who leads a deputation of the ladies to Captain Brown in hopes of having the rumour refuted. But Captain Brown shocks them further by telling them that not only is the rumour true, but that he will be the Head of Works. All the women are scandalised by this news, but the most stricken is Deborah, who sees Captain Brown’s secrecy as the ultimate betrayal of a friendship, and the railway as the absolute end of Cranford.

Hornblower: The Examination For Lieutenant

In this repeat screening of Hornblower, the Indefatigable puts into Gibraltar, which, since Spain’s change of allegiance from Britain to France is now home to the entire British fleet in the area. The Indefatigable rescues the three surviving crew of a wrecked British brig, one of whom is the legendary Captain Foster, whom Hornblower comes to admire.

Supplies to the Indefatigable are much reduced by the Spanish attacks and Hornblower leads a mission to Oran (Algiers) for supplies, only to find himself and his men quarantined after exposure to plague at the port. Hornblower spends much of his time with his books preparing for his Lieutenant’s examination.

After three weeks’ quarantine and back in Gibraltar, Hornblower sits his exam. Overcome by nerves and overawed by the three fearsome commanders, including Captain Foster, who are to judge his proficiency, the normally intelligent Hornblower fails to answer even the most basic questions. He is about to be dismissed in ignominy when an alarm is raised: a blazing fire ship is bearing down on the harbour from the Spanish side.
The examination is aborted and as the examiners head for their ships, Hornblower joins Foster in an attempt to board the fire ship and keep it clear of the British fleet. With Hornblower at the helm, and Foster giving directions, they manage to keep the burning brig clear of nearby ships. Hornblower nearly drowns and Foster saves his life. Captain Pellew is hugely impressed by Hornblower’s courage and tells him not to worry about the aborted exam – he’s well prepared for next time.
