Indonesia Calling: Joris Ivens In Australia
Sunday, 5 December 2010
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Soon after the end of the Pacific War, internationally renowned Dutch filmmaker Joris Ivens made a film in Australia supporting Indonesian independence. His Indonesia Calling documents Australian, Indonesian, Indian and Chinese trade unions defending the newly proclaimed Republic of Indonesia. 
Indonesia Calling: Joris Ivens in Australia by film maker John Hughes explores the historical context of Australia’s early relationship to its northern neighbour, and the impact of this small film on emerging Australian documentary film culture.

Joris Ivens came to Australia early in 1945 as the Netherlands East Indies Film Commissioner. The Netherlands East Indies- now Indonesia - was occupied by the Japanese during the war. 

A Republic of Indonesia was proclaimed on August 17, 1945, two days after the Japanese surrendered. When the Dutch moved to reoccupy their former colony, Indonesians in Australia under their command went on strike, and Australian, Indian and Chinese workers supported them. Western governments, including Australia, at first supported their wartime allies, despite commitments to a new post-colonial world. 

Joris Ivens also ‘walked off’. He resigned from his post as Film Commissioner, in protest against his government’s actions, and, with a diverse team of creative collaborators, began to make what became the independent documentary Indonesia Calling.

An independent film made with limited resources but with passion and commitment, Indonesia Calling not only enunciated a new possibility in Australia’s dialogue with Indonesia, but also announced a new mode of collaboration in an emerging Australian documentary practice.

True Stories: The Silence Of The Lambs
Wednesday, 8 December 2010
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In the last episode of the series, True Stories delves into the thriller and Academy award-winning film Silence Of The Lambs.
Starring Jodie Foster and Anthony Hopkins, Silence of the Lambs tells the story of a young ambitious FBI profiler Clarice Starling as she pursues the serial killer Buffalo Bill with the help of convicted cannibal Hannibal Lecter. Examining the two killers from the film, The Silence Of The Lambs – The True Story reveals the real life inspirations for writer Thomas Harris’s creations and how their characters came straight from case files.

While researching the book on which the film was based, author Thomas Harris spent days with the FBI’s pioneering Behavioural Science Unit, questioning criminal profilers and immersed in the case files of serial killers. The movie’s real-life inspirations were serial killer Ted Bundy who, like psychiatrist Lecter, evaded capture with his charming, young lawyer persona; Ed Gein whose sickening crimes echo the movie exploits of Buffalo Bill; and a young female FBI agent who helped Harris create Agent Starling. 

This episode also explores how Silence of the Lambs revolutionised the make-up of the profession, inspiring many women to become profilers. Chilling footage is shown of one such female entrant interviewing Gary Ridgway, a man considered to be America’s most prolific serial killer.

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90s Britpop band Blur ended their sell-out summer 2009 reunion tour with two colossal gigs at London’s Hyde Park. Demand for tickets was so great that switchboards were jammed. When the last remaining 10,000 tickets for the July 3 show sold out in two minutes, the promoters decided to add a second date on July 2. Over 100,000 ecstatic fans were there for this emotional concert.
Damon, Graham, Alex and James take to the stage. The atmosphere is electric as they launch into their opening number, She’s So High, their indie disco anthem followed by an early hit for the band, Girls and Boys. 

Throughout, Damon cannot stop smiling, such is his delight in being back with his band. The Man Who Shot Liberty Valance

Senator Ranse Stoddard (James Stewart) and his wife, Hallie (Vera Miles), return to the small Western town of Shinbone to attend the funeral of Tom Doniphon (John Wayne). They arrive unannounced except to a few of their old friends including the town sheriff, Link Appleyard (Andy Devine). A reporter presses the Senator to explain why he has travelled all the way from Washington to attend the funeral of a nobody. Stoddard takes the man aside and tells the story.
He is en-route to Shinbone to practise law when the stage coach is held up and he is beaten by Liberty Valance (Lee Marvin) and his henchmen. He is found by rancher Doniphon, brought into town where he is cared for by cafe owners and by waitress Hallie, who is linked romantically with Doniphon.
Determined to bring law and order to the area, Stoddard hangs his shingle up at the office of newspaper editor Peabody (Edmond O’Brien) despite Doniphon’s warning. The pot begins to boil when Stoddard and Peabody win out over Valance as delegates to the Territorial Convention to fight for statehood. Enraged, Valance retaliates by beating Peabody and wrecking his office. Valance and Stoddard meet in the street at night: there is a burst of gunfire and Valance falls dead. On the strength of being the man who shot Liberty Valance, Stoddard is nominated to run for Congress. As he leaves the convention hall, Doniphon tells him the truth, and that Stoddard must continue to take the ‘credit’ for the killing and accept the nomination. He wins the election and goes to Washington to lead the successful fight for statehood.
