Simon Schama's Power Of Art: Caravaggio

New Series
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Focusing on eight iconic works of art, this eight-part series places great art at the centre of great moments in human history.
This series takes us on an extraordinary journey to the centre of human struggle and the dark heart of history. A combination of dramatic reconstruction, spectacular photography and Simon Schama’s unique and personal storytelling transports us back to the intense moments eight great works of art were conceived and born.

The Power of Art is the epic story of an unfolding force, a chance to witness the power of the individuals who changed the way we view the world.

The eight works of art included in this series are Caravaggio’s David with the Head of Goliath; Bernini’s The Ecstasy of St. Theresa; Rembrandt’s The Conspiracy of Claudius Civilus; Jacques-Louis David’s The Death of Marat; Turner’s Slave Ship with Slaves Thrown Overboard – Typhoon Coming On; Van Gogh’s Self Portrait; Picasso’s Guernica, and Rothko’s Seagram Building Murals.

Tonight’s episode is set in Rome in 1603. Images of the Saviour; the virgin and the saints are beautiful and pure, created to win the hearts of the faithful. But then Michelangelo Merisi da Caravaggio starts to paint. He says the glory of the gospel is that the Saviour was made of flesh and blood. His models are taken from the streets, the taverns, markets and brothels. Caravaggio changes forever the sense of what painting could do, how real it could feel. But to some, this was precisely the problem – he was the man who came to destroy painting; to rob it of its spiritual lift-off power.

As Pete leaves Amy’s, Jenny is ready and waiting for him on the doorstep.

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More Than This…is the definitive history of English art rock group Roxy Music, formed in 1971 by art school graduate Bryan Ferry (vocals and keyboards).

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Now that his cancer treatments are underway, Walt (Bryan Cranston) must juggle their debilitating side effects with the fragile web of lies he has spun in order to prevent Skyler (Anna Gunn) from learning how he’s paying for them. 
No longer able to keep Jesse (Aaron Paul) from seeing that he is very sick, his problems mount as Hank’s (Dean Norris) investigation into the disappearance of his informant, Krazy-8, uncovers one of the respirators that was stolen from the high school for the mobile meth lab. 

To make matters worse, when he discovers that Jesse is selling the drugs in such small quantities that they won’t make enough money to cover the cost of his treatments, Walt insists he find a wholesaler who can buy a pound or more every week. Jesse looks to his friend, Skinny Pete (Charles Baker), who introduces him to Tuco (Raymond Cruz), a hardened ex-con with a thriving meth business. But when Jesse demands to be paid up front, Tuco flies into a drug-fuelled rage that lands Jesse in the hospital. 

Upon learning that Jesse has been seriously injured and is in no shape to talk, Walt presses Skinny Pete for everything he knows about Tuco. Armed with this information, he first gets out ahead of his side effects by shaving his head before confronting Tuco about the stolen drugs. Though Tuco and his henchmen don’t take him all that seriously, they quickly realise their mistake when Walt uses some highly explosive chemicals to wreak havoc on their cantina headquarters and put them off guard. And instead of the $35,000 that Jesse was demanding, an emboldened Walt leaves Tuco and the rubble that used to be his office, with $50,000 and a new business partner.

Also living on the ranch is Lon Bannon (Brandon De Wilde) who is torn between love and respect for his grandfather and hero-worship of his Uncle Hud. The relationship flares into hatred when Hud is responsible for the auto accident in which Lon’s father is killed. 
Bannon learns that his cattle have hoof-and-mouth disease. Hud wants to sell the beef before the news gets out, but Bannon insists on destroying the herd to protect fellow ranchers. 
Hud tried to get his father declared mentally incompetent so that he can take over the ranch. Disappointment and the loss of his cattle prove too much for Bannon’s heart and he dies.
Hud now owns the land, but Alma (Patricia Neal) and Lon leave, and he is left alone and bitterly defiant. 
Hud won three Academy Awards in 1963 - –Actor In A Supporting Role – Melvyn Douglas (Homer Bannon); Actress – Patricia Neal (Alma); and Cinematography (Black and White) – James Wong Howe.

It was also nominated for four awards – Actor – Paul Newman (Hud Bannon); Art Direction (Black and White) – Art Direction: Hal Pereira, Tambi Larsen; Set Decoration: Sam Comer, Robert Benton; Directing – Martin Ritt; and Writing (Screenplay – based on material from another medium) – Irving Ravetch, Harriet Frank, Jr.
