When musicians find out that the live music venue, The Rainbow Hotel, is being closed down they are determined to play there one last time. 
The publican Chick Ratten, sets out to accommodate the musicians and the many customers grieving its closure, with a final week of musical activity in which there is organisational chaos, dancing, laughs, lots of beer, and great music.

It is a week of celebration as musicians pay homage to mark the end of an era, but it is also a story about community places and the lack of protection for our cultural heritage, specifically Melbourne’s rich music scene and Australian live music.

This is a ‘dance in your seat’ story about the importance and loss of places that provide character and soul to our suburbs and community. While a Melbourne-specific story, it is one which will resonate across Australia and in cities around the world. The film culminates in two dramatic twists but there is no happy ending.

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For 40 years, Jane Elliott has staged her radical ‘exercise’ in tackling racism all over the world. Now, she’s undertaking it for what she says will be the last time on a grand scale. And she’s chosen to do it in the UK.
In a disused warehouse in London, 30 volunteers have agreed to take part in ‘a psychological exercise’. What they don’t know is it confronts racism and it has ignited controversy all over the world.

For one long day, they are exposed to the extreme methods and beliefs of Jane Elliott. This retired American school teacher has devised an approach that has inflamed passions and divided opinion for 40 years. Calling herself ‘The Bitch’ she will cajole, manipulate and bully the volunteers to create an apartheid style regime. But it will not be based on the colour of their skin but on the colour of their eyes.

Jane Elliott famously devised her ‘exercise’ in 1968 for her eight-year-old pupils in response to the assassination of Martin Luther King. Dividing her class into 2 groups – Brown Eyes and Blue Eyes – she encouraged one group to dominate the other. What followed convinced her she’d found a way to powerfully demonstrate just how irrational and unfair it is to judge someone on the colour of their skin.

How will tolerant, multicultural Britain react to her confrontational techniques – will they stand up to her or will she reveal there is more to racism than we’d like to admit?
